PAUL JACOBY SUSPECTED OF HAVING
CAUSED MINNIE WELDT'S DEATH.

THE MAN ARRESTED ON SATURDAY, NIGH®
TELLS A NUMBER OF CONFLICTING STORIES
~WHERE DID HE GET MONEY TO BUY
DRINKS, AND WHY DID HE
SHAVE OFF HI8 MUSTACHE?

The man who was arrested on Saturday
night on suspleion of being the murderer of
Minnte Weldt, the young woman who was found
strangled on Decoration Day at her home in
East Sixty-first-st,, ls Paul Jacoby, aged thirty=
two, of No, 537 East Eighty-third-st. There I8, so
far as can be learnsd, lttle direct evidence im=
plicating ,the man, but he will have to reconclle
a4 number of confiicting stories told by him on
the day of the murder and since then in order
1o clenr himself, The case ls still more or less
involved {n mystery, and Detective Weller, of the
finat Sixty-seventh-st, station, who, with Detec-
tive Charles Grabe, made the arrest, says: “If
the murderer of Minnie Weldt on Decoration Day
is cver convieted, 1t will be bn cireumstantial evie

dence.”

“Wa brought the people who saw the man
eaving the Weldt woman’'s apartments on
Wednesday face to face with the prisoner,” sald
Weller, “and they were unable to ldentify bim.
The only polnt of resemblance that they could
speclfy was size—both belng large, fleshy men,”

The detectlve was retlcent concerning the are
rest, saying that he had not gotten his evidence
in proper shape for prosecution, and wished
get hold of certaln witnesses, whom it would be
Qifffenlt to get i 1t was known that they wers
wanted,

By dint of persistent questioning, however,
{t was learned that.on the morning of Decora=
tion Day, the day on which Minnle Weldt met
Ler death, Jacoby visited a certaln lquor-shop ia
Fast Highty-fifth-st., and got a drink on credit,
having no money. He told the saloon-keeper that

he was going (o Staten Island, where he expected

10 gel work.

Shortly after noon, Jacoby returned to the
same ealoon In a hilarious condition. On the
barkeeper expressing surprise at his speedy Te=
turn, Jraeoby sald:

“(h, 1 dldn't go to Staten Istand. A messenger
averteok me and sald that my wife was very
sick. 1 went back home and found that my wife
had given birth to a daughter—just what I've
been wanting. Oh, I feel good enough to set 'em

all *round: come on fellows!

Qix or geven loungers in the place responded
1 Jacobs's Invitation and had not only one, but
four or five rounds of drinks at his expense. He
seomed to have a large amount of cash with
him.

HIS MUBTACHE GONE,

The next morning Jacoby ealled at the saloom
again, and 1t was remarked that he was smoothe
phaven, whereas ne had previously worn a mus-
tarhs,  When spoken to about taking it off Ja-
coby gald he llghted an aleohol lamp the previous
night and it flamed up and singed his mustache
&5 hadly that he had to cut it off.

Subssquently, in response to an {nquiry about
his mustache, Jacoby said he had a promise of
employment as walter in the Claremont Hotel,
and that all employes In his line were required to

be smooth-shaven.

These cireumatances coming to the notice of
Detectlve Weller, ha Inst no time in questioning Ja-
coby, who did not, however, know him to be &
detective.  In the courss of conversation Weller

alluded to the mustache,

“0On, 1 always rake that off In the summer,™
was Jacoby's explanation of its absence,

As It was known that he had worn it for years
thls was an additional eircumstance tending to

Then Waller desided on putting Jacoby undep
arrest, which was done at 7140 o'clock on Bat-
urday evening  On taking the prisoner to the
Fast Sixty-seventh-gt, station, the datectives do=
manded of Jacoby to tell where he spent Wednes-
duy forenoon.
