EARNEST ADDRESSES DELIVERED BY
SUFFRAGISTS AT ALBANY,

MRS, ALMY THINKS THE GOOD WOMEN OF THE
STATE WOULD OUTVOTE TiE VICIOUS
THOUSANDS BELOW THE HARLEM
Albany, June T.—Probably never in the history
of leglslation has there been such an outpouring
of the advocates of any measure as graced the
Assembly Chamber to-night. The occasjon was
the hearing granted by the Constitirtional Con-
vention Committes on Suffrage to the advocates
of woman suffrage throughout the State ontslde
of New-York City, the last hearing having been
devoied to the suffragists from the metropalle,
The chamber both within and without the ralls
was erowded to suffocation with women and deje-
gates, while the commodious gallerles were also
filied. Chalrman Goodelle, of Syracuse, occupled
the Speaker's rostrum and called the meeting to
order. The st of speakers inciuded the fol-

Mrs. Greenleaf, of Rochester, introduced the
gpeakers, Mrs. Cornella K. Hood, of Brooklyn,
was the first speaker. Bhe stated that women
own 24 per cent of the gssessed valuation of
property in Brooklyn and the annual tax paid on
this property by the women of Brooklyn is 81,344,
764. The idenl home, sbe sald, was that In which
the father and mother had equal power and
where the best characteristics of both parents
t?und expression. The Ideal state was that in
which the best characteristics of both man and
woman were represented; therefors, Women asked
the ballot on the ground of expediency.

Mrz. Cornella H. Carry sald that the result of
last fall's election in Brooklyn was due largely
to the Influence of the Hrooklyn women. If
women had such influence without the ballot
what would be her power for good should she be

enfranchised?

Mrs. Marianna W. Chapman followed in the
same straln. She dld not see why the men
ghould not be just as falr as statesmen ns they
are as buslness men, and grant to woman her
right.

Mrs. Mary Lewis Gannet, of Rochester, among
other things, sald: “We come to ask you to give
to women political equality with men. You have
beard a great varety of reasons urged for
this. 1 ask it becuuse I am a happy wife, be-
chuss 1 am a mother, Because home Is the
denrest spat on earth to me, and home cares the
sweetest, 1 say let usg share the dutles and re-
gponalbiiitles of the larger home; the city, the
State, the Nation; let us share these pubiic
burdens and giadly meet them as a duty, not to
be feared and put off, but gladly wecepted,
Hather than less wives and mothers, we shall
thereby be the better wives; shall the better fit
our sons and daughters for true citizenship. By
reason of its wider horizon of large outlpoking
intereats, the home will be better, denrer, more
helpful as a home to its Inmates and to all who
enter Its doors, and will be worth more to the
Hiate” ]

Ars, Carrie Twing, of Westfleld, representing
the State Grange, presented a memorial from
that organization, representing 60,000 people, nsk-
ing for the enfranchisement of women. She
sald: “We desire the rights of franchlse, first,
becnuse It 1s right; secondly, that we may with
women's Intuition and experience change In
some way the laws referring to conntry schoola.
Another reason why the women of the country
would llke the right of franchise Is that the
wife's share after years of tolling, standing slde
by side with her husband, bearing and rearing
the children, or if the home be empty, being
equal in bearing all burdens, Is very small when
manipulated by the Iaw, unless the husband
::vlls%w her that which by right should be her

Mrs. Almy, of Chautauqua, representing the
XXXII4 Senatorial District, sald that the vote
of the viclous women below the Harlem would
not be of the slighest avall against the vote of
the women of New-York above the Harlem,
Her district was well organized, she sald, and
esgentlally & woman suffrage district, as shown
by the number of votes cast by the women for
school commisssioners.

Mrs. A, E. P, Bearing, of Kingston, dellvered
an address of unusual interest. She sald In

rt: “Politiral equality & mennce 1o the home?
hy, sirs, the only real and imminent danger
that now threatens our firesides Is the reaction-

ary spirit of separation of the sexes, and that s
now belng dissemingt=d with mischlievous activ-
ity; the Ouidas and Grands who rant at the men
from over seas a~e no more dangerous to our
harmony than these would-be friendly enemies
at home. You will not, 1 am sure, belleve or as-
gert that we, your mothers, siaters, wives, could
or would unsex ourselves. It will not be too
much too ask of your courtesy and companion-
ship that by and by you will escort us to your
ballot-box. You have In the past, not you, but
your fathers, perhaps, tried to frighten us away
with Alreful talea of bogleg that lurk behind ft
to devour and destroy us, but we do not want
to go there alon#, and If you go with us, what
can make us afrald™

The remarks of Miss Flizabeth Burrlll Curtis
were well recelved. She sald in part: ““The State
18 the people, gentlemen, and the people make
the homes; you cannot move the whole without
affecting the component paris; ¥ou cannot touch
the State withaut reaching the homes, It {8 be-
cause this {8 true, and because the welfare of

glve us the weapon which will help us to guard
that welfare, and will at least render Jess futlle
our efforts to protect our homes againat the
forces which tend to devastate and disintegrate
them, and which we are now utterly powerless
even to attempt to control.”

