corned.  Armor plates may defective il
battleshiips and the batteries may not be selen
tifieally arranged In the fisst fostanee; but the
wost ditlenlt work In marine englneering can
e exeented without error fn ealenlations amd
without tlaw in the prellminary treinl

The elass to which the Minneapolis nnd the
Calumbla belong 18 at opee the most orlginal and
the most usefol of all the types adopted o the
construction of the new Navy, They are com-
meree destroyers of unsurpassed  conl endor
nnee il spead, which In war thoe will holid
at their merey a werehant fleet under o bostile
flag; and they are also crulsers which can be
economleally operated with a single screw and
are preeminently adapted for ondlunry serviee
in thne of peace. The new Navy hos to meet
these two requirements, It must bo a forml-
dable weapon of defence and offence In an un-
foreseen emergency, and 1t must also be avall-
able for routine work at all thwes. There are
probably no other ships In the Navy which
serve both purposes with equal etfeleney, They
are the most comfortable ships for ordinary
serviee at home or abroml; they can be coaled
for long erulses and then rin at redoeed spoesd
at low cost: and they are also capable of mak-
ing the quickest possible tlme whenever an
ecruergency arises, soch as an eseape of an
Itatn or a hasty summons to Bloeflelds with
every avallable ship at Rlo. There conld hardly
be more serviceable vessels for the ordinary
requirernents of the Navy In time of peaee; aml
coertainly there could not be more formidalile
ships for warfare with maritime Europe, Op-
erating on the high seas, they woull e secure
agnlust torpedo attack, and with their spesd
und eoal endurance they coulil destroy every
mwerchant ship that might e sightsl,

The United States Navy does not nesd to he
as strong o battleships and torpedo eraft as
the Breitish or other Buropean navies, Naval
defences are riquired as safeguands, so that a
hostile demonsteation by o forelgn flest will
not be made agalnst an uoprotected senbonard,
Battleships, coast-defence vessels with  high-
power guns and a torpedo flotilla are all essen-
tial to the Navy on this account, but it is not
necessary to have these branches of modern

L]

warfare unduly developed,  These are safe-
guards which need not be multiplied from Any
Headyvised polley of equalling or surpassing
Buropean tleets. The Ameriean Navy shionld
b essentially defensive, aml at the same time
sufficiently menacing to prevent the outhreak
of war. This I8 where the commeree destroyer
comes In with tremendous potential foree, The
Uolted States with a dozen ships like the Co-
Iunbin amd the Minneapolls would be reason-
ably secure ngajnst the pussibilities of war with
Great Britaln or any maritime nation having
4 Jarge comtnerce, The destrmetive energies of
such a fleet of 20:kuot Alabamas woulid sutticee
to malntain peace with the most aggressive
maritime Power ju Earope.

For ol these reasons it i8 to he hoped that
the Minneapolls in her approaching teial will
break even the Colwmbia’s vecond for spesd, and
that the performanes of loth sbhips when in
comilssion will be so satisfactory from every
point of view that Congress will anthorize the
construction of additiond] vessels of the same
genoral 1ype. They are the best  all-aronnd
ships In the Navy, having the largest potential
force ns destroying agents fn war thne, and at
the game thme belng the most usetul and eco-
pomteal vessels for the ordinary  requirements
of erulsiog and forelgn statlon sorviee in time
of peace,  Americans are not bulliding flects for
European conditions, but for thele own ninla,
They have been crpinently practical so far as
they have gone [n the work of creating a con-
wotesense, yet formldable, modern Navy.
