In connection with this statement of the case

against evolution ai a principle of universal
validity, it is Interesting to observe how Professor

Ormond treats the subject. The k-y to his the¬

ory appears to lie in his brief review of Augus¬
tina's relations to Manlchelsm. In the pictur¬
esque teaching nt this Oriental system there fig¬
ured a 1'rlnce ..f Darkness and a Prince of Light,
who were engaged in a never-ending battle for

supremacy. Perhaps the i ul ir inception of
the antagonism between the Deity and thc di rt!
at the present day ls near enough to this ai .. nt

heresy to make clear the entanglement in which
Augustine found himself when he began to think.
At first the Oriental dualism attracted him;' ar.d

wh>-n he abandoned lt he was still held by the

question which lt roughly tried to answer, name¬

ly, as to th- relation Of evil to the Creator. As

he studied this question, he came t<> th.* conclu¬

sion that evil was only negative, and was p asl-
ble only because of the mutability of the creat¬

ures in whom it was displayed. They were mu¬

table be-ause of the nothingness ..ut of which
they were made. Rut when he came to spf rik at

length of this nothing which h>- held t- be the

origin of things, he confused two contradictory
notions. He wrote at rimes as if the n .thing of
which he made BO mil a were truly an unreality,
whereas he could have meant only to deny lt all

the attributes that belong to the Absolute. The

phrase "out of nothing" srould be, In the wordl
of Professor Ormond, "wholly Inane if- it wera

not conceived as entering in some way into the

nature of the creature." It is pure negative over

against a pure atrlrmatUe. "In other w t's, to

the thought of Augustine the nothing ls a datum
which explains something. Whereas the concep¬
tion of lt that got lodged IB subsequent theologi¬
cal thinking ls not a datum and ls powerless to

explain anything." It ls In this way that Pr i-

fessor Ormond comes by his assertion of non-be-
ing. that which can neither destroy Itself nor

maintain Its own existence as opposed to hiing,

the self-existent. Creation out of nothing can

then he only tho beginning of a process of devel¬

opment. Btu this development cannot even b--

gln except by the aid of an organizing principle
which the modern hypothesis ..f evolution ex¬

cludes from matter. Life always presupposes
life. A mechanical theory of the universe ls

bound lo c rntradlct Itself. Evolutionists are

driven to assert an Absolute, as Mr. spencer
does, and they are sooner or later led, unwitting¬
ly perhaps, to endow this Absolute with person¬
ality, ihat is ¦etf-conadoua activity, as In the

frequent phrases which imply that changes in

animal life are due to purp -..

The materialist is a man, says Professor Na¬

vllle, who forgets himself; be forgets that Intelli¬

gence is a thing wholly distinct from the object!
to which it gives attention. The Idealist con-

ceives the universe as the evolution of a princi¬
ple wholly unconscious. His view of matter th"n
does not differ from tha*. vt the materialist, but
the two contradict each other throughout in

their conception of th- universal principle and
of the phenomena of the m .ral order. Above the
blind necessity which both Insist upon, Profeaaor
Navlllo advocates a philosophy of liberty, which
In the contemplation of a creative spirit estab¬

lishes the only monism, the only doctrine of uni¬

ty reconcilable with the diversity in the universe
revealed by philosophic analysis. In putting lib¬

erty at the y. ry foundation of the world, this
eclectic spiritualism which chooses what it Sti ms
true in materialism and idealism. In empiricism
and rationalism, makes room for the free will of
man, the Indispensable postulate of morals, it

leaves no occasion for a quarrel between religion
and selene^. In fan, the opposition between phil¬
osophy and religion is removed by a clear knowl¬
edge of the part proper to hypothesis in th- for¬
mation of science. The doctrines set forth by re¬

ligious tradition, which are replle* to the great
questions put by the human soul, become hy¬

potheses In the presence of scientific Investiga¬
tion, to be examined and 'accepted or rejected.
The history of philosophy, as road by Professor
Navllle, shows. In spite of fluctuations, n gradual
approach to harmony between the great doctrin¬
al traditions of the Christian world and the free
researches of thought. History also shows that

the separation between philosophy and science
must disappear. In antiquity they were united,
and even In modern times. Descartes founded
analytical geometry. Lel-bnltz Invented the infin¬
itesimal calculus, and Kant formulated the nebu¬

lar hypothesis. The effect of the separation has
been to render philosophy too abstract and syn¬
thetic In Germany, too historic and literary In

.France, and to make the particular sciences too

exclusively analytic. D.tails and partial gener¬

alisations have been multi-died and indefinitely,
and this result was one of thc conditions of prog-

ress. But now the desire for unity ls beginning
to show renewed power. The appearance of the

term "monism" in the works of men specially de¬

voted to the study of nature is evidence of this
renewal. The tendency is shown in rash syn¬

theses, especially In the passage from theories of

biological tran«formlsm to the assertion of the
doctrine of evolution as a complete explanation
of the universe. The renascence of the philo¬
sophic spirit, says tho author in another place, ls

often manifested to-day under the form of mnte-

rlaMacn, a reaction from the crude standard set up

by the Positivists. The example of thone l<*n,--

philosophical research are sure to create uncon¬

sciously a system of their own. The very effort

to Interpret one's own experience for others ne¬

cessitates harmony between the Individual
thought nnd the common thought.
