A PRISONER CHARGED BY HIS WIFE
WITIT A FOUL GRIME.
CLEARING TP THE MYSTERY SURROGUNDING A
BEAD BODY FOUND ALMOST A MONTH AGO

The police of Newark are Investigating a case
of nlleged murder, and Henry Kohi, who Hves at
N Iy Bixteenth-ave., who I8 in Jall on a4 charge
of beating his wife, (retehon, Is belloved ta be the
perpetrtor. His accuser ts his wife. On June 14
the body of Jospeh Preinel, twenty-one, Hving at
No. 4% Bouth Blghteenth-gt., Newark, was found
in Shinder's Creek, The body when found was
Iving face down, On the shoulders was o large
stone that welghod elghiy pounds. In additlon to
this welght there were l¥ing nenr the body five
coupling pins or bits of raliroad Iron, whose oom-
bned welght was at lenst sixty pounds, The left
eve was brolsed and swollen. A strap, perhaps
helf an Inch wide and a sixteenth of an inch In
thickness, was buckled around the man's neck,
This strap, It was subsequently learned, belonged
to Kohl, who was a cousin of Preinel, The latter
owned n gold wateh, which was missing, Kohl
dgruarrellod with hils wife o few days afterward, and,
as sBe chorges, attempted to kill her nnd her child,
Bhe took refuge with her mother, . Willeltner,
at the Intter's bome, Noo 29 Cumden-at, and bhas
boon there sineis then She coused the arrest of her
hustiamd, and chorged him with beating her. The
