The plans of the new Bloomingdale Asylum are
esuentlally the =ame In design as the Ogdensburg
plan, exeept that the latter, being a State institu-
tlon and obliged to care for a great
patients, must necessarily have a larger dormitory
space than !s shown In the Bicominglale plan.
This plan may be briefy deseribed as follows: It
consists of a collection of nirtecn distinet bulld-
ings, connected with narrow, well-lghtad corridors,
The corrldors connecting the parts occupled by the
patients are higher than the regular pavillon plan
