The truth ls that the interior of the library build-

lng i* being practically nude over, iron posts and

supports inking the place of WOOdi bul tri spl'e of

the confusion and uproar the work of tba library

has been going on hs usual, or almost as usual,

though of ,-our.se there have been some inconvenience

and annoyance. The delivery-room baa not been dis¬

turbed and will not lie for some time yet. and.

though lt ha* been necessary to shift a considerable

number of books, these have been so placed as ti

he readily found again by *he group of soft-stepping

women attendants, who know every alcove and its

contents almost ns w-11 as they know the letters of

the alphah"t. The reading-room had to be deserted

at the beginning of the work on the Improvements;

lt was transferred to what was formerly the parlor

of the library, ft room in the front of the building

whi'h has been rented to a business concern for

some years prior to the present one. The space here

ts llmttel ne compared with th-? old readlrg-room,

but all tha papen and magazines ar* available, and

frequenter* of this part of the library have not been

disposed to tl'id fault. The reading library, occupy¬

ing a part of the reallng-room space, has been

closed, and the *ame ls ti vie of the reference depart¬

ment, although the librarian, Mr Hardwell, oblig¬

ingly gives those anxious to rouault certain books

an apportunlty to do so if lt lo possible to arrange lt.

The reason for the changes is that the interior of

the library building was found to be too weak to

support the immense w.ig'it of the books stored In

lt. The building was '.steted more than twenty-five

years ago, and ls -all adapted for the uses ta

which it ls put. though* Imp.**! ements In library

buildings nave been tracie In th* last quarter Of a

century. A year or eo ago th.* w todwork of the

Interior waa carefully examined, when lt was found

that dry to' had attacked some of the supporting
columns to such an extent that lt would not be safe

to rely on them much longer. Then a number of

radical changes were decided upon. It was de¬

termined to substitute iron for wood a* far as pis-

Slble. and aleo to alter the Interior arr.*.ngem«nts of

the library to a considerable ext»nt. The ironwork
io now weil advanced toward completion, anl lt is

expected that the entire work will be finished In >>>--

tetnber. The exterior of the building will remain

unaltered.
CHANGES IN THK ARRANO___ENT8.

As respect* the Interior arrangements, the most

Important change wll'. be the transfer of the book-

delivery room to the first floor, where it will take
