CLOSE OF A SUCCESSFUL MEETING.

SOME IMPROVEMENTS THAT MIGHT BE MADE AT

THE TRACK--THE LABT DAY'S RACING.

Brighton Beach, so far ns racing |8 coneerned, will
not be heard from again untll next year. As the
meeting excelled all others ever hald at the track
the racegoers who patronized 1t so Uberally fer-
vently hope that George Engeman, the proprietor,
will digpense with his numerous =taff of advisers
and endenvor to elevite the standard of racing at
Brighton. [If he |s wise he will loose no time In
tearing down the unsightly, dilapidated structures
called the grandstand and betting ring, and burn
up the déhris, Every one of the old stables should
e removed and replaced by new ones. The entire
track should bhe reconstructed, so as to have the
grandstand face the ocean, and to have wider turna
and stretehes with three-fourths of a mile chute,
He certainly should srect a new number and jockey
board, =0 that racegoers may be ahle to deciphier
the numbers and the names of the jockeys, 1t Is
not at all likely that Mr. Engeman will make these
changes, #s some of his chief advisers’ ambitlons
do not sonr nbove $100 purses and electric Hght
riacing over a half-mile track. 1t Is to be hoped
that the vizorous poliey of the Brighton stewards
will be continued at the other racetracks.

Throughout the meeting the races have been as
fairly contested as on the tracks of the Jockew
Club.  Althonugh the purses were small, ag a rule,
the money was divided among many owners. The
