Sir: The recent rebellion at Chicago causes ap-
prehension to every true Amerlcan citisen. Our
Constitution and laws were framed for the law-
respecting, God-fearing Baxon, and not for the
heterogeneous conglomeration of humanity which
confronts us to-day. It needs no prophetle eye to
gee, and no Delphle oracle to tell, that unless our
laws are changed, this Government will be de-
stroyed.

Three things are imperative: Btop immigration;

It would be n great step
in the right directton to pass a law excluding all
who cannot read and write, and also those who
have not enough money to support themselves
for two months, say $10M  The following flgures
are furnished by Colonel John H. Weber, who
was Commissioner of Immigration at the port of
New-York: he total numebr of Immigrants
fifteen years old and over who Ianded at New-
York from January 1, 182, to November 1, 1882,
was 275,000, Of this number 50,000 could not read
and write, and ont of 202.0M immigrants over
twenty wvears of age who entered New-York be-
tween the same dates only 5,00 had $16 or over,
We remd In m recent publication as follows:
“The last census revenled the alarming fact that
there are 73,00 indoor paupera In this country, one-

half of which number, whose nativity Is Known,
are forelgn born,  These forelgn born paupers

BIRTH HELD AT CUMMINGTON.

A LARGE ATTENDANCE OF HIS ADMIRERS—AD
DRESSES BY PARKE OGODWIN, EDWIN
R BROWN, CHARLES ELIOT '

NORTON - AND OTHERS.

Cummington, Mas®, Aug. 16—Pleasant skies and
the presence of distingushed speakers and poets, Lo
gether with the desire to do honor to the memory of
Willlam Cullen Bryant, have drawn hundreds of
visltors to this little town to-day, and the centennial
observance of the birth df the great poet has beem
a complete success, TFor this the townspeople are
profoundly grateful, for they have been preparing
for the event since liust March,

The exerclaes to-day were held In a beautiful grove
a few rods beyond the Bryant homestead. It was
at this homestead that Mr. Bryant passed the last
twhlve summers of h's life, and here he spent the
days of his youth and young manhoad. It was ia

these woods, too, that “Thanatopsis” was writtem.
In the grove where the exercises took place the
vigitor to-day can sse the traces of the initiais cut
on the trees by the Hry.nt boys.

The exercises to-day consisted of an address of
weleome by Lorenzo H. Tower, the librarian of the
Bryant Library, on behalf of the townspeople,
then Parke Godwin, of New-York, who was asso=
clated with Mr. Hryant for many years, and whe
marrled his eldest dpughter, was made the presiding
officer.

Mr. Godwin, on taking the chalr, delivered a brief
adidress, and then introduced Edwin R. Brown, of
Blmwood, I, a native of Cummington, and the
orator of the day. Mr. Brown spoke eloquently,
and Lis address occupled something over an hour in
delivery. Bpeaking of Bryant's mother, he eald:

No Greek or Roman matron of herole days left &
more spoiless record of a busy life than the '8
mather. To her example he attributed h1.| rigid ad-
herence in riper yedrs to the great rule o right
without regard to person. She was In person tall,
aglle and strong. At the age of sixty-seven she was
sl an expert horsewoman and could vault from the
ground Info the saddie. '

Many of you know that the poet, even In his lnter
rambles about the places here, never climbed over
the stone fences, but, piacing his hand on the top,
easlly vaulted over. It was the poet's mother who
induced her l.ni;: to set the good example of plants
ins maples and elms by the roadside.  The poet's
mother kept a4 most remarkable diary—one for fifty=
three solid vears, without the break of a day.
