They are “idle, luxurious, irresponsi-
ble individuale” screams the party organ, trying
to put itself abreast of lts more vinlent eolleague
in journalism. Mr. Willlam O'Brien, in his pa-
triotic Irish wrath, calls them all “titled rufMans.”
Other orators, suffering keenly from postpone-
ment of thelr hopes for rellef of the tenants whom
they led into trouble, use language of not lues
energy than Mr. O'Brien. The country does not
geem to care deeply, nor dld the Lords them-
selves show dny disposition to profit by the warn-
inga addressed to them from within their own
pody. Lord Tweedmonth, thelr newest reoruit
from the Liberal ranks, and one of the ablest,
spoke in terms whith Lord Sallsbury repelled,
as of open menace, and which Lord Rozebory
himself, who described his friend and supporter
as breezy, did not care to indorse, Menpace or no
menace, gald Lord Salisbury, we shall try to do
our duty.

Four days have elapseld. The ery of “Down
with the Lords’ nnes so freely raieed by the
more extreme Radleals, 18 no longer heard, There
{s no agitation. FProbably the people of England,
the predominant partner, as Lard Rosebery once
more called her, do not much eare, Tf they do,
they keep it 1o themsclves. The Ministry make
no sign. Indeed, 5o sllent are Ministers that they
are roundiy rated by their mure Impstuous fol-
lowers In the prass, who in truth wish to be lead-
ers. That echo also dies away, and on the whole
there !s peace In the land, This morning the
Peérs have passed the Fqualization of Rates i,
and then, as ona abolltionist remarks with ex-
treme bitterness, have gone off to ghoot grouse.
That Alls to overflowing the cup of thelr fniquities,

In the hurly-burly of hostility to ihe Laords,
the merits and demerits of the bill they have re-
jected have a little fallen out of slght. Again,
as over Empioyers’ Liabllity, you see the Radl-
cals contending that no bread is hetter than half
& loaf, or even than thres-quarters. A blll eonld
have been passed which, undar’ the wvaluntary
principle, would have piven relie? to more than
thresfourths of the evicted tenants In Ireland.
The Duke of Devonshire renewed in the House of
Lords the offer which Mr, Chamberlain had made
in the House of Commone. The Ministers, obeying
thelr Irish masters, refected bath proposals, and
refused to modify their biil. It is too late,” sald
Lord Rorebery. Probably It 1s; but that does not
prevent Radical papers from telling the Duke of
Devonshire he ought himself to bring In a volun-
tary bill under pain of being branded as a hypo-
crite if he, a private individual, do not undertake
a duty which the Prime Minlgter pronounces im-
practicable.

They forgst he has
still to endure another operation for cataract, or
for the sequel to cataract. But there {8 happlly
no doubt that both his general health and his
sight will have lately Improved. His spesch at
Hawarden Park on Tucsday at a festival of
workingmen, wag an echo of the celebrated jam
speech of sume years sincs, Now he advises what
he calls “la petite culture,” meaning, as he ex-
plains, the cuiture of the minor and secondary
objects connected with agricultural pursulte. That
s not what the French intend by that phrase.
“La petite culture” Is sinply farming on a small
gcale, as opposed to the “grande culture” which
{8 the farming of n large estale However,
though kis French Ia bad his advice Is good. The
difMcnlty s to get the farmers to take it They
will not keep pouitry or bees, because too much
trouble, nor, except near a market, cultivate their
gardens,

On Thursday the retired statesman made an
agreeable speech to 1,500 Liberals, who had per-
formed a pllgrimage from Torquay to Hawarden
tp worship at his shrine, & sixteen hours’ journey
there and back. Such proofs of devotlun are what
Mr. Gladstons llkes. They consola him-fer the
neglect of the Radicsl press

Yesterday, nowever, the Radlcal press once
more Uscame aware of their leader's existence,
and devoted laading editorials to him and to his
long-delayed renly 1o the long and fervid fare-
well address of the Wazlonal Liberal Federation.
The address dates from Inst March., The reply
{s dateless, but appeared !n print yesterday. The
address was n very ambitious and rather turgld
composition. The reply s one of proud humility.
He treals the reforms acoomplished Jduring his
parliamentary career as dug to the matlon of
general causes and of British institutions.  Ilis
own share In them he describes as smali and in-
significant. The response from the party organs
seams but ccld. Of course they olfer him com-
pliments. One of them rewrites tha Federation
address; but at the 2nd warns him that as to the
future, he may “now snd then” send them words
of encouragemant and goodwill. Tt wouid be dIM-
cult to explain more clearly that he ls expected
to keep the bark srat o which he valuntarily
retired.

Anotiier, which has mala. 'litle eecret of It=
relief at Mr. Gladstone's reflrement, expresses
the opinion that his contemporaries and succes-
sors will “hard!y"” Indorse the aljectives “small”
and “insignificant,” which he applies to his own
gervices. It sneers at his forecast of the future
as ptill the “balanced opportuniam™ which he
practised In the past. The “older Liberalism," of
which Mr. Gladstone was the leader, Is whistled
contemptuonsiy down the wind The buAiness of
the future i3 “reconstructing industrial goclety,™
to which Mr. Gladstone never lent a hand and
naver, wotid, He had too much respect for “mere
artificial priviieges for property,” and too Httte
for “real human rights,” with which property and
its privileges are now deemed Inconsietent.

That will give you as clear a notlon as anvthing
of the great gulf between the Old Liberalism of
Mr. Giadstone and the New Liberalism which has
cast off the old faith and the old leader and be-
come rani Socialism. It {8 this new socidlistie
Liberallsm, rejected of Mr. Gladstorie and of near-
ly every old Liberal jeader, which Americans are
now invited to admiré blindfold. They will cer-
tainly admire it more bilndfold than with their
eyes open.

