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CONGRESS GETTING UNEASY

GROWING IMPATIENCE AT THE PRESI-
DENT'S DELAY OVER THE TARIFF.

EVERYBODY ANXIOUS TO GO HOME-""CUCKOOS"
THINK THE PRILL WILL BECOME A
LAW WITHOUT BIGNATURE.

Washington, Aug 21.—The hopeless deadlock In
which both houses of COongreas are now involved is
dally Intensifying the desire for an Immediate ad-
journment, and there 18 now a feeling of great reat-
lessness and impatlence among Congressmen at the
Preaident’'s unnecessary delay In elther slgning or
returning to Congress the ‘Tariff bl passed elgnt
days ago. Mr. Cleveland s expected to return (o
Washingion to-morrow, and to resume his officlal
dutles on Thursday morning, If he decldes to sign
the Gorman Tariff bill at once Congress may ad-
journ on Thursday or Friday. If, however, he de-
termines to withhold his eignature, and Lhus allow
the bill to beeome a law at the explration of the
ten days fixed by the Clonstitution, there seeme to
be nothing left for the Democratic managers 1o Ao
but to hold up their proposed resolution of ad-
journment until Tuesday of next week.

The extreme “cuckoos,” like Mr. Wilson, seem to
think that the President Intends to show his resent-
ment at the passage of the Gorman bill by refusing
to approve persopally the measure which he has
denounced as involving “party perfidy and party 8-
honor.* By some mysterlous means the "cut;km"
mind has arrived at the conclusion that Mr. Cleve-
Jand can, by taking this ostrichlike course, ciear
himselt of all personal responsibllity for the Gor-
man biil, though to the average observer such an
evasion of responsibiiity 1s taken to smack some-
what of political cowardice and Pharisalsm. 1t will
not surprise the publlc here, however, i Mr, Cleve-
land does sneak behind the letter of the law, and
try to wash his hands of accountabllity to hls party
for slgning the Gorman bill. Congress could com-
pel him either to sign or veto the bill, by adopting
& resolutlon of adjournment this week, bul there
18 lttle chance that so declded an assertion of
legisiative independence will be indulged In by the

subservient Democratle leaders in  the House of

e President will probably return at once to

Gray Gables, and spend the month of September
there. Office-seckers and people with axes of any
gort to grind will be expected to keep away from
Buszzard's bay, and save their energles for fall

MISTAKES IN THE TARIFF BILL.
THIRTY-ONE DISCOVERED 80 FAR—-A FEW or
THEM IMPORTANT—DIAMONDS OXN
THE FREE LIST.

Washington, Aug. 21.—8cattered over twenty-one
alfferent pages of the new Tariff bill there have
been dlscovered, so far, a total of thirty-one errors,
the greater part of which, however, have no effect
on the bill, There are three very serious errors,
though, not counting the section that authorizes
the payment of a rebate on the tax pald on alcos
hol used In the arts and sclences. None of the
errors can be corrected wlthnln a joint resolution
of the two houses, for the “law print’ of the bill
must be an exact copy, wording, spelling, punctu-
atlon and everything else contained in the enrolled
bill, which 18 the copy that becomes A part of the
archives of the Government.

In the order in which they appear in the bill the
errors discovered are as follows:

Paragraph 4 of the chemlical schedule makes
sulphate of magnesla, or epsom salts, dutiable at
one-fifth of a cent per pound. This was an item
added by the Senate, which omitted to strike from
the free lst Paragraph M2, which reads:'Magnesia,
pulphate of, or epsom galte.” The two paragraphs
are in opposition, but the Treasury Department
will doubtless hold, under Bectlon 4, that epsom
ealts shall be dutiable, the similitude clause of that
pection providing that the duty shall he assessed
according to the highest rate,

In Paragraph 25, under the sub-division of oils,
“alazarin’ is incorrectly spelled with a final “e.”

FParagraph 8, the first of the glassware, hes what
appears 1o be a very serious error. It applies 1o
bottles, vials, ete., the closing part of the para-
graph having been intended to read, “all other
plain, green and colored, molded or pressed, and
flint and lime glassware, 40 per cent ad vilorem.”
Instead of this, however, the “‘and” between “fint"
and “lime" became transposed, and the rate of 40
per cent i imposed upon “all ether . . . and
fiint lime and glassware,’ tho effect being to Im-
pose this rate on all other glassware, pure and
elmple, instead of flint and lime glagsware as was
the intention.

