Many bicyele clubs have sprung into existence
within the last few years, and Instead of diminish-
ing, the ardor of the members of these organiza-
tions is apparently on the increase, This I= clearly
shown by the urgent and pressing endeavors to pro-
wide and obtaln sultable accommodations, Well-
paved atrects, the various boulevards and the mac-
adamized roads and highways of Long Islund have
probably done murh to make wheellng so popular.

Among the leading hicyele clubs of the city Is the
Kings County Wheelmen, known among cyeilsts all
over the land, It ls an oll organization,
Peen formed in 1583, but one that has Kept step by

#tep in the van of all the clubs, When first organ-
fzed the club was content with modest quarters: but
as time went on {ts membership grew so large that
ft became diffieult to obtain proper accommoda-
tiona. The growth of the club was rapid, and soon
§t became fully understood that absolute content-
ment would never reign until the organization
owned lis own clubhouse. The leading members of
the club then got together and formulated a scheme

The commit-
tee worked with the trustees, and the result was
that within a few davs the Kings County Wheel-
men will take possession of the handsomest club-
house in Brooklyn, and probably the finest property
owned by any like organization in the country.

SIGNS NEEDED AT THE BRIDGE TICKET NOOTHS

It has been almost two months sinee the new
plan of selling two Dridge rallrond tickets for five
cents went Into operation, but for some reason no
slgns have yet heen displayed announcing the
change. At the Brooklyn entrance, in fact, the only
slgns visible are those declaring that the fare s
thrée cents; in addition to this, at the New-York
entrance {8 the announcement that ten tiekets can
twenty-five cenis, Consequently,
It is only those who are familinr with the new rule
who ask for “two for five If o would-be passen-
ger lays down & five-cent plece and says nothing he
will receive & single ticket and two cents in change.
1t would seems as If all the rates of fare shouid be
ylainly set forth at all the tieket booths. If there
s any reason why this is not done the public is not
aware of It

Th~ new rule has caused a cunslderable falling-off
In the Bridge receipts, estimated to amount to
46,000 or §50,000 a year. Most occasional travellers
by the Bridge who n[n-cl to recrosa at some future
time purchase two tickets at oncs. The new ar-
rangement I8 Al&o a convenlence to regular travei-
lers who are In the hablt of buying packages of ten
tlckets for twenty-five cenls. If one crosses six
times a week each way, one package s not enough
to carry him through, but by Investing an additional
five cents he will come out just even and Keep his
expenses for Hridge (ravel within thirty cents a
week without buying any tickets In advance. At
any rate, some travellers find this a convenlence.

WATER MAINS IN DANGER.

RETURN TROLLEY CURRENTS HAVE AF-
FECTED TELEGRAFH SERVICE.

THE COMMERCIAL CABLE COMPANY'S ACTION A
WARNING-WATER AND GAS PIFES SUBJECT

TO CORROSION BY ELECTROLYSIS—
OTHER CITIES HAVE SUFFERED-
CAN BROOKLYN ESCAPE?

The action of the Commercial Cable Company In
chunging tne location of it cable from the con-
duit through Brooklyn and bringing It outside of
Coney lsland and up the Bay to Pler A, In this
city, has revived Interest in the discussion in the
early part of the summer relative to the return
currents from the trolley wires operated by the
Hrooklyn surface car companies. it may be re-
membered that during the late spring and early
summer a number of people of the Eastern District
of Brooklyn utilized the escape current from the
return wires lald between the tracks for the pur-
pose of running smail motors for fans, light Iathes
and other machinery requiring only Httle force. At
that time prominent officlals and electriclans of the
Birooklyn Helghts Company declared that the
amount of current which was lost from their wires
and escaped Into the street was not alrong enough
to bave any appreciable effect This statement,

however, was dlsproved by the fact that motors and
fans were run by the current derived from water
pipes connected with maina leading through the
gtreets where the largest amount of electricity was
used by the cars,

This same current has caused the trouble which
the Commercial Cable Company seeks to avold by
removing ltx line through Prooklyn and landing 1t
direct In this elty. From the point where the cable
lands, which is ahout 1,00 feet east of the Orlental
Hotel, Manharttan Beach, It crofses Coney lsland
anl the creek, then through . Flatbush,
vanderbilt, Park and Hudeon aves and Front-st,
it 18 earried 1o the Bridge nnd, suspendsd beneath
the promenade, Crosses the East River to New-
York. As It twists through Brooklyn's avenues
and streets the cable ls crossed by neariy every
trolley ros in the old part of the clty and by a
number of the Willlameburg and Enst New-York
lines. When In addition to these, the pro-
posed Oecean-ave. line 18 comjieted, the cable would
run for five miles directly under the tracks of the
| car company. As the currenta which operats the
| orean cabvle are what are known as weak currentis,
being onty about one-tenth as powerful ar those
used In operating land llnes, the eucaped electriclty
from the trolley company's wires, which reaches the
cable either through the roadbed of the troley
tracks or by way of the gns or waler plpes, 1s suM-
clently strong to overcome the power of the cabie
current, and the accurncy of the e 1s seriously
interfersd with, the cable pleking up waves of elec-
tricity and bringing them to the delivery office,
making filse slgnals on the re elving Instrument,
In additton to this trouble the strength of the
currents which pass through the meial protectors
of the eable |s 8o great thal they have been badly
carroded or decomposed In the same manner that
gas and water plpes are affected. Repalirs to the
protectors have frequently been necepsary on this
account. and It is only a quastion of time hefore the
entire covering of the cable lines would have to be
replaced

