¢ and gone will undoubtedly be cared for in one
way or another at some time or other,
TROLLEY CARS FOR BETTING.

Al the jockey clubs declare that racing cannot be
jept up without betting. They insist thut betting-
fings are wholly {ndlspénsable to the maintenance
of the turf. If that is true, the clubs ought to fur-
pish enlarged factiities for betting. Why does not
the Coney Island Jockey Club provide one trollay
jins from the Hrighton Beach cars to the betting-
\ley line from Austin Corbin’s cars
to the betting-ring, and still anather trolley line
from the clubhouse to the betting-ring?  Troliey
lines are VeTY cheap in these daye. and since betting
is 0 Inestimable a boon, benefit and blessing to the
urf, betting ought to be made as attractive, easy
and convenlent as possible. It is a long and weary
journey from the Brighton Beach Railroad tracks to
the bookmakers' den; It 1= a tedlous trip from the
Manhattan Deach trains to the cave of Adullam,
where the profeasional pencillers dwell, and it s a
fatiguing and exhausting wilk from the clubhouse
to the abode of the chalk-wielders.
