newspaper world thnt were well within th" physical
resource* of any woman In normal health. Special
critical work that could be done willi s-me degree
of deliberation and leisure, and editorships Involv¬
ing weekly work ttiese were not Weering of them¬

selves. Women who Siled them, however, too often

united with them a dlAcuU home life; the titre of

children or of the sick; tho need for an absorbing
economy, or perhaps a busy social or philanthropic
existence-some necessary or assumed strain uikui

time and energy that permitted scant leisure for

rest, and kept life at continuous high tension. When

these women went limier, as they often did, their

newspaper work was misleadingly pronounced the

only cause for lt.
