SENTIMENT IN ONONDAGA FAVORS THE

CHIEF JUDGE OF THE COURT
OF AVPPEALS.
THE BELDEN-HISCOCK FIGHT ON  AGAIN--CON-

TESTING DELEGATIONS 1IKELY-LN FEN-

ATORU MISCOCK AT HOME

Syracuse, Sept. H—The name of Chief Judge
Charles Andrews, of the Court of Appeals, 1s
being put forward here as candidate for the
Republican nomination for Gavernor. Juidge
Andrews s at present in Europe, and has not
signified whether or not he would aceept the
offiee, but s most Inthnate friends here say
that, while he would not take any actlve part
in a campalgn for the nomination himself, there
e Httle doubt that he would run if nominated.
His name was brought forward this morning
by one of the Byracuse papers, and to-lay
people In general have spoken most favorally
of the suggestion. Interstate Commerce Com-
missloner Martin A. Knapp said to The Trib-
une ecorrespondent:

“In view of the political situation In this
Btate, and the great importance of the coming
election, It geoms to me that the ldeal eandl-
date In this emergency is Chief Judge Charles

Andrews, of the Court of Appeals, Judge
Andrews s a mau on whom both  the
factions In this wcity would gladly unite,
I am sure, He 8 above factlon of &l

kinds, I8 extremely popular with all classcs, is
a man admirably fitted to be Governor, and
would be a Presidential possibility, 1 think
the volee of Onondaga County would be for
him without opposition.”

Some of the prominent members of the 1len-
dricks faction also spoke In the highest terms
of Judge Andrews,

The question has been raised whether or
not the candidacy of Justice Irving G, Vann,
of the Supreme Court, for the vacancy on the
Court of Appeals might not stand in the way
of the Governorship coming to Syrracuse Tt
may be stated with confidence that Justice
Vann will not stand in the way of the advance-
ment of Judge Andrews. A cloge friend of
Mr. Vann, who refloots his views, safd to-dny:

“Judge Vann holds Judge Andrews In the
higheat esteem, amd thinks that no man wotild
make a better Governor, If he would consent
to take the nomination, Judge Vann would be
ane of hiz most enthuslastic supporters, und
would be glad to glve up any ambitlon he miy
have to glt in the Court of Appeals to secure
to the State a Governor in nll respects so ad-
mirable as Judge Andrews”

Charles Andrews has served his elty, county
and State faithfully and with great abllity
for many years. He was born nt New-York
Mills, near Whitestown, Unclda County, on Ma;
27, 1827, He attended sehool at the Onelda Con-
terence Seminary at Cazenovis, and was ad-
mitted to the bar in January, 1549, In 1831,
with Charles B. Sedgwick, he founded the firm
of Sedgwick & Andrews. Two years later he
was elected  District-Attorney  of  Onondaga
County. In 1861 he was e¢lected Mayor of Svra-
cuse, re-elected the next year, and again placed
in that office in 1865 1In 1870 he was elected
Associate Judge of the Court of Appeals, When
Chief Judge Folger entered President Arthur's
Cabinet In 1881, hig place was filled by Judge
Andrews until Chlef Judge Ruger tock office in
1883. On the death of the latter, Judge An-
drews became head of the court

Judge Andrews has had the administrative
experience to enahle him to conduct the affnirs
of the Governor's office with great ability Fils
long serviee un the bench his brought him t
respect and admiratton of men of nll parties
He has been entirely removed from factionnl
polities, and there is not a Hepublican in the
Btate who would not cheerfully vote to pluce
such a man In the Governor's chalr.

AMONG THE LILCHFIELD HILLS.

VACATION SCENES WITH A HORSE AND CARe

RIAGE—HISTORICAL AND TRADITIONAL
ACENERY AND INTERESTS.

Litehficld, Conn., Scpt. 8 (8peclal).—To one famillar
w'th the beauties of the Litehfield Hilla it seems &
matter of wonder that they are not better known
and are not more (requented by those who In the
suramer exchnnmge city avenucs for country lanes,
The lever of pure conntry oconld hardly do hetter
than go up among these hille The beauty of the
sceniery 18 all natural; the open country.- s not
“heautified” by landscape gardening. It is slmply
natire,

This country |s a pleasant one In which to drive,
and a person golng through on a driving irip would
be able to look up the points of arpecial Interest,
There i8 a little diiving of this kind done now, but
not =0 much ag the beputles of the country war-
rant. The visltar could choose one place for his
headquarters and make dally trips from there
through the country roundabout, or he could make
a tour through the country, stopping at different
villages on the way, In £ome of the towns thers are
gool  hotel and  boarding-house accommadations,
while In others there are none at all. The roads are
ke all country ronds, good In gome places, poor In
others; but they are not so bad ag (o make the delv-
{ng unpleszant, although anything but slow travel-
ling 1= impossible on account of the stecpness of
the hills, The reglon I8 very thoroughly traverssd
now by men whose fad tt 1s to coliect old furniture
and chira, ete; the collectors, elther themsslves
o, dn the person of thelr agents, travel about the
cotmntey and caigy awny from the farmhouses every
oll thing of velne which they ean persuade the
owners to part with.

This port of the country hes many Interesting
Indian troditions and storles of the first sottlers,
If unly he knows where to get hold of them—and
they are not hard to find-—the visitor can revel in
dellghtful traditlons, and ean conjure up pletures
of the past whose reality will be Increased by the
fart that he can vislit the weenes and places he
hears about. The traditions and facts centring
about the town of Wondbury have been collected
by one tudustrious townsman, and published In o
large historlcal work. One interesting story tells
about the first tea party glven in the settlement.
Some of the young people Invited the rest of the
voung folk to the great parsonage (which was
standing untll & few years ago) when the first tea
wid hrought Into the scttlement. The lenves wers
eoaked In water In & big kettle, and, Anally, the
whole cancoctlon was served in Lbowls and eaten
with spoons llke a vegetuble. It Is presumable
that the people ate the new dellency like martyrs
and teled to persunde themselves—or, at least, to
persuade others that they enjoyed It, much as
peaple do nowadays.
