Freparatlons had been making for
days to recelve the Posen delegation of Prince
pismarck’'s admirers. With daybreak the vis-
ftors came from the surrounding districts by
the score, They found the strects already
gecorated  with garlands, flags and arches
gpanning the roads which lead to the castle,
Policemen who had been gathered from Stolpe,
Coslin and other nearby points, closed the ap-

Prince and Princess DBlamarck rose at 8
o'clock, Only members of the family elrele were
at breakfast—among them Count Willlam Bis-
marck, his sis the Countess Rantzau, and
Dr. Schwenl who came to the castle last
evening | o be with the Prince during
the excitement of the reception, The rallway
grrangeiments had been made =0 enrefully that
all the accommaodations of the cagtle and par
were taxed to the luset point. Special tra
jeft Posen, Gnesen, Bromberg and Raviteh at
10 o'clock last night. At Schneidemuehl  they
were joined to tramns from other points. The
grent line of cars, all packed with people, was
divided Into two =ections, and ran thus to Var-
gin. The first section renched Hammermuehle
at 11:25 o'clock, the other just before noon.
Tents had been erected, and the tables for
Junchieon were spread before 11 o'clock.

The voung men walked from the rallway
station to the castle. The older men were car-
ried in the Prince’s carriages, in vehieles used
at his factories, and In wagons of ali sorts
The procession was murshalled by Mijor von
Tiedemann,who divided It into three  battallons.
At o farmhouse near the station each battallon
halted and had grog, coffee and sausiges
served by men from the Prince’s estate. After
this refreshment the procession was organs
fzed, The count then showed that i men
were present and enger to take part In the
march past the castle. Major von Tiedemann
ordered a halt again when the head of the
column arrived at the platform which was
erected yesterday In front of the castle en-
trance. The delegates hastily  broke ranks,
and, crowding forward, gathered in a hig seml-
circle to await the Prince’s coming.

BISMARCK AND THE REPORTERS.

Bismarck had already been on the veranda,
He found to the right and left of the door sev-
gral long tables. round which sat, elhow to
elbow, the reporters of all the large journals
{n North Germany. "1 am afraid you will find
this a rather poor affair,” he sald, after ex-
changing greetings. “1 am feeling rather fa-
tigued, and fear 1 cannot glve you much for
your papers. 1 can tell you that 1 hope none
of you will ever know the plague of lumbago,
such as I contracted at my work.”

Lisutenant Fiseher, one of the originators

THE PROCESSION AT TiHE CASTLE

It was about 1:30 o'rlock when the bands=
were heard coming with the proceasion  from
the village. After the delegates had gathered
round the platform, & Minnerchor started “The
Watch on the Rhine’' Nearly 3,000 volces re-
sponded. The last strain of the grand chorus
had hardly echoed from the castle when the
old Chancellor camse forward. A sea of hats,
handkerchiofs and flags swept over the hends
of the cerowd, and for several minutes everyhody
cheered madly. As the chesring ceased, Major
yon Tiedemann stepped on the platform and
proposed a flnal cheer, with some sentiment
which was lost in the tumu't of enthusiam.

HOTEL.

0N FRIDAY NIGHT HE REGISTERED AS M. A
BELL, OF CLEVELAND, OHIO, AND WAS FOUND
DEAD YESTERDAY MORNING-PLENTY OF
MONEY IN HIS CLOTHES.

With a brisk, springy step, a man of probably
forty years walked up to the desk in the New-
York Hotel, Nu, 663 Broadway, at 9:45 o'clock last
Friday night.  In the reglster he wrote In a firm
buginess hand: “M. A. Bell, Cleveland, Ohlo."
The night elerk, Willlam Mitchell, assigned him
to a ronm on the fourth Moor, and Wallace Cash-
mare, one of the porters, showed Mr. Bell at once
to his apartment.  Mr. Bell's only baggage was
a eanvas telescope bag, and he pald for his room
one day In advance,

When Cashmore, at 8 o'clock yesterday niorn-

fngg knocked on the door of Hell's room he
ecotld  get Do response, Finally the door
was opensd  with a duplicate key and Bell

was found Iying on the bed dead, with a bullet-
