On account of the lack of funds, there will
lie no more meals for the elghtv m.n occupying
the beds, ihe first time In the history of the Institu¬
tion. W. B. IViiklns. the secretary, says many of
the middle class of sulMK-rlntlons on account of the
hard times have been withdrawn, and the managers
have no available funds to clothe or feed their
guests, as their appropriations have long since |
been withdrawn.
