DEATH OF THK CZAR.

Probably the* course of the disease which la afflict*
In? the Tzar is watched by BO persons with so much
interest as those members of b house who, for ona

reason or other, have Incurred hrs displeasure. Some

Of them wno ure living In l.ant-'htnent hope to be

able to return to St. Petersburg in the case of his
death and the accession of a younger and lesa

rigorous man His Majesty bas always been a

. tr.et disciplinarian, and has declined ti forgive the
shortcomings of his retatlvea Many of them are na

longer looked] upon by the <'/.ar as members af the
Imperial family, and certainly few of them would
heave many *l?hs at his death.
The greatest sufferer at the hands of HI* Majesty

.for which he himself, however, ls to blame--is the
eiile** son of the late I'.rand-'iuke Constantine

Nikolajevltch, the Grand-duke Nicholas Constan-
tlnovlfh. who, deposed from all lils ofllces and
ahorn of all his dignities, lives as an exile In Turk¬
estan. In his early youth he was guilty of the
theft of Jewels and holy relrc* which he nave to a

woman -of American origin.and was banished by
his un. le. the )ate Emperor Alexander II. After the
latter's death he r"t'jrned unexpectedly to St.
Petersburg, and demanded that his cousin.the pres¬
ent '"zar reinstate him In all his rights and prlvl-
:»g.*«. When His Majesty declined to consider thia
he threw himself In the aims of Nihilism, and be¬
came an ardent propagand!*t against Imperialism.
The Czar hi 1 him arrested, and he was imprisoned
for a time, lt ls supposed, in the dark and dreary
Icbluesaelburg, but later was sent to the far East,
where he lives the life of a simple country gentle¬
man, under the strictest Mpanrlalon.
The ilr.m l-duk.', at th.* time of hr* return to St.

l*eter«burg, gave the present Emperor several un-

pleaaaai quarters of an hour by hi* pretensions to
the frown, the right to which h.* assumed for the
fl 'ii .Wing reason*:

According to the laws of the Itnsslan Imperial
family the eldest SOO of the ''z.ir ls the heir to tho
throne (the CaaretritCh), Alexander II was not born
IU BOO of the Czar, but while hi.* father waa atiU
th- Irani-.luke Nlchoius. The i'rand-duke Con¬
stantine, however, secmd son of the Orand-duke
Nicholas, wi* born after the latter bad become,

Czar, and thus, literally speaking, Waa the eldeat
son of the czar. Therefore, it n ia argued by the
banished Orand-duke, after th" death of Kmperor
Nl.-holas, th*- r.-a! heir to the throne- wns the Orana*
duke Constantine, and be.Nicholas CoBstaaU*****-
vttch.as ins eldest son, was the rightful heir to the
Crown. This influen.l Alexander ii however, to
Introduce a new rule ur law, prov! ling that at each
a*v -sion the oath of alli glance was to bs given, not
only to the new ruler, bul also t i iiis sue.tooses.

Neither is the Qrana-duke Nicholas Michael in

good standing In Buaala At.oat ten ><ars ago he
was BBSia*ned to th.* Cheavalter .'nari.*, the '.crack"
regiment of the Empire, for active service. As a
rule, officers or' a regiment welcome the addition
of a number of the Imperial family to their num¬
ber. Hut lo th.* surprise of all society, at the
tliue, the ofllcera' corps of tbe "i'heav.tilers" voteil
aga t.-t ths admission if the Qrand-duhe. So strong
a is the opposition thal the Emperor himself had t<>
Interfere personally, virtually to command the
men to accept the Qrand-duke as a cornrndo. The
r.-asou of Hi" opposition was the fa.-t that the
Prince waa known t.. be "rad" politically.and that
ls still the caee to-day He waa unable to assume
any stan.ling in th* regiment, and tie* .pr* sitlon to
him became bo pronounced that h.* decided to agaa*
for his transfer to a regiment stationed in tho
Caucasus, where he had lived for many years Ira
hi** .arly youth. The Czar gav.* him the Grenadier
Regiment "Mlnsrrelta," garrisoned In Tirlis. and
there the Qrani-duke, far away trout his relatlveo
and heme, haa a much pleasanter time than In St.
Petersburg. But the "'z.u pays little attention to
him. having In th-* nie in time become convinced
that the charges made by the "Che.tvallers" werta
true. Th's was shown recently when the anniver¬
sary of the Qrand-duke'a regiment was celebrated.

rule, ail ofllcera who reach the grade of lieutenant-
general, are nominated adjutanta-general by His
Maj. sty as a mark of Imperial lav.ir. Hut the
Qrand-duke has never been so honored. Th- Prince
avolda ins retatlvea entirely, and associates wrtu
only a few intimate friends

I nike Constantine von oldenburg la al«o disliked
by the present imperial tan:.Iv, and is obliged to
pass his days tn the Caucasus. His j ,-t la some-
wli.t dirk, and his wife is a woman Who would not
be admitted to court.
