great States of this Unlon,

The question that confronts these nine great ngri=
ewltyral States just now s, How long can oation
be grown at b cents a pound. the price it =eils for
ir the Bouthern Interior towns to-day. The drop
in the price of cotion has already cost the south,
taking the difference beiwesn values a4 yoar ago
and what they are to.day, on the estimated erop
of 9,000,000 bales, the tidy little sum of $%,006,00 in
vound numbers. If the crop turns out 10,0000
bales, as many bolleve. the shrinkage and loss will
measure up Lo $100,000,000

buying power. As the South manufactures but
little as yet, and her merchants draw thelr supplies
almost entirely from the North, their deprivation
and poverty will be felt severely above the Cihiln
and Potomac as well, especially in this elty, which
sells annually goods worth many milllons of dol-
