Chalrman Springer stimbled often, and occasion-
ally with considerable violence, in hls attempts to
explaln the yvarlous provisions of the measure anl
fts probable effects If enacted Into law In the
opinion of some of the membera who paid him the
compliment of listening to his speech, Mr, Springes
&4 not understand the meaning and effect f some
of the provisions or he would not have maide some
of the statements that he did make. Under the cir-
cgmstances the interruptions of his speeci by mem-
pers who asked him questions that he co dd pot
satlefactorily answer seemed to be actuaily
for he stumbled more awkwardly than ever. and
finally Jost his temper when he wis askeld by Mr
Cannon, of llinots, whether the $100,000,000 & wrowed
by the secretary of the Treasury &l
few months had not been applied or was not being
wed In the payment of current expenses of the
Government, “There Iz nothing In this Bil ahout
that,” was his curt reply.

Another thing that serlously deiracted from
effect of the speech was Chalrman Springers =
ment that he intended at the proper time to offer
sundry amendments to the various sectiona in order
wip perfect the measure.” This sounded strange in
the ears of men who Knew that no attempt what-
ever had been made allowed ts be made 1o
smend or “perfect” the bill in commitiee befare It
was thrust into the House, accompanlel by a Droe
gramme to rush it through that body in four days,
under a gax rule that woull not only choke o
dlscussion, but prevent falr congideration or falr
epportunity for amendment.

In contrusting the provi

paallel Baltimore plan, Mr. Springer nesertel
1t they were practically fdentlcal n their effect
adextent. Al the National banks and tank s In
e United States had Indorsed the Haltimore plan
a2 safe and desirable one

of the fafled banks?

Mr. Springer responded that if all the banks felled
the fund provided In the bill would be vastly more
than sufficient to meet every demand made upon it

Iizcussing further the mutual Hablllty propoged,
Mr Springer called attention to the fact that it wasg
similar to the provislons of the Canadlan and Scot-
tish systems. In Canada the notes of falled banks
bore & per cent Interest and generally went at once
to & premium. They were sought for by bankers
and financlers as Investments, In all the years.
that the law had been In existence there rtarld bean
only one case where a Canadian bank falled to pay
noteholders and depositors In full, and in that case
the depositors received #91-3 per cent of thelr
clalms, the noteholders being fully repaid. The
Scottlsh system, In the 145 years of its existence,
had never falled to pay noteholders in full.

Mr. Springer stated that at the proper time he
would move to amend Section 7 of the il =0 A=
1o give the National banks a year after the jascage
of the bill within which to comply with the terms
of the law, Instead of fixing the linit at June 50,
1. He belleved that the hanks could at once con-
form to the regquirements of the bill, but he recog-
nized, e sald, the necessity of avolding anything
that might possibly cause a flurry in financial elr-
Cies.

Referring to the provision regarding Siate bank
fasues, Mr. Bpringer gald that It might be assumed
that States which wished the circulation of thelr
banks to ge beyond the borders of the State would
make provisions for the redemption of their hank
notes, which would make them safe The Btate
hank notes, however, would not be a legal tender.
The proposition regarding State banks was differ-
ent from the one discussed by the House at Its
Jast session—the repeal of the 10 per cent tax. Tie
M4 not favor the repeal of the 16 per cent tax
He had not changed his mind regarding the Btate
banks, but this did not prevent him from agree-
fng to a compromise, as he was not the kind of
leglslator who refused to take anything because
he could not get what he wanted, This was not
such a blll as he would report if he could have
bad his way, If this bill was enacted into law,
it would \mprove our financlal system. It would
not only do this, but, in his opinion, It would give
the United States the best financial system of any
eivilized country in the world. If the House
passed {1 he sald, he belleved they would recelve
the commendation of their constitients, which they
had got recefved at the last election.

Interesting election contests to be telead by the next

TO REFORM THE CONSULAR SERVICE

Washington, 1we, 18 In the Sepnote to-day Mr,
Ladge Introduced a bill to place the Consular Ber-
viee under the Clvll Serviee laws ambassidors, en-
vays extraordinary and minister resident to be ex-
cepted, and also consular agents and vicesconsils,
except when such offices are he.d by cltizens of the
United States and shail not be in the line of promo-
tion, The bill provides that the present Incumbents
of the service covered by the plan of reorganiza-
tion #=hall be gradually recalled within three years
from the date of the puu,e of the bill, and may ba
readmitted to the grade of the service which they
now hoid In passing the prescribed examination.
