hired it was in duty bound to abide by.

The FExecutlve Committea of the strikers,
however, would not agree to this, and demand-
ed, President Wicker sald, that all the new men
ghould be discharged.

President Norton, of the Atlantle Avenue
Railroad Company, when asked as to the gltua-
tion last night, sald: “We propose to carry out
our original plans. T am just putting out
notices of a reward of $200 to be pald for the
detection, arrest and conviction of any one who
seeks o Intimidate our men or damage OUT
property. Bome threats have been made. We
know who made them, and they are under close
survelllance. We have recelved a hundred new
men from out of town. Our electrical engineer
has rigldly examined them, and reports them
to be very efficient. There 18 no difficulty in
securing the services of plenty of first-class
men. In a little time every one of our cars will
be In operatlon. The police protection glven
to us has been superb. The positlon taken by
the company befors the Arbitration Committes
last night was precisely the same as that taken
at the outset. There was nothing left to arbl-
trate, We gave our old employes a chance to
return up tll noon yesterday, and as they did
not do so we shall have nothing further to
do with them unless they apply as individuals
and take their chances with the new men, to
whom we shall glve the fullest protection pos-
sible., We shall not make any concesslons to
our old employes under any clreumstances.'
