Perhaps the most striking difference between the
Hrooklynite and outslle barbarlans Is his capacity
tor absorbing Information, and the pecullar man-
ner in which he accomplishes 1. The bookstores,
pew and second-hand, in New-York are known
to every one, and vasl, Interesting and comprehen-
sive they are, but It has been left to the Hrookiyn
second-hand establishments to invent the “exchange”
jden.

The average buyer and reader wants to have all
the newest books, that 1s, as soon s they can be
brought out In paper, and the cheaper the better;
he wants them to thrill him, and to curdie his blood,
if Possible—and that the modern novellsts are faith-
fully and heroieally trying to accommodate him, no
one cun deny—but after the books are read he has
no further use for them. They have served thelr
purpose; he has bLeen duly utilated, thrilled or
horrified, as the case may be; the orange has been
squeezed and the discarded book represents to him
now nothing but so much waste paper, cumbering
his room to no purpose, There are hall a dozen
ghops within flve minutes” walk of the City Hall

ONE YEAR OF REFORM WORK | §i

WHAT HAS BEEN DONE BY COMMIS-
SIONER ALFRED T. WHITE.

THE BROOKLYN DEPARTMENT OF CITY WORKS
UNDER MAYOR SCHIEREN'S ADMINISTRA-
TION-REFORMS, ECONOMIES AND M-
PROVEMENTS,

Next Friday will mark the completion of the firat
year of reform administration in the ity of Brook-
lyn. Mayor Schieren, to be sure, took office on
January 1, 154, but under the Brooklyn charter
the heads of departments appoifted by a new
Mayor do not asaume their duties until the Ist
of February. To thos: famillar with the Brooklyn
#ystem It seems rathur strange that Mayor Strong,
of New-York, should ask for as much as six
months In which to select new Commisslonera,
In fact, n Brooklyn Mayor has practically three
maonths to make hin gelections, since he |s elected
early In November, and need not announce his ap-
pointees until the end of January. No Mayor has |
yvet complained that he dld not have time 1o
find the right men for the places; and as & rule
they have heen chosen 800N after the beginning
of the year, and In some cases aven rcariler.

Of the men comprising Mayor Schieren's cabinet,
which Includes the heads of all the municipal de-
partments, the one haolding the most responsible
place is Alfred T. White, the Commissioner of
City Works, Mayor Schieren and the citizens of
lirooklyn have good reason 1o congratulnte them-
selves on the fact that Mr, White was prevailed
oh to accepi this onerous and responsible offlce.
Hiz high standing as & publie-spirited cltizen, his
striot Intogrity and his buslness experience expe-
clally ftted him to undertake the reform o sadiy
needed In this branch of the clty's business, Com-
migsioner White has devoted himself to the duties
of his office with a diligence rarely sean in a publie
officinl. Since January 31 last he has spent Just
one hour in attending to his private business; this
was In July or August when he went over to
~Now-York for a part of one nlternoon. Fortu-
nately, he has been able to leave his private affairs
,n the hands of others, and on the average he
has glven ten or eleven hours a duy to the duties
of his public efce. Ho has had o zealous and ci-
pable coadjutor in Deputy-Commissionar Lyman,
who has rivalled his chief In the time ho has de-
voted to official dutles.

A DIFFICULT JOB.

When Commissioner White was asked a day or two
ago for gome expression of ppinion regarding hig first
year in ofee, he repiled that he knew nt the atart
he was undertaking a diMeult job, but he would
not have been willing to go into 1t at a'l if it had
been something pleasant and easy. On the whaole, |
he had not found |t more diMecult than ha expeeted,
During the first six months he had to listen to
numerous applications for cmployment, bt he re-
Heved himsgelf of this by providing for the enrolment
of laborers on the plan adopted In the Navy Yard.
Bome system of this Kind was necessary 1o runbie
the head of the department to nttend to his busi-
ness, In those six months aboit 10,60 appllcations
were made, but in the second half of the year the
number has been compuratively small

