“fvashington, Jan. 30.—The humillating failure
of the Democratlc managers in the Senate to
orlginate any plan whatever for the rellef of the
Treasury's embarrassment led to-day to an ex-
tremely outspoken and pointed debate in the
sdaliberative branch,” Sénator Sherman taking
advantage of the discussion raised to administer
{0 the responsible Demaocratic majority one of his
characteristically blunt and candid personal re-
pukes. In his vehement and Intensely dramatic
way, the Ohlo Senator heatedly assalled the
pemocratic leaders for thelr indifference to the
perils which threaten the Natlonal eredit and
their eareless and do-nothing attitude in the face
of a genuine public erisls. The Finance Commit-
tee, he declared, was bound hand and foot by
the determination of the Democratic majority to
extort from the Administration its sanction of a
free sllver colnage measure, as the price of any
general remedial currency or financlal legislation,
Unless, Mr. Sherman continued, the more sober
and conservative Senators on both sides of the
chamber should come together In support of
some practical scheme for the rellef of the Treas-
ury, and discharge the helpless majority of the
Committee on Finance from all responsibility or
authority, there was apparently no hope of re-
storing public confidence and checking the pres-
ent disastrous strain on the country's credit.

The real problem to meet, Mr, Sherman [rank-
Iy warned the majority leaders, was to supply
at once the alarming deficlency In the revenues
caused by the fallure of the Wilson-Gorman law
—a deflclency which had been supplied by a
wasteful draln on the Treasury's gold reserves,
It sufficlent additicnal revenue could be obtained
to make good the supply of gold taken to pay
current obligations during the present fiscal
year, or some further bond or certificate loan
could be floated to cover this deficiency, the Ohlo
Senator thonght that the distress of the Treas-
ury could be tided over, and a return to normal
financlal conditions could be assured.

This direct and earnest appeal from the veteran
financler of the Senate for some sensible and
practical action cleared the alr wonderfully. It

exposed at once the {ll-concealed antipathy of
the Democratic side 0 any remedlal legiziation
which does not open the door to unlimited sllver
inflation, and at the same time punctured the
sophistical contention of the Presldent and Pro-
fessor Wllson that no deficiency exists and that
no-additional revenue is needed to re-establish
%he solvency of the Treasury. Mr. Sherman, as
usual, points the way to the only sensible and

feasible remedy for the Treasury’s distress, and
powerful authority will welgh justly, It is to
hoped, with both the apposltion party in Con-
gress and with the Administration in the con-
struction of any further measures for the rellef
of the public credit.

THE DISASTER.

STORY OF

PANIC REIGNED ON THE DECKS OF
THE ELBE,

THE STEAMER WIHICH STRUCK HER WAS GOING

AT UNCHECKED SrEED IN THE DARK-
NEAS-THRILLING NARRATIVES OF
THE SURVIVORS,

London, Jan. 30.—The North German Lloyd
stewmship Elbe, bound from Bremen for New-
York, was sunk In a colllslon with a small
steamer fifty miles off Lowestoft early this
morning  She carried 400 people, Only twenty-
one survivors have been landed, but a few
others may etlll be afloat In one of the ship's
small boats. At 10 o'clock thls evening the
number of Hves lost was given out as 350,

The survivors of the wreck were landed at
Lowestoft by the fishing smack Wild Flower
at 6:40 o'clock this evening. All of them were
th a pitlable condition. The passengers were
but half clothed., Thelr few garments were
frozen atiff, thelr halr was coated with lee,
and anxlety and effort had exhausted them
completely.  The officers and satlors were fully
dressed, but their clothes had been drenched
and frozen, and they had been almost paralyzed
with cold and fatigue, They had been ashore
three hours before they had recovered suf-
ficlently to tell the story of the wreck. Thelr
wecounts agreed upon the fellowing points:

The Elbe loft Bremen on Tuesday afternoon.
The fow hours of the voyage before the disas-
tor wers uneventful, At 4 o'clock this morning
the wind was blowing hard and a tremendgus
sen was running. The morning was unusually
Aark. Numerous llghts were seen in all direc-
tinne, showing that many vessels were nearby.
The captain ordersl, therefore, that rockets
should be sent up at regular Intervals to warn
the eraft to keep out of the Elbe's course.

