Washington, Feb, 16—The resolution Intro-
@uced several days ago by Mr, Hill pledging the
Government to the payment of its bond obliga-
tions in the best money In use at the time of
their maturity was latd before the Senate this
morning, and It plunged that body into an anl-
mated discussion of the embarrassments anfl
perplexities of the present financial situation.
AMr. Hill, although he did not ask or desire a
wote upon hls resclution, rougat an opportunity
to express 1o the Senate and to the country his
views on the necessity of maintaining the Na-
tional credit at all hazards, even though such a
golley might involve an indorsement In whole or
fn part of the recent extraordinary bond sale
operations of the Administration.

The New-York Senator spoke for nearly an
%iour on his resolution; deprecating, on the one
#and, an abandonment of th fixed policy of the
United States to malntain the parity of silver
with gold, vet, on the other, insisting upon the
necessity of meeting the Government's obliga-
tions in gold coin if the maintepance of that
parity seemed at any time impossible. Mr.
Hill, though not appearing as an apologist of
the President and his financlal agents and ad-
visers, was led into a general defence of the Ad-
ministration’s latest bargain with the foreign
bond syndicate, declaring hiz belief that Con-
gress, rather than the Presldent, was reap melble
for the more odious and extortionate features of
the Government's contract with My, Beimont
gnd Mr. Morgan.

Mr. Hill's defence of the Administration drew
wut a series of rejoinders from Senators Woleott,
Lodge and Teller. all of whom denounced the los-
ing bargain for the sale of the new 4 per cents
fn terms more emphatie than have previously
peen employed In either branch of Congreas,
PBoth Mr, Woleott and Mr. Lodge condemned the
President’s negotlation as the blackest contract
ever entered (nto by any Administration, and de-
nounced it In uneparing language as an inex-
gusable blow at the public eredit.

The whole discussion was carried on by cour-
tesy and At the expense of the Agricultural Ap-
jon bill, which has been pending for two
days in the Senate. The patlence of Mr. Call,
who has charge of this bill, was finally exhausted,
He summarily shut off the debate about 3 o'elock.
Mr. Vilas threatens o Tencw it, however, on
Monday, when during the morning hour he will
call up his own bill for thée acceptance of the
ten-day option clause of the Administration’s
contract with the bond syndicate, for the pur-

se of putting on record an additional inspired
defence of, the Administration's financial pro-

THE SPEECH OF MR HILL.

Mr. Hill sald that he desired to say a few words
fn support of the resolution, which was of such
# nature that it ought to be approved by every
fember of the body. He assumed that nearly
pvery Senator was a bimetallist in the popular
#ense of the term, and that therefore his resolu-
tlon embodled their views. He excepted, of course,
gome who might be gold monometallists or sliver
monometalllsts, The resolutlon was a skafe, con-
servative and appropriate resolution at this time.
The first part of It announced the irue policy of the

the establishment of bimetallissn, He recalled to
the attention of the Senate the act which repealed
the purchasing clauge of the Sherman law, rnd
which declured that it was the duty of the Govern-
ment to pursue steadily the steps toward the main-
tenance of himetallism. He appealed to the true
friends of both silver and gold, to the men who de-
sired the double standaird. To those who sald that
it was impossible to malntaln the double standard
in this country he had nothing to say. He be-
Meved that it was possihle to malntain It. It per-
haps could not be maintained at all times and at
all hours in exact precislon. It might take prep-
aratlon. It might require wise laws, It might re-
quire a friendly Administration, He compared Mre
EBherman's substitute with his own resolution, pre-
ft::::u the latter.

PACH BROTHERS' STUDIO BURNED OUT.

MUCH DAMAGE DONE TO OTHER OCCUPANTS OF
THE BUILDING BY WATER-RAPID SPREAD
OF THE FLAMES-THE THOROUGH-
FARE BLOCKED WITH SPEC-

TATORS.

A fire invelving a heavy water damage broke out
at 1.20 o'clock yesterday afternoon in Pach Hroih-
ers’ photographic studio, on the top floor of the |
five-story brownstone building, Nos. 036 and W7
The structure |
runs throngh to Fifth-ave. Pach Brothers' studio
was burned out, and the firms in the lower stories
gustained heavy loss from water.

A number of men were at work when the fire
started. The flames spread so rapidly that they
had to run for their lves By the time the fire-
men came in response 10 the first alarm, the fire
A secoml
alarm was rung immediately. The fames soon
spread through the top story and burst out of the
windows in Broadway and In Twenty-seconil-st,
The blage attracted a large crowd and the police
had great difficulty forming a fire-line. The Broad-
way cars were blocked while the fire was burning.
When Chief Bonner arrived he ordered a  third
alarm to be struck as a precautionary measure.
The fire proved to be an obstinate pne. 1t was all
In the Broadway end of the structure, and did not
burn through to the Fifth-ave. shie

Tower No. 2 was rigeed up in Twenty-second-st,
and sent a stream right straight into the windows
of the burning fleor.  The firemen also carried !
lines of hose up on the fire-escape balconies on the |
gtrest slde of theé building. The hore hurst sev-
eral times, drenching the crowds that were watch-
ing the fire,

Many ot {ts supporters are
advocates of a gold currency, but In search of &
remedy for the exlaunf economic depression,
Count Mirbach, who introduced It, said: “Amer-
{ea must adopt elther gold or silver currency, and
it she choosea silver, Germany will have to seal
her ports hermetically against the United States,™
Count Herbert Bismarck was one of the speak-
ers In favor of the motion, but put his finger on
one maln cause of the fallure of the Brussels
Conference. The Powers which took part in that
conference had arrived at no previous under-
standing  Is it lkely they could now agree on
anything? Recent proceedings in the American
Senate and House of Representatives do not en-
eourage that bellef, for they reveal the silver men
in thelr usual irreconcilable and unreasonable at-
titude, ready to sacrifice the Interests and the
eredit of Government and couptry to the inter-
psts of that section which swears by silver.
