HENRY WATTERSON DESCEIBES THE NREAK IN

THE SOUTH A8 PERMANENT-WALTER EVANS

CAN EBE BUILT UP WITHOUT FED-
BMRAL ELECTION LAWS

Louisville has two representative men who are
capable of discerning the tendencies and fore-
casting the forces of public opinfon in the South.
One is Henry Watterson, the genial and brilliant
Editor of “The Courler-Journal,” who s recog-
nized in the East and West, as well as In the
South, as an original thinker and a man of force,
The other is Walter Evans, a progressive leader
of the old Republican guard in the South, who
has recently accomplished the unprecedented feat
of overcoming a hostlle majority of over 7.000
and securing an election to Congress by a plu-
rallty of over 4,100. It was a privilege 1o ncet
these two representative men at the close of a4
midwinter journey through twelve Southern
States, and while 1 did not vndertake to “inter-
view” them in the professicnal sense of the word,
1 epuld hardly be expected to refraln from quot-
ing some things which they sald, tending to con-
firm mpressions received elsewhere In the South,

Mr. Watterson has a marked talent for lumi-
nous convergatlon, 1 have read a long, carefully
prepared article from his pen in that morning's
“Courier-Journal,” In his characterlstle style, but
his afternoon talk with me at his clul, 1f it conld
have bien reproduced stenographically, would
have digcloged the same lucldity of expression,
vigor of thought and exquisite finish of form,
There are few suprelatively good talkers in Amer-
jca, but he s one of them, not only by virtue of
natural genlailty, good fellowship and brilant
accomplishments, but aleo through his capacity
for original thought,

Mr. Watterzon does not hesltate to describe the
break in the South as a permanent one, He
speaks of it as a result which was destined 10
occur ag soon ae the Republican party met the
Southern peopte “with 18 policies In one hand
and the olive branch in the other.,” As soon as
the race question, which has hung over the South
as a menace since Reconstruction days, wis ie-
moved, the Solld South was broken. Tt wil
main broken unless a Iepublican Coneroess by
the revival of Federal elections bills atteiipts to
fuse It together again, and that is most unlikely,
The Republican party, according to Mr. Watter-
Bon, h“ pecome more moderate and eonserva-
tive on all publle questions than It has been, and
with the race question out of the way, Southern
men will divide on party lnes naturally and ac-
cording to thelr interests and convictions, The
defeat of the Foree blll and the repeal of the
Federal Election laws have brought other Repub-
Yiean policles to bear directly upon the South
where they are exerting attractive force. While
the Republlcan party now geems to have the bet-
ter chance of carrying the next Presidential elec-
tlon, many things may Intervene to change the
situation. That election will, unquestionably,
turn upon financial questions rather than the
tarift,

Mr. Watterson talks with apprehension and
foreboding of the material conditions of the
country, which he considers much more alarm-
ing than its political conditions. He refers to
cheap cotton as the unerring sign of rulnous
and disordered agriculture. With cotton eelling
at b cents and below the actual cost of produc-
tion, and with wheat marketed at the lowest
prices ever known, the two great staples of
American agriculture are unprofitable, and the
farmers and planters of the country are exposed
to terrible suffering and loss from overproduc-
tlon. The low prices of iron and other leading
manufactures do not allow an adequate margin
of profit, and these industries, like cotton plant-
ing and wheat farming, are unremunerative,
When the largest classes of producers are work-
ing at a loss and when trusts and monopolles are
operated without restraint, the material Inter-
este of the country are confronted with an im-
pending crisls, In which there will be tremendous
shrinkages of values and a vast deal of suffer-
ing, and out of which thers will come same re-
organization of economic forces, While an ap-
timist in politics, Mr. Watterson is inclined to be
a pessimist when he conslders the evils of over-
production, and his main consolation is the re-
flection that in the United Btates producers yre
on the whole better off than they are anywhere
€lse,

That Protection has been gaining ground in the
Bouth Mr. Wattarson frankly admits, New re-
cruits for that cause spring up from the intro-
duction of manufactures and the diversification
of industries. Cotton manufacturing, in his judg-
ment, will be removed Inevitably from New-Eng-

to the cotton belt, where there are superior
facllities for carrying it on economically. In llke
manner he antlcipates the transfer of the lron
industry from Pennsylvania to Tennessee and
Alabama. With its inexhaustible supplies of cot-
ton, iron, coal and timber, the South has all the
raw materlals required for successful competi-
tion with the North in manufacturing, It s des-
tined to become the manufacturing centre of the
country. These changes in the industrial order
are inevitable, and will Involve naturally a shift-
ing of oplnlon on economic questions, Alded by
the proverblal zeal of new converts, Protection
may yet find its strongest support where indus-
tries are newest—that 1s, in the South. Mr. Wat-
terson belleves firmly, however, that In the end
manufacturers themselves will bring in free
trade, and that the movement will recelve its
etrongest impulse from New-England and Penn-
pylvania after the superiority of the South in
textlle and meta! manufactu, ¢ has been demon-
strated and the whole country |s lmpressed
with the necessity of reaching after the markets
of the world. 1 have not attempied to reproduce
Mr. Watterson's language, but oniy to Indicate
broadly his vlews on Natlonal questions.

