MAX O'RELL'S STATEMENT THAT THEY FORM 12
PER CENT OF THE WHOLE FAR FROM THE
TRUTH-4 PERl CENT IS NEARER RIGHT.
Max O'Rell (Paul Blouet), the well-known French
lecturer, who has given many Interesting and In-
structlve talks in New-York City, recently made
the startling statement that twelve per cent of
the children born In New-York Clty were 1Hegitl-
mate, Bevernl persons have objected to this dec-
laration, and have asked on what ground Max
O'Rell bases such an assertion. When asked noout

the matter the lecturer sald:

“My statement was made upon informatlon re-
celved from one of the best-known lawyers In this
city. I do not care to glve his name to the publie,
but I have cvery confidence in his word, 1 have no:
studied the matter mys=elf, und cannot guote any
statistics in support of what I have said, 1f official
documents can be shown, proving that 1 am in
error, 1 will gladly retract. I never hold on to an
assertion when it Is disproved.”

As the
fllegitimate births occurring In the maternity and
Iving-!n hosplianis of this clty are reported regularly
and fally, it s hardly possible that the percentage
of lllegit!mate Lirths would prove to be more than
8 or 4 per ¢ent of the entire number, and § per cent
would be an excesdingly llberal estimute, It seems
hardly possible that Max ('Rell could have made
the statement attributed to him, that 12 per cent of
the children born in New-York are lllegitimate, as
there are no statlsties upon which he could safely
base any Statement on the subject, except those
furnished you herewlith.”

SHARP ADVANCES HERE AND ABROAD.

RIG SPOT SALES IN LIVERPOOL—HEAVY TRADING

ON THE NEW:YORK COTTON EXCHANGE
The upward movement 1n cotton continued with
fresh vigor vesterday. On no day since this revival
began was the advance more notable. The May
option rose to 6.3, or ¥ poaints above the lowest
tonched on February 2 The trading on the New-

| York Cotton Exchange was heavier and the excite-

ment a8 great 235 on any day since the autumn of
1892, when cotton rose to 1) cents a pound. The total
transactons reached #5000 pales. The fluctuations
of the market wers violent enough to suit the most
seasoned speculator, Opening on strong forslgn
rews at an advance of T to 12 paints over Tuesday's
rloss, quotations receded under selling orders from
New-Orleans and local traders and a reaction at
Liverpool, uatil all the advancwes of the day were
lost on the early deliveries, Then came predictions
of frost expected over the eotton belt, and reports
of continued rains in the South retardiog the
ploughing and planting. Prices bounded up again
and gcored the highest point reached on the rise.

| There was an easier feeling at the close. The net

galn for the day was 10 to 13 points.

The blg Jump at the start was on news of rales
of 25,000 bales in Liverpool to Manchester spinners
at an advance ¢ 2. Futures in Liverpool were
up correspondingly. Such a hig spo: business abroad,
escesding the hopes of the most enthuslastic bulls,
seemed 1o confirm all that has been said of the in-
trinsic merit of the staple. Spot cotton was ad-
vaneed iy eent in this market, There were #pot
saleg of 5,000 bales in New-Orleans and 4,72 in Mem-
phis. Port recelpis so far this week have been T4-
W bales, agalnst 8,000 Jast week,

There was very heavy trading in the August de-
lvery, and 1t 8 though: the bulk of the large May
interest here has been transferred to that month,
The August option cloxed at 635, The quotation for
middling cottan in Liverpool to-day was 311-32. Thig
is still 23-32 below the jevel of last year.
