Bt. Petersburg, May 7.—The “Journal de St
Petersburg,” the semi-official organ of the Rus-
plan Government, cammenting on Japan’s aban-
donment of her ¢lalm to permanent orerpution of
the Liau-Tong peninsula, says that this action
Aispels all fears avising from the situation in the
East. “Ths wike declslon,” the nrticle continues,
Yonly tends to render gecure the positln which the
victor owen to her RUCCERKeH, and earnw fur her
the eateem of elvilized natlonns, which Hope o see
Japan bheal the wounds that war inflicts and e
pume the work of strengthening ani increasing
her industrinl resources”

Paris, May 7.—The European edition of “The
New-York Herald” to-morrow will esntain a dis-
patch from Toklo, under date of to-day, saying
that Japan, on the exchange af ratifieations to-
morrow, will agree to surrender Port Avthur and
part of the Liau-Tong peninsula 1o China in con-
plderation of the payment of 100,000.000 taels. Ji-
pan may also annex to Corea that part of Man-
churia which ig left to her. It 18 belleved that this
perfectly satisfles Russia and insures peace.

“La Lanterne.” In an artlcle on the result of the
protest agalnst Japanese occupation of Chinese

The peaceiul success of the protesting Powers in
regard to Japan's conquests in the East makes
France's position in connectlon with the coming
celebration at Kiel of the opening of the Raltic
fea Canal much less burdensome, both morally and
politically.

The “Matin" congratulates France on the suc-
cess of the protest, but severely comments on the
gttitude of the American and English press in
the crisis.

THE GATHERING AT CHE-FOO.

London, May 7.—A dispatch from Shanghal to
the Central News says that all the Chinese and
Japanese peace envoys have arrived at Che-Fon,
where the ratifications of the treaty of peace are
to be exchanged. The dispatch alss says that a
score of forelgn warships are now at Che-Foo,

“The Times" to-morrow will print a dispatch
from its St. Petershurg correspondent, saving
that military preparations in the East have heen
suspended by telegraphic orders. Russia Is evi-
dently glad, he says, to escape from her awkward
position, -

“The Times'" eays It Is reported that, In con-
sideration of her abandonment of all claims to
the Liau-Tong peninsula, Japan will receive an
additional indemnity of £10,0060.000,

A dispatch from Yokohama to “The Pall Mall
Gazette” pays that, ylelding to the representa-
tions of the Powers, Japan has unconditionally
abandoned her claim w0 the Liao-Tong penin-
sula. _

A dispatch to a news agency from Bhanghal
gays that the Chinese Emperor has sent an
autograph letter to the Czar, and another to
Presldent Faure, asking Russia and France to
assist China In bearing her war expenses, and
promising special commercial advantages in re-
turn.

8ir Edward Grey, replying to a questlon In
the House of Commons to-day, by Sir Ellis Ash-
mead Bartlett, said that the Government un-
derstood that an arrangement had been arrived
at between certain Powers hy thelr negotlations
with Japan, but could not add any informa-
tion to what had already becn published In
other quarters.

“The Standard” to-morrow will print the fol-
lowing from its Berlin correspondent.

There is reason to bejleva that Japan will not hold
any position on the Chinese malnand pending the
Btzmem of the war Indemnity, but will rest satis-

ed with the support of the Powers, It s ru-
mored that the Chinese indemnlty loan will be s
sued at 102, with interest at 6 per t. The Em-

ror of China intends to send a special mission to
he Czar, Emperor Wikilam and Presilent Faure to
convey his tharks for ihelr intervention in the
peace negotiations.

BURNS GIVES UP HIS BILL

|
| FAILURE OF AN ATTACK ON CIVIL SER-

VICE REFORM. :

THE SENATE PASSES THE BILL TO REORGANIZN
THE STATE CIVIL SBERVICE COMMISSION AND
ITS WORK—TERMS OF THE MEASURE.

[FROM THE REGULAR CORRESFONDENT OF THE TRIBUNE.]

Albany, May 7.—Assemblyman J. Irving Burna,
of Yonkers, has abandoned his bill declaring that
no applicant for a State or city office paying
under $4 a day shall be required to pass a civil
service exumination.

“1 thought there wia conslderable justice in the
bill when I introduced It, and T still think so,"”
sald Mr. Burns, “but I was unaware that it
would affect such a large proportion of the em=
ployes of the State and of the cities of the Blate,
The figures glven out by the State Clvil Bervice
Refarm Assoclation surprised me, and 1 resolved
ta deslst from pushing my bill. It is now before
the Assembly, but I shall not eall it up, and at
this late hour in the session it will not be passed.
Hoestdes, 1 have no desire now that it shall pass.”

The Senate this afterncon considered the ad-
mirable mensurs framed by Edward O'Connoe
and Charles T, Saxton, as members of the Bpe-
oinl Committee of the Legislature of 1584 which
{nvestigated the condition of the Clvil Bervice of
the State and then drew up a bill to strengthen
the Clvil Service Examination laws, The bill be-
gina with this flat-footed statement:

“All appointments and promotions in the Civil
Sarvice of the State and of ail the civil divisions
thereaf, including cities and villages, shall be
made acenrding to merit and fitness, irrespective
af political or religlous affilations.”

The measure provides that the three Clvil Bere
viee Commissioners shall recelve a yearly salary
of $4,000 each. This Is an Increase of $2,000,
and is designed to securs the services of men who
wlil devote most of their time to their duties. This
has not been the case hitherto. Sectlon 4 of the
act prescribes the rules which are to govern
clvil-service examinations. It says:

Senator Ralnes assalled the bill as one which
permitted the Civil Service Commissioners to hold
thelr offices, although they themselves had not
passed a clvil-eervice examination. He offered an
amendment, requiring such an examination, but
was heaten on it He then offerad an amendment
providing that the Clvil Service Commissioners
shauld devote their entire time to this work.
This wad also beaten, Another amendment,
requiring  the expense nceount of the Com.-
missloners to be audited by the State Con-
troller, was opposed by Senator O'Conner, and
was beaten, Senator Ralnes then declared that
the hill robbed the Governor of the authority to
approve or disapprove of the rules and regulations
drawn up by the Board of Civil Service Commis-
sloners. He offered an amendment, restoring this
right ta the Governor. Senator O'Connor o
pozed contlnuing this power in the Gover
hands. It was nne which had been greatly abused
by Govarnora Hil and Flower, he said. It mixed
up the Executlve with minor and petty dutles. Mr.
Ralnes's amendment was defeatad.

The Senate then eame to a vote on the bilL
Fenator Ralnes denounced it as a ridieulous one,
It was just the view of theybill the people would
expect him to take. The bill passed by a vote of 21
ta 4, the thres negative votes belng glven by Sena-
tors Mullin, 8melzer and Sullivan.
