GREEDINESS OF AUTHORS—M. I
PHONSE DAUDETS VISIT TO LON-|

Mr. Gosse's remark about the un‘brldled greedls |

ness of great authors bids fair to give rise to &
certain amount of literature. “The Chronicle”
challenged him to say whom ha meant,—who the
great writers ara who are vkilllng the goose on
which they all lived.” To this very direct ques-
tlon Mr. Gosse does not find it convenient to re-
ply. Instead of replying ke writes a letter of
gome thirty lines which ls a mere evasion of the
question. Ile complains of the “meagre and
fragmentary report” from which his interlocutor
quotes. Yet, “having just-read over & verbatim
report of what I did say.” he does not deny the
acouracy of the other report. He finds “nothing
to explain or retract.” It may therefore be taken
as conceded that Mi, Gosse did utter the of-
fonelve imputation which he declines to explain
or retract. He does not think it was offensive,
~Naturally. He tells us that at this Pookeellers'
Dinner his speech was listened to by 200 persons
—the assumption Is charining and characteristie
—“among them three or four novellsts of great
popularity and dlstinction, each of whom happens
to be my personal friend.” What has that to do
with the matter? Ie was actuated, moreover,
by the best intentlons, Most people are, especially
when they address disagrecable remarks to 200
people Including three or four personal friends,
Finally he agsures us that “the object, the sola
object, ot my words, such as they were, Was the
malntenance of the material prosperity of the
author,” These rather pompous futilities are all
that thus tar can be extracted from Mr. Gosse.

It appears, however, that Mr, Gosse 18 not only
an amateur author of the dilettante kind but
sreader” to a firm of publighers. It might not
be uncharitable, therefore, to u‘lme that when
he attacked the authors for greedineas, he really
held a brief for the publishers, or spoke from
thelr point of view. The publishers, 1 suppose it
may be sald without offending them, have long
been used to the llon's share of profits. Many of
them still are. But of late years the author has
understood his rights rather belter, and by help
of the Authors' Soclety nas even learned some-
thing of the mysteries of publishing. He makes
a better bargain than he did. The publigher has
to eoncede to him a larger share of the returns.
The relations between author and publisher are
on a more equitable basis. The publisher, not
unnaturally, likes the old times petter, and It
{s Mr, Gosse who gives utterance to his discon-
tent and rebukes the author for being . greedy
because he no longer submits to whatever terms
the publisher chooses to mpase on him. An odd
role for an author, even of the dilettante kind, to
play; odder still when Mr, Gosee's after-dinner
oratory takes the form ot a sweeping Invective
ngainst authors more succussful than he, and
holding less intimate relations to the publisher,

There 1s some danger, moreover, lest a further
discussicn arise on the question, who ars great
authors. “The Chronlcle,” which ls capabls of
sunbridled” enthusizsms, names Mr. Lecky, Mr.
Ruskin, Mr. Meredith, Mr. John Morley, Mr.
Hardy, Mr, Blackmore and—Mr. Glssing! These,
eries the Editor of the Third Page {n a fine Papal
tone, are great writers. Tne word “great” (8
used with loozeness. Out of the whole #geven
would any judiclous critle care to afMrm that
more than one Is really a great writer? Mr,
Ruskin 1#, on the whole, probably entitled to ba
enlled great. But if you are golng to include
Mr. Hardy, Mr. Blackmore and Mr. Glesing why
not Mr. Goss=e himselt? Mr. Lecky {s an eminent
historlan whose gtyle 1a adequate to the =subject
and no more. Mr. John Morley Is a gtudent, &
thinker, really a man of letters and a writer of
high me=l(; not & great writer, Mr, Meredith has
extraordinary gifts, among which the power of
writing good or even tolerable Engilsh cannot be
included. But as Mr. Gosse speaks of great
writers with the eame llcentiousness which
might characterize éven a writer for the press,
he may well enough have nad any or all of these
authors (n mind. At any rate, he must have had
somebody in mind; perhaps, as “The Chronlele™
suggests, writers who, If not great, have great
sales: Mr. Kipling, Mr. Marion Crawford, Mr.
Conan Doyle, and other heroes of the clrenlating
iibrary. Clearly, he ought not to let them all
rest under such an imputation if he means only
some. Tu be publiely censured by Mr. Gosse 13
a fate which only some gross form of iniquity
can really deserve,

M. Alphonse Daudet’s visit to London seems
likely to occur within a few days. He has been
much heralded and interviewed. The French
prees discusses his golng as if he were bound for
Central Afriea.

it you reflect that he tyavels with a whole
earavan of relations and attendants; his wile,
his mother-in-law, his brother, I think, eers
talnly his son and hig son's wife and his secres
tary and 1 know not how many more, An Eng-
lishman would make less fuss If he wore setting
out for the Malay Peninsula. To a Frenchman,
and perhaps to o French writer most of all, the
fuss 1s part of the attraction.  He Hkes to feel
that the eyes of his conntrymen are on him ne
he buys his ticket at the Care du Nord or bendas
over his basin on the Channel steamer. e
firmly belleves that he ia to encounter unknowa
perils.  He has certainly made his will and
tulken leave of his friends with a solemnity be-
fitting one who departs and knows not whether
he shall ever return, To him, as to most of his
countrymen, & journey of elght hours, four of
them beyond the confines of his native land, is
an event, lle thinks of himself as a rival to
Btanley and a worthy successor to the Abbd
Hue, The English are amused but Keep thele
countenances and they are quite prepared to
welcome o dstinguished writer without serutis
nizing his foibles, and to lonize him to his
heart's content,

M. Daudet’s most Intimate friend In England
seems to be an eminent Ameriean, Mr. Henry
James, to whom M, Daudet conslgns himself, as
he explains In his iuterview, But there are
many lterary socletles which will be only too
glad to pour out thelr homage at the Frenche
man's feet. The Institute of Journalists, which
grovelled before M. Zola, may be expected o
offer & better deserved lrlb‘ua to M. Daudet.
I hope they will, but whether they do or not
the memory of thelr melancholy mistake re-
mains. M. Daudet has once moré takea pains
to make It clear that he is not a borrower
from Dickens, and that he wrote “Fromont
Jeune” before he had read the Englishman.
Dut that is one of those rooted convictions to
which the journalist himself clings.

Something was sald the other day about the
growing Importance of the literary agent. The
gentlemen who glve themselves that plausible
title are middlemen. They stand between the
suthor and the publish:r, and make bargains
for the ono and with the other. Thelr usual
commission Is 10 per cent. Why should there be
need for them, or any occasion for their serv.
