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'NEW-JERSEY'S CORMORANTS.

HOW THE LITTLE STATE WAS PLUNDERED
BY WHOLESALE.

MORE BHAMEFUL FACTS DISCLOSED BY THE
YOORHEES COMM E—-HOW PHE TAX-
PAYERS WERE LOOTED THROUGH
BECRETARY KELEEY'S OFFICE.

[BY TELEORAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.)

Trenton, May 18.—The Voorhees Investigating
Committee devoted all of to-day's session to the
subject of printing and the fllegal system In
vogue In Secretary of State Henry C. Kelsey's
department, by which a favored printing firm

/ received $20,000 annually without competing; also
showing the vicious system of printing the State
laws in ninety newspapers at a cost to the State
of $120,000 annually.

Joseph L. Naar, editor and proprietor of “The
Trenton True American,” Mr. Kelsey's personal
friend and lone defender, was the first witness
called. Mr. Naar sald he {s owner of the print-
Ing establishment known under the firm name of
Naar, Day & Naar, which concern durlng the
last five years had revndered bills aggregating
$100,000 for printing done for the State without
entering Into any competition with priniing
houses. This was made possible by Secretmry
Kelsey's illegal actlon in faillng to make requl-
eitlon upon the State Controller for what his
office would need, at the heginuing of the fiscal
year. Being asked If any money had been ad-
vanced him by any State officer, Mr, Naar repll=d
at length, showing that he had had transactions
with Mr. Kelsey ageregating many thousands of
dollars. The Secretary of State had Indorsed his
notes, and loaned him as high as $15000, the
editor of the Democratic organ swore. [How-
ever, Mr. Naar showed that these loans Lad been
quickly paid off, and volunteered the statemen:
that the prinung recelved throuzh Mr. Kelsey's
hands had gone a long way in aiding him to
make regular payments. During the ive vears
Mr. Naar had bought property valued ut $40.000,
and also the interests of his partners in ' The
True American'

In explaining the basls upon which he charged
the State for printing, Mr. Naar clied the
statutes fixing 756 cents A thousand ems for com-
position, and 75 centz a token for press work
Last year the contract vrice in the case of some
work was as low as 214 cents a thousand ems
for composition and 20 cents a token fur press
work. The highest price pald last year under
the contract systems for composition was 47
cents a thousand ems.

Mr. Corbin asked Mr. Naar why he shouid not
have charged the State the same price for doing
work that he would have charged a private indl-
vidual, to which he replicd that the State did
not expect to get Its work dons as cheap as
others got it done. Asking the privilege to make
a statement, Mr. Naar sa!d what he had received
was simply political bounty, but he denied that
he had ever pald anybody any part of the money
vecelved from the State because of having alded
In getting the work.

Mr. Naar took exception to Mr. Corbin's state-
ment of last Tuesday, that his and Mr. Kelsey's
dealing savored of a conspiracy to defraud the
Etats.

Replying, Mr. Corbin sald it mattered not who
was hurt, the committee intended to bring out
the facts.

An expert printer. Edwin Fitzgeorge, being re-
'ca.lkd to the stand, gave comparisons beiween
the prices Naar, Day & Naar had charged the
State for ceriain goods furnished under contract,
and the price the same firm had charged the

* Btate when the goods were not furnished under
contract. Where a total of $39 % was charged
for certain goods furnished under contract, the
sum of 313511 was charged for identically the
same kind of goods furnished in exactly the same
quantities under Mr. Kelsey's orders outside of
the contract.

Taking up the question of printing the thou-
pands of election blanks glven out privately by
Becretary Kelsey in violation of law, the expert
gwore that work for which the State pald 32,187,
cost, with one-third profit, $1,07164. This same
proportion obtained all through the printing of
each of the different blanks needed. The print-
{ng of the election returns of 1893, for which the
ftate pald Naar, Day & Naar §36, Mr, Fitz-
george said If it had been done at the prevailing
contract price would have cost §127 76

Relleving Mr. Naar from further attendance on
the commitiee for the day, and also advising Mr.
Kelsey, who had been under subpoena in connec-
tion with the printing job2 of his office, that he
would not be called to the stand, Mr. Corbin an-
nounced his intention of showing the gross ex-
travagance In promulgating the laws of New-Jer-
sey. The counsel to the committee said that of all
the outrages upon the community the greatest
wae that of “muzzling the press’ This, he said,
was the effect of New-Jersey's system of promul-
gating the laws. There are 231 dally and weekly
newspapers, he said. and ninety wereannually sl-
Jenced by giving them the lzws, which this year
would amount to about $125.000, Thia was an
enormous item, he said, much higher In propor-
tlon than the amount pald in any other State In
the Union. The printing of laws in pamphlet form
custs about §2,000 a4 year, and In addition the State
paid the newspapers In 1885 the sum of $76.368; in
IREA, $47.949; in 1587, $40,052; In 1888, $79,000; in 1889,
$59,122: In 1550, $102,554; in 1891, $80.374; in 1892, 374..
Bi1: In 1853, $90,314; In 1894, $78,585; In 1805, $119

