COLUMBIA.

The public examination of the first class of grad-
uates, who entered under the faculty of the School
of Pure Sclen ¢t Columbia College, will be held
in the large lecture-room of the Department of
Physies during the early part of this week., The
candidates have ail devoted from three to seven
years In preparation for taking this degree of Ph.
D., and not a few have made researches of value.
Three of the graduating class have already re-
celved appolntments as follows: Davis, assistant
in astronomy; Strong, tutor in comparative neurole
0gy: Matthews, assistant in the American Museum
of Natural History, The study of comparative
neurology has recently become a recognized depart-
ment of blologleal Instructlon in the forelgm unl-
versities, and has lately been receiving considerable
attention in several of the American seats of learn-
Ing. Dr. O, 8, Strong, who has just been placed In
charge of this subject at Columbla, is & graduate
of Princeton, and has held fellowships both thers
and at Columbia. During the years of his study he
published a series of papers on subjects copnected
with his chosen course of investigation. The last
of the series, which has recently been published,
was a memolr upon the cranial nerves.

The University Council has ratified the unaoimous
action of the Faeulty of Pure Science In raising the
minimum of study for the dewree of Dectar of
Philosophy to three years, and requiring at least ons
year'a study at residence. This regulation Is the
outgrowth of experlence, that two years are re-
quired for the unlversity course, and at least one
