AND NOTES

George Cromwell, formerly member of the Btate
Committee from the Ist District, has been urgaed
to enter the lists as the Republican candidate for
thoe Benate. The 1st IMstriet comprises Quesns and
Richmond counties. It has been a Democratle
stronghold, but there is an excellent ¢hance for fin
redemption. Queens County has a Republican ma-
Jority of 600 to her eredit; Richmond is 800 the other
way. Dut with a popular candidate lke Cromwell,
who llves In Richmond, this could certainly he over-
come. Mr, Cromwell carried the county with the
Demoerata solidly arrayed agoainst him; this year
the Democratle party is split up into thres factlons
--the Machine, or “Nick” Muller's crowd, McGiuire's
forces, and the Independents, Besides these there
are various sideshows, The Importance of electing
a Republican Senate next fall cannot easfly be
overestimated. Tt would he unfortunate to miss
such an opportunity as the Ist Distriet presents o
galn a member from the enemy,

Reforring to “The New-York Herald's' suggertion,
Ite  Rochester namesake declares that  Gowernor
Morton “would as soon think of jumping oft the
Hrooklyn Bridge” ax of calling the Legisiature to
Albany to deal with the lquor gquestion.
