Prinee Ferdinand of Bulgaria appears to he
playing o double game in connection with the
disturbances in Macedonia, That, at any rate, is
e impression which has been ervated through-
out Europe by his suspiclons bebavior in con-
pectlon with the matter during the last three
wonths, Tt would be difficult 1o conevive o more

Prince Ferdinand's undeniable encouragement
of the risings against Turkish rule in Macedonla

the Czar's Government, which has hitherto con-
stituted the principal obstacle to his Fecognition
by the Powers,  That Russia Is Interested in
these risings I8 clear from the summons to St
Petersburg of sll the chief Muscovite consuls
In Macedonla for the purpose of recelving the
fullest kind of Instructions from Prince Lobanoff
himself, and likewise from the tone of the Pan-
Blavist press ot Moscow and on the banks of the
Neva.

Ferdinand will be permitted elther by the Pow-
ers or even by his own people to earry out his
little game to the end. The Bulgars, since the
overthrow of Prince Alexamder, Infinitely prefer
the Sultan and the Turks to the Russlans, Stam-
tmloff and the vast body of hia fellow-country-
men look to Constantinople rather than to St.
Petersburg, and should the Sultan, who Is now
massing troops along the Bulgarian frontler un-
der the pretext of keeping out the sympathizers
with the Macedonian Insurgents, finally make
up his mind to punish his vassal, Prince Ferdi-
nand, for his treachery by visiting him with the
same penalty that was meted out to his prede
cessor by the Russians, it I8 unlikely that there
would be any Interference on the Prince's bebalf
