The Amerlcan llner St. I_oul_ Is llkely yet to

take rank among the flyers of the ocean if she

keep* up to her present record. She was slghted
off Flre Island at 1:52 o'clock yesterday morn¬

lng. much to the surprlse of the aceptlcs and to

the great delight of the offlcers of the company,
who rather expected that Captaln Roadle might pnt
the shlp to more than averaoo speed. although :t
was understood that he would still odhere to hl*.
determlnatlon not to push her for a record at thls
tlme. Slnce her first trlp the shlp has been gnln-
lng ateadlly ln speed at the rate of about a quarter
Of a knot nn hour. and it Is estnblKhe.l to the .at-

Isfnctlon of all concerned that she wlll more than
fulfll the condltions lllipOBld by the C.overnmcn.
mall subsidy law But the good ship has another
test to submlt to, and that Is the Naval re..ulre-
ment. It was understood origlnally that thls would
be he)d In the EngHah channel on her comliiJ, voy-
age to the other slde. Chief BBgtaeof Walls, how¬
ever, remarked yesterday thut on her n-tiini from
Southampton the Naval Commlsslon would be t-ikeii
on board. which was taken to mean that the trial
wlll be held here.
On her former trip the St. I.ouis arrlved at this

port on Baturday cyctiing, owtng to an accldent to

the rudder post. Thls time she reaehed the bar at
8:31 a. m.. and the time of the pnssage was six
days, elghteen bOUH and forty-seven minutes. The

only parallel offer. d ls found In the trlp of the
Hambuig-American llner Normannia. whi''h ar¬

rlved here on Fnday, having mada the voyage In
elx days, elghteen hours and flfteen nilnute.s, leav-
I-g the narrow margln of thirty-two minutes in
jVor of tho Hamburger fv.r the voyage from South¬

ampton. Rut the St. I.ouls made an BVerage of

j~'ne:een and a half knots for the voyage, and inain-
valned a speed of nlneteen and elght-tenths knois
for two days.
Charles Cramp, of the flrm whlch bullt the St.

Louls, was a passenger, he having beea abroad
attendlng the Klel t'anal celebratlon. Of the canal
he had llttle to say, but of the St. I.ouis he waa

full of enthuslasm, remarklng that durlng the voy¬
age he had made frequent vlslts to the englne-
rooms and found nothlng to crltlclse.
A shlp has been descrlbed as a worM In herself,

and never was lt more aptly lllustrated than in
the St. Louls on this voyage. The body of Mrs.
Leonard Jerome lay encased ln a hermetleally
oealed casket on board. and among the peaaeagera
were her two daughters. Mrs. John LeaUe an.l
Mrs. Moreton Frewen. The thlrd daughter, La ly
Handolph Churchill. had been preventod from sail-
lng by lllness. The body of Mrs. Jerome was taken
from the shlp and carrled at once to Qroanwood
Cemetery, where It was placed ln the family vault.
servlces belng conducted by the Rev. I)r. l'arsons,
of Grace Church. Few of the passengers were

aware of the sorrowful hearts on board and were

ready to hall the advent of the first chlld born on

board the steamer. On t*ne mornlng of July 8.
Maria Slllanpau, a woman from Russian Flnland.
gave blrth to a boy in the steerage. The news

spread about the shlp and lnstant aid was ex-

tended by the saloon passengers, who took up a

collection amountlng to $C3.0. and on the arrlval
of the shlp at Quarantlne, whlle Commls*-ioner
Bradley was buslest, he was called to attend the
chrlstenlng. The llttle fellow was baptlzed St.
I.ouis wlth due formallty. On July 11 the tlme flxed
for the usual concert arrived. It was given In aid
of the funds of the American Seamen's Friend
Soclety, New-York; New-York Port Soclety. Soclety
for the Relief of I.estitute Children of fieam.-n,
Staten Island; New-York Marlners' Family Asyl-
lum, Rlue Anchor Soclety and the Seaman's Or-

phanage, Southampton, Kngland. J. H. Outhwalte
was the chairman for this entertainment. and Miss
Marguerlte Hall. of Roston. and Francls Flacher
Powers, of New-York, were down for songs. Among
the passengers were:
