Alt EXPLOSION OP OOAL OAS KILLED A F1RE-

MAN-A COMPARTMENT FLOODED TO EX-

TLN'Gt'l3» FLAMES I)l*E TO SPONTA-

»\*EOl'S COMBUSTION-NO PANIC

ON HOARD.

Gayly decorated with flags and bunting In

honor "*» the great French holiday, the French

jlner La Normandie came safely Into port yes¬

terday after an exciting experience with that

greatest of all dangers to ships.ar fire at t**a.

Fortunately the fire was quickly overcome and

the danger »verted. La Normandie left Havre

or. July 9. with fifty first-class passengers,

twenty-five second-claps and 205 in the steerage,

and a general cargo. On the first day out a fire¬

man, Francois Leflem, was told to open one of

the coal blinkers. He attempted to do so while

carrying a naked light. As soon as the hatch

was opened there was a rush of gas. which ig¬

nited at the flame and exploded with great force,

killing the fireman and damaging the bunker

fittings. L«?fl»*!.\ who was nineteen years old and

s native of --»-lttany. was buried at sea.

On tht eve: mg of July 9. about 7 o'clock, when

La Normano' S was nearly In midocean, latitude |
48.41. I'tiglt»:!«* 36.16. fire was discovered in the

starbo-rd compartment amidships, which is nine

by ei(.sty-four feet In size. Word was passe 1 to

Captain D'loncle and he Immediately ordered

nine lines of hose, throwing hot water and steam,

to be turned on the fire. Three lines were also

turned on the adjoining staterooms and corri¬

dor?. In a rhort time the compartment, which

was Immediately below the saloon, and w,i* flllej

with case goods and hides, was flooded. The

men acted with perfect discipline and coolness,

«nd by their example calmed the nervous among

the passengers.
When the compartment had been flooded, all

hands were called in deck and volunteers called

for to go Into the place and make an Investiga¬
tion. All volunteered with equal unanimity, but

ten were selected, and. headed by Second Cap¬
tain Dupont, they went through the manhole
«nd completed the work of stamping out the
fire.
The heat !n the nelgnborlng rooms and hall¬

ways was Intense. These were kept COOl by
constant strenms of water. The sailors worked
until early morning in the compartmet-t. and
when all danger was» past the water was pumped
out. The cause of the fire was thought to have
been spontaneous combustion.
PASSENGERS NOT AWARE OF THE DANGER.

The passengers, with a few exceptions, did

not know of the extent of the clanger until it

was all over, and then they were loud in their

praises of officers and men. Resolutions were

adopted expressing admiration for the conduct

cf the officer« and crew and giving thanks to

Captain Deloncle and his men for »saving the

ship from destruction. The resolution»« were

signed by the following committee: Monslgnor
O'Connell, chairman; James Campbell, Mrs. Hen¬

ry M. Sanders and J. Bussat.
Mr. Campbell, who is a relative of "Tim'*

Campbell, was one of the few who knew of the

danger. He said: "We were all seated at din¬

ner when we noticed smoke, and as It became
thicker some began to get anxious, and then
an officer came In ar.d MM that the electric
light wires had become crossed and burned a

little woodwork, but It was a small matter and
had been extinguished. When we heard the

working of the pump« we knew the trouble was

serious, and at one time we thought La Nor¬
mandie was doomed. Only a few. Monslgnor
O'Connell. myiwlf and one or two more, knew
the extent of the danger until it was all over,
and so the excitement among the passengers
was kept down. The conduct of officers and
crew was admirable fot coolness and illsc-lpllne."
Captain Deloncle has only been with th«

French Line about a year and this SM his first

voyage on La Normandie. He was an officer in
the French Navy and Is BOW In the reserv». He
IS forty years old. and a member of the lyglon
of Honor. He was an ensign on board the Kn-ii'h
man-of-war Richelieu, which was burned in l*»S»j.

Captain Del »ncl»- was a proud man when s>.n

yesterday on hoard his vessel. He described the
accident as given here, and wh»-n h» toM of the
conduct of hi« officers an»l crew he could not con¬

ceal his good feeling. He could assign no reason

for the fire excent that of spontaneous combus¬
tion. He also declared that at no time was l>a
Normandie in danger of being burned, as the

fire was confined :o a flooded compartment and
twelve lines of hose w«-re directed against the
fire. HI« men are perfectly drilled In fighting fire
and each man knew Just what he was expected
to do. The darr.a*»e Is n»t yet ascertained, but
It is not thought that It will be large.