ALBANY BELIEVE IN
SEPARATION.

DELEGATES AT
THEIR

BUT THEY HAVE NOT YET HEEN ABLE TO AR-

BANGE THE DETAILS OF AN AMEND-

MENT LOOKING TO THAT END—A NEW
WOMAN SUFFRAGE SCHEME.
FROM TIE REGULAR CORREAPONDENY OF THE THRIUTNR.

Albany, June 7.—It i= plain that important amend-
ments to the Judiclary Article of the Constitution
will be eubmitted to the people at the fall election.
There are 133 lawyers in the Constitutional Con-
vention, and soveral of them were members of the
Judlciary Commission which drew up some (m-
portant amendments to the Judiclary Artlele which
were refectad by the Legislature, These men have
come to the conventlon with the purpose of having
the same amendments adopted, Louls Marshall, of
Byracuse, one of the members of the commisgion,
submitted some of them yesterday, and others to-
day. They touch the Court of Appesls and the
Bupreme Court, lmiting the right of appeal to the
former and strengthening the latter. court.

Charles Andrews, Chief Judge of the Court of
Appeals, and Robert Earl, present Assoclate Judge
and former Chief Judge of the same court, ap-
peared by Invitation befere the Judiclary Commit-
tee to-day and gave thelr views on suggestad
amendments in reference to the Court of Appenls.
Both Judge Andrews and Judge Earl sald that they
deemed it unwise to increase the number of Judges
of that court with the idea of enabling it to keep
up with Its business. In their opinlon ruch an in-
crense of the number of judges would Aminish the
welght of the court In the eyes aof suitors. The
Court of Appeals, us at present constituted, could
do all 1ts work. A division of the Court of Appeals
would netually lessen its etrength. Judges An-
drews and Earl also opposed any increase of the
ngs iimit, which it had been preposed to ratse from
seventy years to seventy-five years.

The Committee on Cltles has adopted by a unanl-
mous vote a resojution providing for a separation of
city elections from State elections. The propasition
18 to reduce the term of the Governor (o two years
or to Increase it to four years, and to elect the
Governor and other State officers In even years;
while the Mayors of cities and other city oflicers
are to be elected In unevea years In order to
avold having a President and a Governor elected
the same vear, the latter officer must b electod
for four years.

EX-GOVERNOR PRICE DEAD.

END OQF A VARIED AND ;PECULIAR
CAREER, WITH A PATHETIC CLOSE

Rodman M. Price, ex-Governor of New-Jersey,
died shortly after midnight yesterdany at the home
of his daughter at Oakland, Bergen County, In that
Stats, He had been 11l a long time.

Mr. Price leaves three sons and one daughter,
The latter lived with him at Oakland. Genersl
Francis Price lived there. Gouverneur Price Uves
in Paterson and Trenchard Price (8 In the War De-
partment at Washington,

Born geventy-gix years ago, ex-Governor Price waa
an active participant for more than half a century
in tmportant public affairs, and Wentifled with many
memorable achlevements. Few persons are aware
that but for his strenuous endeavors Callfornia
might have become another HRritish colony, but
whoever 18 Interested In the subject will find !n the
memoirs of General John (. Fremont, the “Path-
finder of the Rockies.” how Price, then a =imple
purser in the Navy, yet an Intimate frienl of Coms=
modore Seat, labored with him untll long after
midnight, aad faally succeeded In {nducing that

EX-GOVERNOR RODMAN M PRICE.
affteer o raise the American flag for the first time
on the soll of California, and thus secure the terri-
tory to the United Btates, five days In advance of
the arrival of an English feet salliug thither to
take poasemiion of the eountry.

Young Price togan his pubile career on the United
Srates steamor Fulton, under Captain John T, New-
ton, ahout the year 1840, The ship was then engaged
in gun practice at Eandy Hook, where, us at the
present time, the trinl of projectiles and plate was
made, In m personal intervisw soveral monthe ago
the ex-Governor mald that even at that period
America was far ahead of Europe In the selence
of gunnery and the use of iron targets, The tesls
were made befors a Polnt board of Army and Navy

offieers, among whom he recallel the names of
G reral Huger, of South Carolitin, one of the lead-
Ing sclentists of the day: General Toiten, Commo-