The charges against the Benate In connection
with the tariff have given virtuous English eritics
an opportunity of preaching against American
corruption, which some of them have selzed with
’u,:. They are angered by the failure of the
House bill. They grieve over the defeat of thelr

President Cleveland. They once more ho'd up
theélr free-trade hands In horror at protectionlst
wickednesn.

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{s a boon to the downcast Hritish manufacturer,
That {s hia mission, and he fulflis it In the face of
this defsat with the same beantiful courage an
of old.

j1e now reats his faith and his head on free
wool.

Wonl does
not seemn a good materlal for a welge, But the
froe wool vietory 1s the harbinger of uitimate free
trade. The British public likes being fed from
this spoon, and fully balleves this oracle's agsur-
ance that the tariff sl never he increased again.
2 does the Gladstonlan organ which prints these
Judicious views. So do other organs,

The one which is most vinlent of all against
Amerlea nged the Senate anid its tariff action as
an argument for abolition of the House of Lords,
and as a warning against the creation of any
strong #econd Chamber.

Thesa utterances have enc wiraged the
hope in some quarters that he might return 1o
Parllament and rescus his party from 118 pres-
ent predicament. This la unifkely; yet, should he
Klve more definite slgns of his willingness 1o re-
turn, he would be recelved by the Liberala with
open arms. Tle present leaders are leaders only
in natne, They aronse no enthusiasm,

Sir Willlam Hareourt, Chancellor of the Fx-
cherqier and leader of the House of Commons,
will start on Tuesday for a long tour of the Con-
nent. It 18 doubtful whether he will appear

again at the head of the Liberal Commoners
When Parllament reassembles in the middie of
January another will probably be found in his
place, for the breach between Mm and Lord
Hosebery 18 known to have widened rapidly In
the last weeki, They had been at odde for years
before the last Gladstone Cabinet wan formed,
and just before Mr, Gladstone's retirement had
come to dislike ench other rancorously, The In-
gacurity of the Government Immediately after
Mr. Gladstone's withdrawal foreed them to patch
wp a truce and speak flutteringly of each other
in publie. A= soon as they felt the Ministry firm
in the sadidle, however, they dropped all super-
fluons courtesy and now nelther of them ever
alludes to the other In publie. Outside of this per-
sonal fend, moreover, all la not peace and har-
maony, The Ralleals have frequently romplained
in the Commons that Str Willlam has not glven
aufficlent time for the discussion of their pet
schemes, Ta these complaints the Invariable
reply has been: “If you are not pleased with
me, you can casily remove me.”

When the Evicted Tenants bill reappears in
Parllament next geseion 1t will have been greatly
broadened so as to Include most of the recomng-
mendations made by the Irlsh Land Commiites,
If the House of Lords throws it out agaln, Lord
Rosehery will dissolve Parilament at once and
appeal 1o the country to settle the whole question
of the exietence of the upper house.  The Gov-
ernment have promised that the Evieted Ten-
ants bill shall run e sourse enncurrently with
thea Welsh IMeestabliehment bill. This promise
Anes not matisfy same of the Welsh members, and
they are out once more with thelr threats of dire
vengeance If the Minlaters (o not come up more
promptly to the Welsh demanids. David Lloyd-
Georgge, the belligerent Welsh Natlonallst, who
gits for Carnarvon District, thinks that the Gov-
ernment will again break faith with his country-
men and that a general election must be held
hefore tha Church in Wales can be disestablished,
The Government's uncertain attitude toward the
Welsh and the Welshmen's suspiclous attitude
toward the Government form one of the most
gerious problems to be faced by the Liberal party
at the opening of the nex! session, A Government
defeat may be the issue of the sltuation almost
any day after the business of the sesslon begins.

The rejgetion of the compulsory elght-hour pro-
vislon for miners has complicated matters In the
House of Commona. It was due to the opposition
of several Liberals, amd thelr actlon will be
charged on the account against the Liberal pariy.
The friction between the Labor members and the
great Liberal caplinlists In the Commons will
inercase rapidly in consequence of the vote, and
the Labor voters will refuse to make commuon
cause with the Liberals against the ['nlonists in
many districts, The three-cornered contents
which will result will end with the loss of sev-
eral Liberal seats.

Sir Charles Dilke, Radical, has Introduced In
Parllament a remarkable woman suffrage hiil,
His proposal Is that any woman of full age,
whether married or single, shall be permitted to
vote or to be a candidaie In any Parliamentary
or loeal election. A woman duly elected, he pro-
poses, whall be allowed to sit in either the House
of Lords or the Commona. The bill provides for
unlversal adult suffrage, but excludes the unt-
versitier from thelr present privileges. The hill
Is regarded as one of the must pecullar products
of the geasion.

THE SHIP GENERAL KNOX A WRECK.

FIFICE FLAMES BREAK OoU'T IN HER OIl-
LADEY HOLD-A HARD FIGHT FOR THE

The full-rigged ship General Knox, loading with ofl
19, Fast Ittver, for San Franclsco, was
burned almost to the warer's edge early yesterday
morning, and the Aremen had to confront the most
atubborn hlaze” they have encountersd on the rlver
front for a long time.

The tide was low, and the tons of water
which wers nurled into the General Knox caused
her to heel over and gradually to sink until her
keol rested on the muddy bottom of the river. The
firebont New-Yorker crept under the port guarier
of the Geperal Knox and sent huge streams into
her hold, The hoeling over of the General Knox
continued, and the atoit cables seemed to be at the