Paragraph 210, which reads as follows: “‘Her-
rings, pickled, frozen, or galted, and salt water
fish, frozen or packed In lce, '3 of one cent per
pound,” clearly conflicts with Paragraph 481 of the
free list, which admits free of duty "fish, frosen
or packed In ice fresh.”

A lucky accident prevenis an error In the wool
schedule from changing the rates in the Imporiant
paragraph relaling 1o readymade clothing. This
paragraph fixes a duty on “clothing, readymade, and
articles of wearing apparel of every description,
made up or manufactured wholly or in part, not
especlaily provided for,” feits, etc., all of these com-
posed wholly or in part of wool, ete, valued at or
above §1 80 per pound, §0 per cent ad valorem; val-
ued at less than 8130 per pound, 4 per cent ad
walorem. That was what the bill was intended to
do, but in the new law the word “or’ in the claune
syalued at or above $150 per pound” Is omitted, so
that the classification of these goods ls limited to
those elther above o below the doviding ine, and
the dividing line of 15 a pound has no rate fixed
by this section. It so happens that the preceding
sectlon, the basket clause of the woolen schedule,
econtalns a provision placing a duty of 5% per cent
on a)l manufactures of wool not especially provided
for, valued at more than [ cents per pound, and
under thls the Treasury wili hold wearing apparel
valued at $1 # per pound to be dutlable at W per
“fent.

In paragraph 28, relating to parchment papers,
there are six errors that will have no effent and
seém to be the result of carelessaness. Referring to
the thickness of papers, the thickness Is expresaed
thus, “not exceeding sight-thousandths' The Treas-
ury Department may be puzzled to ascertain just
what a “thousandths” is. The Items should read
‘elght one-thousandths’ stc,

Another specimen of hurried work s found In
paragraph 34, where “manufactures of lvory, vege-
table Ivory, mother-of-pearl, gelatine and sheli, etc.”
are made dutlable at % per cent. “Gelatine and
ghell” should read “gelatine, shell” ete.

The absence of a comma from one of the Senate's
edditions to the free list causes a curious consiruc-
tlon of a sentence. It appears In paragraph 204,
and what the Senate intended to have appear was
this: “Burlaps, and bags for grain, made of bur-
laps'* 1t so happens that no comma appears after
the word “grain,” and the paragraph really admliis
free of duty, not bags made of burlaps for graln, but
*bags for graln made of buriaps.” ‘This may pus-
gle the Treasury Department a good deal, but It
will also puzzle the agriculturist, for this appears to
be a new kind of grain not generally introduced In
the United Btates.

By the of a the Benate has
fifted bodily from the free list the products of coai
tar, not colors or dyes.

Paragraph #3, In the free list of the House blll

reads, “Coal tar, crude, and all preparations and
ots of conl tar not colors or dyes, not speclally
ed for In this act.” The Benate inserted after
word “preparations’ the clause ‘‘except medicinal
coal-tar rrepnrntiam." which it had put on the
dutlable list, but In so doing omitled the comma,
the exceptions now read, “except medicinal
eoal-tar preparations and products of coal tar,” elr.
Among t Eﬂ:ducu of coal tar the more important
are dead oll, pitch and benszole. These should have
come In free, but by the omission of the comma

are all transferred to the dutlable list
next error I8 one over which there has been
dispute, but, according to tariff experts, it
es to put dlamonds on the free llst.

In a communication sent to Congress some yeam
ago L was shown that the insertion of a comma
instead of a hyphen in a tariff bl cost the Gove
ernment aimost half a million dollees. The Tariff
act of June 6 1572 contained in the fres list a para-
graph reading, “Fruit, pants, tropleal and semi-
tropieal for the purposes of propagation or cuitiva-
tion.” Instead o?the comma after the word “fruit”
there should have been a hyphen, the artlcle in-
tended to be admitted free belng fruft-pianis, The
error wag corrected by a joint resolution of May
9, 1874, but up to that time hundreds
of dollare’ worth of tropical frults were hrought
In absolutely free of dmiv,