triclty they have gatnered the clectrolytle actlon
| has been in a great measure decreased. Where one
| mection of pipe, however, s connected with the
| power station the system has proved a fallure, for
other pipes have still been subjected to the elec-
trolytie action, ana the current whith has been
giathered by the wires returns to the power statlon,
and In leaving them there raises the potential of
the earth In thelr vicinity. Connecting any one
system of plpes with the dviamo will In only a
sllght measure protect other systems.

This quesifon of ralsing the potentlal of the earth
In the vieinity of the plpes givea rise to the query
as to how small a difference of potential between
pipes and earth will canse electraloytie actlon. In
| answer to this it has been shown thal some of the
worst cases of corrosion Iin Boston have occurred
where the difference was only one Lnd one-half
volts. A. T. Wells of Chicago, In speaking of
some of the first cases of electrolysls In Cincinnatl,
says, “The difference of potentlal between the
cablea and the ralls was never more than one-half
and  usually lesa than one-fourth wvaolt, Such a
difference would mean a much less difference be-
tween the cable and plpe and earth where elec-
trolysis takes place”: and John €. Lee, of Poston
has causea electrolytie corrosion on lead and Iruri
by a difference In potential of only one one-hun-
dredth wvolt, These facta Indicate that only a
small pressure Is necessary to produce the action
and thoroughly dispels the force of statements made
by trolley people that bonded ralls or a large
amount of heavy return wire wiil alone overcome
the trouble. Direct connéctions between the differ-
ent systems of pipes and the power-house would
seem 1o b= necessary to prevent corroslen of the
pipes. an the current will never leave the shortest
and easlest way of reachinog home. Apother point
made by a prominent electrician is that connecting
the positive pole of the dynamo with the trolley
lines and r\:undlnﬁ A large conductor from the
rounded slde of the dynamo, connected at short
ntervals with such plpes as are In_danger, will
Zenerally nsure thelr protection, and In addition
to this & separated conductor for each set of pipes

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PROTECTING THE PARKWAY.

THE BICYCLE PATH AND THE NEW ORDER
AFFECTING BUSINESS WAGONS.

{F THE WHEELMEN WANT A FINE GRAVEL TOP
DRESSING THEY WILL BE ALLOWED TO
FURNISH IT—HEAVY TRUCKING TO BE
KEPT OFF THI MAIN DRIVEWAY
OF THE ROULEVARD.

Bome misapprehension has arisen In refersnce to
the work of conptructing the bleyeie path along the
(secan Parkway, which has been described In The
Tribune. The amount actually appropriated for this
work was only $1,000, which would be sufficient to
complete only a small part of the grading. Park
Commissioner Squier, however, thinks he is Justifiad
In putting a libsral Interpretation on the use whirh
he makea of the amount appropriated for the main-
tenance of the Parkway, as he belleves that it will
be a good thing for the main roadway if bieycles
are virtually confined to the use of the path on the
side. 84 It Is his Intentlon to procsed with the grad-
Ing from the palnt which it has now reached, anl to
finish this part of the work all the way down to
Coney Island. The part of the path nearest Pros-
pect Park will be left to be completed hereafter.
With the funds available, a falr wherlway will bs
provided; and that Is all that the Commlissioner
thinks he will be justifisd In doing with the clty’'s
money.

The wheelmen, howaver, inslat that thay want the
path finished with Roa Hook gravel of the finest
quality. Mr. Squier says that he |s unable to supply
thie, but If the bieycle-riders themseives wish to
furnish the material, he will see that It la propsrly
put on, and will take all the responstbiitty of keep-
Ing the path in order. There Is no Intention on his
part of having the eity put in the position of beg-
ging for money ‘n order to complete this work. He
will furnish a falrly good pathway at the eity’s ex-
pense. If the cyelisis of Brooklyn want n better
one, he 1s more than willing to co-operate with them
In providing tt. The path will be between flve nnd
slx miles long, and the cost of the gravel required
will probably be from 83,00 to 2.0, That sum
wauld tnsure a gravel finish ahout two Inches thick,
which != all that will be needsd,

As the bleycle path Is to hs about Afteen feet
wide, It is an interesting question how carriiges
and horsehack riders are to be kept off of it There
are numerous st eets crossing the Boulevard, and
at any one of them earriages wiil be alle to enter
the hicyele track if thers ix not some means of
keeping them out. Of course the horass’ feet would
anickly spall the surface for bleyele-riding, and the
carriage wheels would do it no good, 1t Is proposed
to place two posta |n the path at each street cross-
ing. They will stand about five fert apart, and will
be effectual in preveniing vehicies from driving on
the smootl, gravel surface.