In anawer to a question regarding the lmportant
work of the Department of City Works during the
st year, Mr. White sald: ©'1 suppoze the walér sup-
ply 1s entitled Lo the foremost place and  that
may be considered under three branches. First, the
improvement of the exlsting works; recond. the n-
crenas of the suppiy: third, the necessity of pro-
vision for the future. 1n the reference to Lhe ex-
isting works, the main thing has been the introduc.
tien of various economies In the purchase of sup-
plies, improvements desigaed to save fuel, elo., and
the discharge of superfluous employes. The mav-
ing nccomp:iahed thus far has been ahout B0,
and for the coming year it wil amount to still more,
for we are just beglnning to realize the advantuges
af some of thenew appllances wi teh have been intra-

THOROUGHLY DONE—HOW THE RESULT I8

The report of the Advisory Committes appoinied
by Mayor Schieren last summer to suggest changes
and improvements in the publie school pystem of
Brooklyn Juetifies the wisdom of the couree adopted
by the Mayor and the good judgment shown In
gelecting the members of the committee. It would
have been dificult to chopse seven men in Brook-
lyn better qualified to do this important work. Three
of them, Dr. Backus, Dr. Cochran. and Dr, Lever-
more, are at the head of the three principal educa-

tlanal Institutions of the city—the Pacler Institute,
the Polytechnle Institute, and the Adelphl Acad-
emy; three others have in former years heen mem-
bera of the Doard of Education—namely, Messrs,
Harkness, Creevey, and Kelley: and the remalning
member i the presldent of the Board of Education,
Mr Swanstrom The professional gtanding of the
first three espacially fitted them to act as revisers
of the school syatem, and the practical knowledge
of the other members was undoubtedly of the great-
eut value In evolving a new system to take the place
of ope that is confessedly antiquated and Inade-
quate to the needs of the city at the present time.

The recommendations of the committee are in
many respects radical. Under the system proposed
thore will be fAlteen Instead of forty-five members
of the Board of Education, and there Is to bhe a
¢lean sweep at the beglnning of July next. That is
a most important and slgnificant change. The pres-
ent board ls so large as to be cumbersome, and
responstbility Is g0 much divided that it Is virtually

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EMPLOTES TREATED LIBERALLY.

NO GENERAL INCREASE OF WAGES ON THR
BROOKLYN ELEVATED ROAD, HOW-
EVER-KINGS COUNTY MEN SHARE
IN THE PROFITS.

Statements have been published In the course of
the last week to the effect that the Brooklyn Fle-
vated Rallroad had advanced the wages of Its brake-
men, conductors and engineers, and It was naturally
taken for granted that this action had some connec-
tion with the strike on the trolley roads, and was a
precautionary measure to prevent the possibility
of a strike on this elevated line, As a matier of
fact there has been no such increase in wages as
Fas heen represented in the published statemenis.

President Uhlmann, when asked what the com-
pany had actually done, gald frankly that there had
been no general increase In wages, although the
pay of the Aremen had been Inereased to the rated
existing prior to October 1, 1893 That was an in-
crease of 10 cents a day, so that firemen will hence-
forth reccive $175. At the date mentioncd there was
4 reduction of wages all around, owing to the de-
crease of business caused by the con petition of the
trolley roads, but the promise was made to the men
that the old rater would be restored as soon as the
company's financlal resources made it possible. The
restoration has now been made in the case of the
firemen, but not as to other employes The com-
pany has, however, been Itberal in dealing with the
men who have been doing extra work since the
strike on the surfuce lines began, Owing to the
increage in travel a much larger number of trains
than usual has been run. Ten hours constitute &
day's work on this road, and all overtime entitles

thos# at work to extra mﬁ-'. For extra time durin
the first week of the strike the company allow
o0 P" cant in addition to the usual pay, and Y
Uhimann sald *hat probably the came thing wou
be done for the second week. One man who was
anxious to Increase his earnings did two weeks'
work In one week, and of course received a hand-
some bhonus.

The company decided recently to allow its men
half an hour a day for thelr meals, Instead of com-
pelling them to eat on the tralns while attendin to
:hei{ dutles. The policy of the company tow
employes (s liberal In ?lher respects. For example,
sixteen minutes' overtime Is counted as one :
work for more than one hour but less than three
hours, Is counted as ,hree hours, and continuous
work for more than three hours, but less than
hours, counts as haif a day.