A CRASH IN THE DARKNESB.

It wne near to 6 o'clock, and the Elbe was
some fifty miles off Lowestoft, coast of Suffolk,
when the lookout man slghted a steamer of about
1,600 tons approaching. He gave the word and,
as a precaution, the number of rockets was
doubled, and they were gent up at short intervals,
The warning was without effect. The steamer
came on with unchecked speed, and before the
Elbe could change her cotrse or reduce her speed
notably there was the terrific crash of the col-
Hslon,

The Elbe was hit abaft her eng'ne-room. When
the smaller steamer wrenched away an @normous
hole was left in the Elbe's slde. The water
poured through and down into the engine-room
in a4 cataract, The room filled almost instantly.
The englnes were still and the blg hulk began to
aettle.

The passengers were in bed. The bitter colgd
and rough sea had prevented any early rising,
and none except the officers and crew on duty
was on deck when the ship was struck. The
shock and crash roused everybody, The steerage
was in a panle in a moment, and men, women
and children, halt dressed or in thelr night
clothes, came crowding up the companlon-ways.
They had heard the sound of rushing water as
the other aieamer backed off, and had felt the
Elbe lurch and settle. They had grasped thé
fact that it was then life or death with them, and
almost to & man had succumbed to thelr terror.
They clung together In groups, facing the cold
and storm, and erled aloud for help or prayed on
thelr knees for dellverance.

THE LIFERBOATS LAUNCHED.

The officers and crew were calm. For a few
moments they went among the terror-stricken
groups trying to qulet them and encouraging
them to hope that the vessel might be saved. It
wad soon apparent, however, that the Elbe was
gettling steadily. The officers were convinced
that she was about to founder and gave orders to
lower the boats, In a short time three boats were
got alongslde, but the seas were breaking over
the steamer with great force and the first boat
was swamped before anybody could get Into It.

HOW THE BURVIVORS ESCAPED.
Carl Hofmann, who came ashore in the Wild

Flower, seid In an interview:

My home is in Grand Island, Neb. I had my
wife and boy of seven with me on the Elbe.
We lefr Bremen for home on Tuesday. I was
asleep In our stateroom when a nolse like A gun-
shot woke me. 1 jumped ouw of bed and spoke
to my wife, who had been aroused as suddenly.
1 asked her what she thought the trouble was,
but she seemed to pay little attention to it. I
was not greatly alarmed, although I heard
scuffling feet and hoarse shouts on deck, ) |
hurried Into a few of my clothes, however,
and went to the upper deck. I saw only too
clearly then what had happened. I rushed he-
low and helped my wife and boy throw on a few
clothes, and we went on deck together.

The excitement and confugion cannot be des
seribed. 1 never saw anything like it. Every-
body seemed to have lost his head. The scene
was distressing bevond anything else 1 ever
saw. Men, women and children were running
about madly, the women screaming with terror,
and every man getting In the other's way, The
darkneas increased the confusion and fright.

DESPAIRING CRIES OF THE WOMEN,

Suddenly 1 heard shrill, despairing cries from
the wamen: “There are no more boats!” I then
saw the men at the davits, 1 noticed that the
ropes were frozen so hard or were so tangled
that the sailors had to chop them frantically
ts get the boats clear. The sallors were doing
their best, however, and worked with might and
main. They finally got out the aft quarter boat
on the port side. 1 could see that it was full of
people, but the sallors could not lower it.