Walter Evans is naturally so highly elated over
the Republican victories of last fall, when Louls-
wille was carrled by storm against the “Hucking-
ham gang” and numercus seats galned In Con-
gress, that it le with difficulty that he can be
induced to talk about anything el=e. His own
majority for Congress was so large that he would
be justified, if he were not a molest, unassuming
politiclan and an intensely loyal Republican, in
claiming it as a personal triumph entitling him
to party leadership in the State. It scems almost
incredible to hear Republicans in their sober
serses talking calmly and confidently about the
practicability of electing a Governor In so rock-
ribbed a Democratic stronghold as Kentucky: but
that Is one of the signs that the whirlizig of time
has nearly completed Its revolution in the New
South. A Republlcan Governor of Kentucky is
mot oul of the questlon, but a weak candidate
with a tainted record will have no chance of
election.

Mr. Evans did not say anything to me about
the Governorship, but he was most emphatic In
declaring that the Republican party now has n
golden opportunity for gaining recrults and mul-
tiplying Its resources in the South. “How can
the Republican party be bullt up in that quarter?”
1 asked, repeating a question which 1 had put
to party leaders In other Bouthern States, and
recelving substantially the same replles, [t
can be done,” suid Mr. Evans, “by suspension of
all talk about Federal elections bills. Such mens.
ures are no longer necessary, although the crimes
sections empowering the Federal Courts to pun-
{sh election criminals might be revived so as to
be applied when State Courts are Inoperative.
But there ought to be no further menace of Fed-
eral intervention in elections. The Southern
States can safely be left to take care of them.

matie gervice,” When men like Mr. Evans speak
of suspending digcussion of the negro question,
they do not favor abandonment of the cause of
froe sulfrage under theo safeguards of the Fif-
teenth Amendiment. They simply mean that the
National policles of the party ought to be made
as prominent In the Houth as In the North. and
that the time has passed for barren controversy
over negro domination and the everlasiing race
question,

Mr. Wattereon, a political opponent, hag paid
a generous tribute to the brilllant exploit of this
Republican leader In cartying the Louisville dis-
trict. 1e has sald that “in the history of parties
there was nover a4 better-planned and better-
fought canvass for Congress than that of Colonel
Evans, or a victory entitling its hero to greater
¢onsideration at the hands of his party”; and
after forecasting for him high rank in debate at
Washington, has added that while he may never
encounter another landsilde, before the next
campeign opens “he will have turned his jack,
being already six in the game' After this char-
acteristic eulogy from an antagonist, it will be
instructive to revert to the principles upon which
this successful eanvass was conducted.  Colonel
Evans won his victory on Nuatlonal issues, laying
stress upon the disastrous conscquences of the
Interference by the party Iin power with those
coonomic polldles under which the American peo-
ple had enfoved unexampled prosperity, and in-
viting support from all patriotie eltizens In over-
throwing' Democracy when it had shown itself
Incompetent to conduct the business interests of
the Natbom, - He was not silent pespecting elec-
tion frauds in the South, and demanded a fair

A numberof serlouschargeshave been made against
the officlal conduct of Anthony Clinchy, the gas-meter
{nspector for the State of New-York Mr. Clinchy has
his office at No, 115 East Ninth-st. He is a plumber,
and was appointed gas-meter inspector March 30,
1862, for a term of five years, by Governor Flower,
The charges against Clinchy are that he charged
exorbitantly for “badging’” or “sealing gas meters
made 1n other Btates and gent for use into New-
York State. The complaints are made principally
by gds-meter companies In Pennsylvanla. All gas
meters used In this Btate must be inspected and
tested by Clinchy or his deputies, and must bear
his badge, or seal, showing that they are accurate,
It is asserted that when gas meters made in other
States are sent to Clinchy to be “badged,” the first
question he asks 1s “How much is there in it for
me™ and If his terms are not acceded to the
meters must wait for months before they can be
used, thereby bﬂnglnu’ great losses on the manu-
factirers. It Is sald that he has amassed a fortune
in this way, and has the gas-meter companles at his

mercy.

Mr. Clinehy was not in when a Tribune reporter
called at his office yesterday, but hls son Thomas,
who Is assoclated in the business with him, said:
“The charges are entitely unfounded. Of courss
we charge for our service in provi rivate ineter:

INTERESTING RUMORS TO THE EFFECT THAT
THEY ARE TO WITHDRAW FROM THE

“There has been a good deal of talk among
tobacco-dealers of about the retlrement of
Major Ginter and Francis Kinney, One thing that
has given color to this talk is the remarkabla
amount of advertising that has been done Ly the
kinney Hrothers, independently of the American
Tobacca Company. In almost every clty of the
I'nited States in which I have been, from the Pu-
citie Coast to the Atlantic, I have notlced large ad-
vertisements of Kinney Drothers’ wares, Ona would
faturadly suppose that Mr. Kinney, being one of the
| principal stockholders of the Amerlcan Tobacco
Compans, would not care to advertise the waras of
his own company indepentently of the American
Tabacco Company, in which he Is so largely inter-
| ested. This has been going on only for the last few
woeks, but it has been done on such an exténsive
senle that it has led tobaceo-dealers to believe that
Alr. Kinney contemplated getting out of the Ameri-