The discrepancy between 1886 and 1887, Mr. Cor-
bin explained was duas to the fact that in the
former year a law was passed providing that
$70,000 only be expendea on the publication of
laws. Such pressure was brought to bear, how-
ever, that the designating officer named several
additional papers at a cost of §30,000, which was
pald the following year. This year, he rald, as
the Atlantic City Charter blll was publighed, the
cont would be 390,000 additlonal, or a total of
$134.000. This charter bill was rejected by the
people of Atlantic City, affected no other eity, and
WHE Useless,

Mr. Corbin expialned that he had ascertained
the cost of printing the laws In eighteen different
States, and In no case, except New-York and
Pennsylvania, was the cost anything llke that of
New-Jersey. Here s the result of his researches:

1n Rhode Island all the papers publish the laws
At §1 a page Connectlcut is the only State
where the laws are printed In any other language
than English. There i a special act by which
certaln laws are printed in the German langusge.

Mr. Corbin proceeded to show that while the
ninsty newspapers selected were presumed to
publish the laws in thelr own offices, few of
thew did so. To prove this, he called C. I
Bateman, of “The Unlonist Gagette,” of Bomer-
ville. At Mr. Bateman's jub office the laws were
printed In sheets and sold Lo twenty-seven of the
rinety dapers. The total cost 1o each af these
papers for the laws ran from 365 to §160, and
they will recelve from the State about §1,300 for
the work.

Thomas F. Lane, an ex-Assemblyman under the
ol Democratie relgn, who has not yet lost his
“pull,” who now occuples a lucrative office in the
offiees of the Secretary of the Treasury at Wash-
jngton, D. C., |t was shown, has two sheets, “The
fummit Record” and “Orange Herald.” Each
recelves §1,300 from the Btate for publishing the
laws which he buys from the Homerviile job
printers. He pald about §200 for the laws and
will recelve from the State. The net profit
s $2,400. The system was & most unjust one o
the working printer, Mr. Corbin sald, but, un-
fortunately, It was sanctioned by law.

The witness Bechtel was recalled, and he identi-
fled the laws In several other papers as having
been printed by the New-York newspaper con-
cern, It was identified aw “patent iruide matter.”

which costs about $50 for each paper. It was fur-
ther shown that many of thop:apm. eapeclally
those In Bouth Jersey, exchanged the or
plates from which the laws were printed. “This,”
:lld Mr. Corbin, In reviewilng the testimony,
shows the gross Injustice done the State by this
system of public bounty in the shape of pap to the
newspapers.” Its effect, he sald, was to muxzle
the press and Influence public opinion at the ex-
penge of the State,
BoA communication was received from the Siate
ard of Assessors, Inviting a thorough Investiga-
tlon of all the affairs of their office. It was
signed by all the members of the board, and it set
forth that the shortcomings already exposed oc-
curred without thelr knowledge. The Invitation
may be accepted later on. This ended the work of
the commitiee for to-day, and an adjournment
was taken until next Friday.

MURDERESS AT LARGE.

MES, FANNY KORN ESCAPES FROM THE CUSTODY
OF THE MATRON OF MATTEAWAN ASYLUM.

Newburg, N. Y., May 18 (Special).—The New-York
murdersss, Mre. Fanny Korn, who killed her two
¢lldren and tried to kil herse!f, was acquitted on
the ground of Insanity, and then sent 1o the Matie-
awan Asylum, has eluded her attendants and
made _h--r escape. She made the eightl attempt
through the courts to-<lay for her freedom from the
asylum. Soon after leaving Judge Brown's cham-
bers to-day she had no trouble in freeing herself.
Three wecks ago to-day she war brought te Judge
Brown's court. Bhe took the stand and safd she
was forty-three vears old and was born In Indiana
She proclaimed stoutly hor love for her dead chil.
dren, but =ald she committed the deed while suffer-
ing from nervous proatration. If £he was yet |nsane
she pleaded to be removed to soms other asvium,
fer the treéatment at Matteawan wase terrible and
the food bad. Bhe sald she worked In (be super-
Intendent’'s family and was frequently left alone,
and she asked the Court If it were lkely she Is
Insane If that be the case. Judge Brown directed
that ghe be removed to another asylum. Bhe has
been In Matteawan nearly two yvears,