The first alarm was followed within a few min¬

ute« by a second, whl» h brought the engines from
far and nsar, while the ilreboai Havemeyer hur¬
led up the river.

had charge of the fire. The work of lighting the
name« was left to the Havemeyer and a number
of firemen who wielded their axes on the pU-r and
Sum p.
A leak In the pipes by which the naphtha Is

pumped from the ollboats in the river to the tanks
ashore was responsible for the fire. The naphtha
lowed through the defective spot and floated upon
the surface of the river, forming a sheet of ell
«.«.Ich was Ignited by some smoker, who knocked
the ashes from his pipe into the river, and In an

instant there was *t roar and a flash of light
which was seen at the Flower Hoxpltal. at Blxty-
thlrd-st. An ambulance was Immediately mad«

When the naphtha broke Into flame, there were

The big steam filter in Hutchin & Co.*« artificial
foe manufactory, In Mount Pleasant-ave., between
Clark and Clay sts , Newark, exploded last evening.
The mam.factory «-overs almost the entire block.
It Is the oi ly factory building In the nelghborhoo<l,
the remainder of the section being given over to

residences, most of them line one». The (liter
which exploded was 6 feet in diameter and 10 feet
high. It blew Into hundreds of pieces. The force

Of the explosion was upward, and the pieces tore

a big hole In the roof and rained down on the

remaining portion, tearing several large hole» In It.

There were fifty or sixty employes about the place
at the time, but all e»cnped Injury.
The explosion could be heard a long distance,

and thousands of people gathered at the factory.
They could see nothing, but the »tory spread that
some one had been killed, and there was consid¬
erable excitement. The police reserve« had to be
called on to keep the crowd In order.

The death roll of the swift and terrible tor¬

nado which, after bombarding Plalnfleld, N. J.,
with hailstones on Saturday afternoon, brought
death and destruction to the little village of

Cherry Hill, and then swept over Harlem, and,
after wrecking Union Course and a part oí
Woodhaven, Long Island, «wept out to sea,

numbers five. Of the deaths, three occurred
In Cherry Hill, one, due to fright caused by the

stdrm. In Plalnfleld, and one in Union Course.

The number of Injured is difficult to estimate,

as many people who were hurt were cared for

by their friends.
That prompt and efficient charity was b«i-

stowed by the thousands of slghtsear« who

visited the ruins In t-ome measure made up for

the inconvenience caused by the presence of

throngs of strangers who were attracted to the

scenes of death and disaster.

Pathetic incidents are recorded from every

place where the power of the tornado was felt,
»nd when the complete record of losses Is made
up, the damage, it Is estimated, will reach
hundreds of thousands of dollars.

It Is possible that the list of the dead may

be Increased, as some of those hurt are In¬

jured so severely ''hat their recovery is doubt¬
ful. a

The Cherry Hill Relief Fund was formed to

Hackensaok yesterday with Jacob L. Vanbus»
klrk as president, E. M. Sturm as vice-president,
A. R. Beatty as secretary, and Johr. O. Orode as

treasurer. Orar boxes were displayed on all
the prominent thorougfatvs, and collections were,

taken In Cherry Hill all the afternoon from the
mass of visitors. About $1,000 was collected.
Upward of 25,000 persons visited the scene of
destruction, some driving from New-York. Jersey
City. Ling Island and Nyack.
The visitors foun«. the morning sun shining

upon a scene that was even more pitiful than
the storie« they had read in th.» morning papers
had led them to expect. Viewed by the light of
day. with the excitement that existed Saturday
night gone, the ruin appeared more complete and
the details of the work of the storm could be
more clearly seen Everywhere In the path of
the storm were ruins. The tangle.I heap of tim¬
ber by the railroad track told where the station
went to pieces. Om pile of wre.-kaxe showed »
house had been throa-n down and another where
a barn had been razed by the wind. The leafless
trees that withstood th«* «train of the whirling
wind gave the appearance of midwinter. On
two sides, as vlewe«! from the centre of the town,
there were banks of green, but where the storm

swept everything was bleak and bare. Two men

were removed as sg.ui as tlfcev were taken from"
the ruina, and the idea prevailed In Cherry Hill
that their bodies w»»r«r being taken to the
Morgue, when they were being hurried to the
hospital. They are Andrew Sautel and Anton
Hoffman. Both are badly cut and bruised. Sau-
tel's left leg and right arm and his nose ar»
broken.
Mrs. Ahrens, who was reported uninjured on

Saturday night, was budly hurt, but will re¬
cover. Her ear wa« almost cut off and yes¬
terday It wa« sewed on in the hospital, and the
doctors think she will not lose it. She la still
frantic over the loss of her baby.
Charles Cole, the Paterson man, who wa»

driving through Cherry Hill when the storm
¦truck, was treated at the hospital, »nd yes¬
terday was removed to his home in Paterson
by friends.
Willie Freidman, son of the dead man, was

taken to the home of a friend yesterday.
CARINO FOR THE HOMELESS.

Nicholas Demorest, a resident of Cherry Hill,
proved the man of the hour on Saturday.
During the early part of th« day the owners of
the wrecked dwellings sat about them, guard¬
ing the ruins, but that they should stay there
was Impossible. There were many children and
women homeless, and those who could sought
shelter In the few,houses In the neighborhood.
Mr. Demorest realised that It would not do to
leave' the place unguarded, so he organised a
patrol with himself as marshal, and all night
men with lighted lanterns patrolled the streets-
of the wr«»ck>sd village and kept »11 strangers
frdm the wrecked portion.