lors Stewart (“'O14 Tronsiles™) and athers,

wRabert L. Stevens, of New-Jersey," he wald, “con-
cstvel the Ildea about this time of bullding iron
bulwarks, and used various thicknesses of sheet
Iron which ke claimed to be impenetrable, but Com.
podore Stockton sson produced guns that couid
shoot through Stevens's devices at ghort range.
They were bullt on a new principle and of pro-
Jglous power. It was one of “thesa, ‘the Peace-
maker.' that exploled on the ['nlted States war
steamer Princeton while on an offtcinl excursion
lown the Potomae. Among the gues’s ware Preal-
dent John Tyler, Julge Upshur, the Secretary of
Rtute: Governor Glimer, Secreiary of War; ('om-
modore Kennon, chief of one of the Navy burraus;
Mr. Gardiner, of New-York, whose daughter subse-
quently became the President's wite, apd other
affle'ale. All the persons nmmed wersa killed ex-
cept Mr. Tyier, anl o large number wers wounded,
The welght of ‘the Peacemaker’ was ten fons, s
ength flfteon fest, ond It Kad a bore of 1weive
Inches.

Aftar his service on the Fulton Mr. Price was or-
tered. with ha old commander, Captain Newton, to
the frigate AMissourt, which had been bullt at the
Nrooklyn Navy Yanl, under the divect supervision
of (hmmodore Matthew ¢ Perry, and was regard.
ol ns & model speeimen of naval architecture In
thosa tlmes she was congllersd a teviathan, and as
she was the first steam naval-armed ship to cross
the Atlantie, het appearance excited not a little
pithlte interost, lMer cnreer, however, was belef.
While conilng at Gibraltar, she was destroyed by
fire. (Captain Newton and Mr. Prica thereupon pro-
ceeded 1o Paris, where they wers retelved and hos-
pitadly entertained by the Prince de Joinville, who
was then engaged In swriting a book on the eftect
of steam In ita applicabllity to war vessals Gov-
srnor Price was wont to deser.he him as the most
dsmoeratie prince he hal ever met; ut that time
abour forty yeara o'd, tall, imposing in appearance
and full of the bonhommie of 4 thorough gentleman
They were alao the gpuests of other members of
e roval family, and enjoyed free gecess to the
Tullerins

An agreeable eplsode (n his iife about this time,
an which the Governor loved to dwell, was his visit
and sojourn in Hpatn. Washington Irving was then
the American Mintster at Madrid, and George Sum-
ner, i brother of Charles, the great Mossachusetts
Senatsr, was busy in Seville, procuring matgrial for
Prrescott’s History of Ferdinand and Isabella. The
archives relating to the discovery of Columbus werg
containad tn voults of the Cathadral bullt eepe-
oally for the purpese, and permisalon to examine
them was very marely accorded, Through the good
ofless of Trving, however, this was obiuined anl
it wna the privilege of young P'rice to asslst in mak-
ink extracta from the manuseripts, While In Graa-
ada, he vistted the cstates of the Duke of Welllng-
tan, pregented to him by the Spanish Government.
On mentlosing to the manager the fact that he
vepeeted o gpend severn) weeks (n London, that
offletnl Indisted that be showd cnll upon the Duke
In porson anl gave him letters of intro 1uetion.
“The reception that followed on wy arrival in Lons
dan, related the Governor, “wap mast hospltable
My first meeting with him was at the House of
Lords, where we lunched, Bubsequently, he called
at our hotel, and we dined together at the Wellealey
House, and I rode to the hounds with hitm, e was
w rollicking a8 o boy, and without 4 partlele of
nonrenss In his demeanor. Wherever we wlshed to
go, he intrediced us, and, of courss, such an intro-
duetion waa ke a letter of eredantinls everywhere,
1le was then In his prime, courfy and dletingutshed
losking., There was pothing selate abou! him In
the company of hia friends, Sapping me on the
back one day, for 1 was many years his junior, he
sald: 'Price, my boy, why don't you go over and
talk with some of the ladles? Come with me, and
'l maks you acjuainted,” And with that he car-
rled me Into s bevy of mome of the handsomest girly
in England. Fven hla daughters wers older than I,
It s only a few years ago that one of them wis in
New-York, shopping at Stewart’s. While there, ahe
miissed o purse, contalning 3200 or EM0, but, being o
plaln-looking woman, when she roported the losw, her
story was doubted, In some aceldental way  she
happened to mentlon my name ax ong who had been
the guest of her father, and that she wae meraly a
translent visitor In the United States, belng on her
wiry nround the world and engaged in the inspoe-
tlon of hospitals, asylums and other charltable worl,

Tha admlssion of Texan Intu
the Unlon in 186 oceasloned an Immediate ruptury
between the United States apd Mexleo. Hut the
naval oMeers en ronte to the Pacific Slope were not
aware that hostilities were already In progress,
Practieally, therefore, the Representatlves of the
United States CGovernment In the Territory of Call-
fornin were left to exercise thelr individual juids-
ment.