A serious error In the McKinley act was corrected
In like manner, the mistake In this case being the
misplacement of a parenthesis. The paragraph as
it appeared In the law read: "Cables, cordage and
twine (except binding twine composed In whole or
in part of lstle, or Tampleo fibre, slsal grass or
sunn) one and one-half cente per pound,” The only
words that should have been inclosed In parenthe-
sls were “except binding twine,” which mude a very
material change [n the construction of the para-
graph. The correctlon was made February 18, 191,
the law, however, having been in force since Uc-
tober 1, 1800,

Another error was found, but was never corrected.
The duty on chocolate In the McKinley act read

as followe: “Chocolate (other than chocoate cofi-
fectionery and chocolate commerclally Known as
sweetened chocolate) 2 eenta per pound.” The House

passed a joint resolution May 27, 182 In which the
I’mslt!on of the parentheses Was chunﬁwt s UE Lo
nclude only the words “other than choeolate con-
fectionery,”’ The Senate Finance Committee, how-
ever, thought the error of no Importance and de-
clined to regort the resolution, and It WAS never
passed by the Senate

Imported goods now In bonded warchouses and
laced on the free st by the new Tarlff bill are
o be mssessed at the rates prescribed by the Moe-
Kinley aw, while goods In bonded warehouses on
which the duty i lowered by the Senate bl but
which are not placed on the free liet are ta have
the lower rates. This seemingly Inconsistent eun-
struction of the Tarlff bill has been made at the
Treasury Department as the resnlt of conferences
between Secretary Carlisle and Attorney- eneral
OMney. The bill provides that goois imported un-
der the McKinley act and paced in honded ware-
houses may he withdrawn for consumption at the
lower rgtes of the Benate measure The benefit
thus conferred was undoubtedly Intended to ap.
ply to the free lst, but unfortunately for the im-
[vnrleﬁl a direct provision of that character i= not
n the blll. The Intent of Congress in the matter
is g0 plain that it is belleved the courts wonid con-
strue the benefits of the tarlff law to apply to the
importer, but the Treasury Department i€ anxious
to avold legal complications. In view of the decis-
lon of the Secretary, however, it appears that this
will not he poesibie. Goods In bonded warehouses
and placed on the free list I-%' the new bill will be
assessed on thelr withdrawal under the rates im-
poscd by the MeKinley law, ana the importers will
naturaliy protest and sue the Governmen for a
refund of dutles. Importers. however, may avoll
embarrassing complications by withdrawing thelr
goods without payment of duty, exparting them to
some nearby foreign port, and then feimport them
under the free list after the new law hecomes op-
erative.

CARLISLE FOXl REINSTATEMENT.
SENATOR VOORUEES AT THE
A FREE BILVER BILI—PROTECTION

FOR STEEL BOTTOMS

Washington, Aug. 21.—Argument on the appilea-
ton of Littleton T. Dryden, of Baltimore, to the
Bupreme Court of the Bistrict of Columbia, for a
writ of mandamus directed agalnst Secretary Cnr-
lisle to compel him to restore the petitioner to the
position he lately held as United Siates Shigping
Commissloner at the port of Baltimors, was hegun
before Ju'ge Cole to-day. Mr! Dryden was repre-
pented by Thomas R, Hodgeon and Edward 8
Kines, of Baitimore, Assistant Attorney-General
Whitney appearing for the Secretary of the Treas-
ury.

Mr. Kines, after reading the petition in the case,
iterated the statement contalned therein, that the
petitioner could not legally be removed from hs
office without cause, and, he sald, according to the
statute creating the offices of United States Ship-
plng Commissioners, Mr. Dryden had cleariy per-
formed his duties satisfactorily. In supp=rt of this
statement he read a letter from the Commissioner
of Navigation, Treasury Department, and severn]
from Catholle acquaintances and shipping men on
Maryland, each indorsing Mr. Diryden,

Mr. Whitney held that the Court had no Jurisdle-
tion to review m declslon of the Hecretary of the
Treasury, and guoted the recent opinion of Judge
Bradley, of the District Bupreme Court, denying the
petition of Eugene k. Gaddis, a fourth-viaes clerk
in the Treasury Department, for a mandamus 1o
compel the Secretary of the Treasury to reinstate
him in the positton from which he had been re-
moved. "“There is no statute In the Diatriet of
Columbia,” srald Mr. Whitney, “kranting the right
of mandamus agalnst an executive officer of the
Government in such a case'

The Court took the matter under ajdvisement.