Meanwhile the steamer was settling percepti-
bly. T taok my boy In my arms and got into the
gecond bont. My wife was close behind when
somebody shouted: “All women and children go
on the other side of the ship!" I believe the
captaln gave the order. My wife started to run
across the deck, and that is the iast I saw of
her. T clung to my boy, but some men selzed us
and dragged us out of “he boat, ami my pince
was token by one of the crew. %his boat got
clear of the steamer. PBefore the men at the oars
could get full command of her, a blg wave al-
most dashed her against the steamer's big fores
mast, which had gone by the board at the time
of the colliston. It was almost miraculous that
the boat was not swamped.

Another hoat was got out. I took my boy Into
1t, and gupposad that be had remained by my'
side, but just as the boat was lowered I found
that he had disappeared, He had been torn
away In the rush and scramble for pinces, T
tried to get back, but the boat went down with
@ jump, and the moment we reached the water
the sallors pushed off,

MI188 BUECKER'S STORY.

The United Press reporter called at the Sallors®
Home at 10:20 o'clock to see Miss Buecker. Her
doctor sald that she was in such a state of
physical and nervous exhaustion when she ar-
rived that he had put her to bed. She had
rested and felt much better, and would not suf-
fer any permanent injury from her experience.

Miss Buecker sald: :

1 was in bed when the steamer struck. 1 was
aroused by & great crash, followed by shouts and
the trampling of feet on deck. Tt was dark when
1 reached the top of the stalra leading to the
deck. 1 found that two of the lifeboats were be-
ing lowered, and ran to one of them. The
steamer was sinking gradually. One side was al-
roady low in the water. Soms men shoved me in-
to the boat, which was then lowered.

We had hardly reached the water before the
boat upset and all were thrown out. As that
part of the Elhe was partly submerged, most of
the others managed to get back on the steamer,
1 went under, and when 1 came up, clutched the
bow of the capsized lifeboat. 1 clung to it des-
perately until another lifeboat that had been
launched picked mw up. We suffered terribly
until the Wild Flower reseued us. [ lost all my
clothes, but I saved my money and watch, which
I had in the belt round my walst.

THE ELBE BANK IN TWENTY MINUTES.

The steerage passenger Bothen gave this de-

seription of his experience,

I was godng to France by way of Southampton.
At the moment of the colllslon I was in the foree
castle, When the steamers came together the
noise was deafening, lilke the crash of lcebergs
Then came a series of tearing and  grinding
sounds, I hurrled back, and found the officers
and erew at quarters. Two boats were belng
fowered, but [ saw no others, 1 am sure that the
ropes were not frozen. They ({ere somewhat stift,
but not 8o as to hinder the lowering of the boats,
After I entered the boat which the Wild Flower
afterward pleked up, 1 did not see any other
small boat. The Elbs went down about twenty
minutes after the collision.

Jan Vevera, a cabin passenger, had been vise

{ting his elck brother In Germany, and was re-
turning with his nlece to Ameriea. His nlece waa

lost. He told this story.

I fell asleep In the coffee-room at about 2:30
o'clock. When I awoke and looked at my watch
it was 5:30. All was qulet except the whirl of
the serews and the beating of the water. 1 dozed
off agaln, perhaps for ten minutes, A terrifio
crash got me up with a jump. 1 ran out and
soon saw that everything was upside down. Peo-
ple were rushing around below in a frenzy, some
of them half naked and all enly partly dressed,
1 made my way up on deck, and seeing the mall
man 1 asked him what was the matter. He was
ealm and collected, and replled carelessly: “Oh,
nothing I8 the matter.” I could see without being
told, however, that something terrible had haps

pened.

FRANTIC STRUGGLE FOR THE BOATS.

I ran below to get my niece. 1 tried to reach
her cabin, but was not able to get far, as the
woodwork had been shattered and broken t!mberg
and boards were wedged across the corridon
When 1 found I could get no further 1 went to
my own cabln, got my waterproof coat and pul
on two lfe-preservers.