Her cage was argued to-day by Joseph P. Joachin-
son, of New-York. She came here In charge
of Matron Osborne. of the asylum, and Superin-
tendent Alllson. She was left pretty much In the
cares of Miss Osborne. After argument, Judge Brown
sald he saw no good reason to change hie mind as
he expressed it three weeka ago, He belleved the
murderess unbalanced, on some subjects at least,
and thought she would he better off with rest and
treatment in an asylum, He again placed her in the
custody of the asylum officials and she left the
courtroom with Miss Osborne to the ferryboat
back to Mattsawan. On the way t atron stopped
at the postoffice. She incautiously left Mrs, Korn
on the outside. When she came out of the office
her prisoner had made good her escape, The pollee
were Informed and all the machinery In this section

hour she was still at large.

FORECLOSURE SUIT FOR A MILLION.

NEW DEVELOPMENTS IN THE FIGHT OVER WHIS-
KEY TRUST AFFPAIRS

Chieago, May 18—In a blil filed In the United
Blates Clreult Court thls morning the Central Trust
Company of New-York asks for the foreclosure of
an 35,000,000 mortgnge held by the petitioner on the
property of the Distilling and Cattle Feeding Com-
pany, to secure the payment of that amount of
bonds issued. Although the mortgage Is for §8,000,-
o, the sum sought to be recovered by the fore-
closure Is only $1,000,000, This lg the amount In
bonds held by the Greenhut-Morris econtingent of
the Whiskey Trust, $80.000 of the whole sum lLeing
held by these two alone,

A dipiomatically worded attack on the recelver-
ship 1= concealed In the bill. Tt sets up that the
Distiiling and Cattle Feeding Company has now
ceased dolng business and has, therefors, ccased
to perfarm the offices ennferred upon it by its char-
ters; that Recelver McNulta has been foreed to bor-
row varlous sums to carry on business of the com-
pany, at one time as much as £50,000, and, finally,
that by renson of the financial embarrassment of the
Trust and by reason of the appelntment of the re-
ceiver and the conveyance of all the company's
property to him, It is impos=ible for the company
to preserve or protect the properiy

4 RIOT THREATENED AT NEW.KATONAH

ITALIANS ANGRY AT NOT GETTING THEIR MONEY
DECLARE THEY WILL BURN DOWN THE BUILD-
INGS—A EBHERIFF'E POSSE SUMMONED,

Sheriff Adison Johnson, of White Plains, re-
celved word yesterday afternoon that a riot was
Imminent at New-Katonah, and & request that a
force of armed deputies be sent to that point.
The Bheriff at once organized a posse and, plac-
Ing It In charge of Chief Deputy-sheriff John C.
Verplanck, sent them to Katonah at § o'clock.
The trouble was caused by the absence of the
contractor, Alfred Duman, who is grading and
laying out the new Katonah below the old site
of that village which was wiped out by the raids
of Commissloner Daly on the Croton Watershed.

The Katonah people decided to lorate about a
mile south of thelr old site, and the work was
undertaken by a syndicate headed by Joseph F.
Whitman. Duman contracted to do the grading
and engaged a large gang of Itallans, Yester-
duy afternoon was to be payday, but Duman left
the place without glving money to his men, after
obtaining a payment from the syndicate. The
men became enraged. and they talked of burn-
They were
partly intoxfcated and tn an ugly mood, and
the residents became alarmed.

When the Sherlffs posse arrived, the men be-
came le:is demonstrative, and at a late hour
word was received that all was quiet, and that
the deputy-sheriffs were preparsd (o meet uny
outbrealk.

Later Clarence Whitman, a wealthy &
and the head of the syndicate bullding New-
Katonah, gave $1,000 10 Thadeus K. Green, o
hotel-keeper, to pay the laborers 40 per cent of
the amotnt due them, This the laborers agreed
to aceept at fivst, When Mr, Green, with Robert
Hoyt, had made out the payroll on this busis and
was ready to pay off the men, they beciame ex-
cited agaln and demanded their full wages. Mr
Green called on Deputy-sheriffs Avery and Dan-
jels to protect the bulldings, and especially to
guard that In which Duman's family was living.
In response to a call on Sheriff Johnson, five
more deputies arvived late in the afternoon. By
that time the lnborers had quieted down and had
agreed to accept 50 per cent of the amount due
them, They recelved their money, and Mr. Whit-
man promised that they would rec vive pay for
every day they worked.

EXTENSIVE FRAUNS ALLEGED,
A 1000000 BOND 1€5UE OF THE COLUMEIA
ETRAW PAPER COMPANY TO BE FOUGHT

OVER IN THE COURTS,

Chicago, May 18—Another $1,000,000 bond is=u
is charged with the taint of fraud In a bill filed in
the United States Clrealt Court to-day, Otto
Gresham, representing a number of the owners of
thirty-nine paper mills emoraced in the Columbia
Straw Paper Company, filed & cross bill 1o the bill
to foreclose the property of the company on be-
half of the Northern Trust Company, trustee for
the $1,000,000 bond lssue of the company. The
cross bill declares that the promoters of the Co-
jumbia Company never pald any money into the
pool; that they secured an option on the properties
now constituting the company, and that the op-
tion wa# glven without any conslderation to one
of the promoters, who In turn sold it to the others.
The owners of the plants were pald maostly In
stock, Owver $2,000,000 of £iock of the company was
divided among the promoters, and then $1,000,000
In honds was sold to the promoters by themselves,
and out of the proceeds the owners of the property
recaived thelr cuash payments

The cross bill demunds that the court order
the promoters to pay for their $2,000,000 of stock,
which will I'nuidate the mortgage and leave a
comfortable surplus fn the treasury of the com-
pany. At present the alleged scheme I8 to fore-
close the property, defraud the former ners,
who gave a substantial conslderation for thelr
stock, and leave the promoters ln fall enjoyment
of the property at an expenditure far less than
the real value of the planis.

JAPAN HOLDS PORT ARTHUR.

BHE WILL KBEP IT UNTIL MATTERS ARE
ADJUSTED WITH RUSSIA.

London, May 18.—A dispatch to “The Globe™
from Yokohama says that General Komatsu, the |
Japanese commander at Port Arthur, has started
on his return to Japan. Two of the seven Japan-
ese divisions which have occupled Port Arthur
will remain at that place while the present state
of affairs between Japan and Russia continues,

A dispatch received in this city from Shanghal
gays It Is reported there that China asked Japan
for an e¢xtension of the time in which the former
wus to deliver the island of Formosa to the
Japanese. Japan refused to grant the request,
saying that she could not penmit any modifica-
tion In the ratified treaty of peace.

The Japanese newspapers, in thelr comments on
Japan's ylelding to the demands of the protesting
Powers, say that the Russlan Consul has an-
nounced that torpedoes have been laid at the en-
trance to the harbor of Viadivostock. The report
that China is applying to European financlers for
a £50,000,000 loan is ridiculed by the best-informed
City houses, The facts are that certain Paris and
Berlin banking firms approached the Peking Gov-
srnment, offering to ralse a loan, but not stating
the wmount. The Crédit Lyonnais and the Bangue
de Parls, forming the French syndleate, asked M.
Hanotaux, French Minister of Forelgn Affalrs, to
support thelr claim to handle whatever loan
might be agreed upon, and the Blelchroders and
Mendelssohng took slmilar action with the Berlin
Government, The dominant cause of this extraor-
dinary competition e the bellef that the successful
syndlcate will secure orders from China and
Japan for munitions of war, new ghips, ete, on
the principle that the money ought to be apent
where It was ralsed. The Londor firms interested
saleulate that the Chinese loan will not exceed
£10,000,000, which sum could be obtained without
pulitical interference.

Washington, May 18.—A cable dispatch re-
colved to-day from Peking eays that at the re-
quest of the Tsung-il-Yamen (the Emperor's
Councl, John W, Foster will remain at the
Chinese capital for the present. Mr. Foster, it
will be remembered, went to China several
months ago to assist Li Hung Chang In (the
negotlations for peace between China and Japan.
His advice is sald to have been of great service
to the Viesroy, who holds the American diplomat
in high esteem. It Is presumed that the Tsung-
-Yamen desires the benefit of Mr. Foster's ex-
perience In the adjnstment of numerous matters
still unsettled, and It 18 not unlikely that his stay
at Peking may be prolonged.

THE REICHSTAG REBELLIOUS.

EMPEROR WILLIAM'S PRESTIGE RECEIVES,
A BLOW,

THE BIMETALLIC RESOLUTION IN THE LAND.

London, May 18.—The contest in Germany dur
ink this week and last has become something
more than a mere political struggle. The very
prineiple which llez at the root of German publie
life in challenged—the kingly and imperial pris-
ciple by virtue of which the King of Prussia and
the German Emperor are the one great authority
In each State. The Relchstag has never been the
seat of power. The Emperor's palace has been
the sent of power. The Relchstag has shown
from time to time little spurts of Independence;
it now seems disposed to try a fall with the Em-
peror himgell and  to become something more
than a bed of justice for registering the decrees
of this German Louls X1V of the nineteenth cen-
tury.

It hegan 'badi_\-. no doubt, but It began by &n
insult to Prince Bismarck on his birthday. The
Emperor's rebuke of that scandalous plece of ili-
temper and {ll-manners was insplired by an hon-
orable fesling, but involved an admission that he
was no longer master in what he had been wont
to consider his own house. The gage of battle
had been flung down and taken up, Ever sinoce
then the courage of the Opposition has been ris-
ing. Prince Hohenlohe has shown himseif
powerless to control or influence the Reichstag,
and destitute of that ability in constructing
majoritles out of discordant sections which
Prince Bismarck possessed. Prince Hohenlohe
was not mu-h more than a head cierk, The Em-
peror was and Is his own Prime Minister. That
fnvolves Inconveniences.

The defeat of the Anti-Revolutionary bills and
the defeat of the tobacco tax mean something
more than the fallure of an ll-considered policy.
It is a personal rebuff. The Emperor has entered
into a conflict with the representatives of the Ger-
man people on the floor of the Relchstag, and has
come out worsted, His prestige is shaken. He
was warned before and after the Kinigebery
speech of his perll. He listens to no warnings. He
was resolved that the cost of increasing the Army,
an enterprise on which he started out against
Prince Bismarck's advice, should be defrayed by
fndirect taxes. There also he has been beaten,
The rejection of the beer tax, followed by the ne=

e

jectlon of the tobacco tax this week, leaves ]
Imperial Treasury with a deficit and no means of
filling It.

The political deficit s worse still. The 8
ists clalm the credit, such as it is, of defeatipg
repressive measures known as the Anti-

tionary biils, the measures foreshadowed In the

Kionlgsberg speech. They are entitled to part
the credit. The truth is, nevertheless, thut thess
bllls were odious to all parties. Prince Bismarck
himself sees them rejected without regret. Al
partiss saw that under cover of punishing resist-
ance to State officlals and preventing subversive
propaganda In the Army the Emperor meant to
limit still further such freedom of speech and act
as exists in much-governed Germany. They
thought the danger of despotism greater than
the danger of Soclalism. They have struck at the
Emperor and struck hard. They may or may not
have taught him a needed lesson, namely, that he
must caleulate political forces and take account of
public opinion as well as of his Imperial will or
caprice.

ke has remained silent under his discomfiture,
That was the wisest thing he could do. Prince
Bismarck has warned him that the old policy of
earrying on in ddsregard or deflance of Parllament
will no longer do, He must find a Minister who
can manage. If he tries still to manage himself,
he must take off his jackboots and sword, abandon
his military methods with a nominally represents.
tive body, and accept the new conditlons,

Meantime, he has to reflect on the other faot
that the upper house of the Prussian Dlet has got
so far out of hand as to carry a bimetallic resolu-
tion by 72 to 48 against the remonstrance of the
Chancellor. This resolution commits the Chamber
to “the final object of securing international bi-
metallism.” The lower house is expected to adapt
it, and thus both as King of Prussia and German
Emperor William has to face something like a re-
volt.

The reslgnation of Count Kalnoky, fourteen
years Forelgn Minlster of Austria-Hungary, Is re-
gretted on personal and diplomatio grounds. He
has been a very able and, on the whole, successful
Minister. Unluckily, he allowed MNimself to be-
come identifiad with Clerical Intrigues. The
priests, with the Papal Nuncio at thelr head, have
entered into a conspiracy against the liberties of
Hungary, They drove Dr. Wekerle from power;
they seemed likely to overturn the balance of ths
Constitution and subvert, if not the liberties, the
immunities of the Kingdom. The triumph of the
Hungarian Prime Minister and the second and
fina! resignation of Count Kalnoky put an end to
thelr present schemes and show the Liberals
united In defence of their country and victorious
in thelr resistance to priestly control. Such is the
gervice which Count Banffy, on an issue apparent.
Iy of no great importance, has really rendered to
his country, the country of Kossuth,

The ne~ Forelgn Minister, Count Goluchowskl,
is of Polish family, a great landowner, an expert
diptomatist, known in France, where he has cofe
nections.  He s mildly Clerical, probably @i
liked by Russia, and an object of suspicion 8
Hungary.

The payment of the Indemnity by Nicaragus
ends an incident which ought never to have beem
allowed to assume the proportions it did. Tt has
nevertheless, taught Central and South American
