HOLE PROVE FALSE.

galt Lake, Utah, July 27.—The wild rumars
received yrsterday that = genera!l massacre of
white people had occurred In Jackson's Hole ap-

r to be without foundation in fact, and the
short digpatch received at an early hour this
morning from Market Lake, saying that all was
quiet In Jackson's Hole, and no fighting had oc-
curred, has since been confirmed.  The fact is
the settlers are well armed and  strongly In-
trenched, and can in ali probability hold out untli
the soldiers arrive The latter ought to reach
Jackson's Hole to-morrow afternaon.

Three hundred Indlane are encamped on the
ground where their fellows were killed a week
ago, and are hungry for vengeance. There are
also considerable bodles of Indians scattered all
ever the Teton Basin, and the signal-fires for
'umr assembling are burning. They are, how-
ever, short of ammunitiin, and it ia doubtful if
they can obtain any throukh the passes, as they
gre guarded as far as possible by the white men,
and there are strong fortiications at the mouth
of Trall Creek Canyon.

Wwashington, July 27.—Commissioner Brown!ing,
gf the Indlan Bureau, recefved a telegram this
‘stternoon from Captain Teter at Market Lake,
saying that a man had coms in dlrect from
Jackeon's Hole and reported all safe there when
‘pe left the vlace, The Commissioner siys that
‘he 15 not alarmed at the report from Oregon that
@ trouble similar 10 1hat with the Bannocks will
pe had with the Indiang in Oregon in regard to
punting, unless the Department takes immediate
‘sction in the matter. He sAys that complaints
are often made by various pommunities against
the Indians, and the Jackson's Hole episods only
furpished food for alarniing rumors,

SALISBURY'S DISPOSITION IS TO DEFER
DECISIVE ACTION UNTIL FEBRUARY.

CHAMBERLAIN XOT TO BE PUT DOWN EASILY-BL

London, July 27.—The process of watching the
Unlonist majority rise above 140 has been mo-
notonous, Mathematiclans with tables of gains
and losses and blographers with sketches of
members, new and old, have ceased to interest
the public. Prophetic leader-writers =aw their
chance and improvea It by making elaborate
forecasts of the Unfonist poliey. “The Times”
is foremost in the clairvoyant art; it has outlined
jegislation by which voluntary schools may be
assisted, the effect of the death duties offset and
—af all things In th: world—a fresh series of
Irish bills Introduced. It also took Mr. Chamber-
lain in hand, remanded him to the drudgery of
the Colonial Office, where he could employ
kis energies and great abillties in working up
tradge, and virtually dismissed his soclal reforms
¢ an unauthorized programme. This gave the
depressed Liberal Journals a spasm of ironical
pleasantry.  Mr. Chamberlain was held up to
ridieule as & eonvenlent ag'tator, advoecating
during the canvass old-age penslons, poor law
reforme, the extension of employers’ labilities
and State granta for enabling agricultural labor-
erz and workingmen to own their houses, and
then as a publle functiomary winding and un-
winding spools of red tape as soon as the elec-
tions were over,

All thess forecasts are puraly speculative. The
Government, when FParliament meets In August,
will pass the Supply bill left over until after the
general electlon, and will he prorogued, without
much doubt, early in September to the first fort-
pight of February, Lord Salisbury s not Lkely
to proesed with any other legislative business
during the.short session required for obtaining
the necessary financial votes,

The rlection of a Speaker may lead to & par-
tisan Aftempt to force Mr Gully's retirement,
but probably he will not be displaced. The Gov-
ernment will allow politics In the country to
simmer down and walt until midwinter before
declding upon legislative policies,

Mr. Balfour is alresly enjoving the rounds of
the molf links, and Mr. Chamberiain Is the only
Unionist lrader who has been talking much
during the week, The members of the new
Oarljament are making arrangements for resi-
dence In the country or for forelgn journeys
There are slgns ot 4@ protracted autumn session.

The engerness with which the Unionist leaders
and journals have caught up the project of the
redistribution of seats by which Ireland will be
deprived of twenty representatives on the basis
of population has been highly significant. Mr,
Chamberlain has discussed the question with
Jucidity and offered statistical proof that Ireland
s now over-represented in the Commons. That
1@ the main Irlah question which interests the
Unlonieta, plthough land bills and local governs-
ment on a large scale are promized vaguely. It
& not probable that Mr. Chamberlain will devote

| nimself exclusively to the routine work of the

Colantal Ofce.  Mr. Balfour may lead the Com-
mons, but Mr. Chamberlaln will be closa at his
elbow, and his Influence will he strongly felt in
shaping and directing the party pollcles. Other-
wise, the great Unionist majfority will be as un-
manageable as It is large. The crities who
benevolently advise Mr. Chamberlain to stop
tolklng about his unauthorized programme are
Apparently not aware that Mr. Balfour has
sertousty  dlscussed State graats for assisting
pour men ta acquire their own homes and other
proposals of soxial reform. The electors are
hardly prepared to belleve that Mr. Chamber-
laln's vote-winnlng projects were “A good
enourh Morgar unti! after clection,”

While the Uninists have made great galns in
Ereland and Wales, and carrled thirty seats in
Scotland, Ireland  returns  ecighty-two Home
Huters, Faction-rent as the Nationallst party ls,
it holds ite ground and shows no sign of aban«
doning the demand for a separate Legislature,
that demand s emphasized not so much by the
eloction of Parnell’s elder brother, once a peach-
grewer in Ameriea, now o manufacturer of walk-
ing-sticks at Avondale—as by the return of the
dynamiter, John Daly, whe ls still serving out
a prison sentence—a defiant act which sults the
hitmor of the people. 1t is easy for Unlonists
to sneer at the Irisk eleetions 1s the work of
machine polittelans, but it s hard for them to
explain away the remarkable constancy of the
islial, It is not strange that they advocate re-
dletribution of seats; that policy will enable
them to reduce the Home Bule majority in Ire-
land—a result, apparently, that cannot be accom-
plished In any other way.

The Unicnist majfority now promises to be
nearer 160 than 140, which seemed a safe estimate
a week ago. Among the Unlonlst gains an-
nounced this afternoon, the most remarkable
was in Cambridgeshire, at Newmarket, where
Mr. MeCalmont, the wel-known turtman, Derby
winner and owner of lsinglass, defsated Sir
George Newnes after a hot contest.  The Liberal
defeat has become so overwhelming that there

| ls a general disposition among the members of

that party to vote to make the election unani-
mous and to change the subfect, The Redmond-
{tes hive Increased their voting strength in the
Irish delegation, and the Healyites, after their
vigorous campalgn, may be forced to unite with
them,

The clections have glven great encouragement
to the Enghsh bimetallists,  They had nothing
to expect from a Liberal Government in which
Sir William Harcourt was Chancetlor of the Ex-
chequer. He was a pronounced and almost In-
tolerant monometallist, while Lord Rosebery was
willing In private conversatlion to admit that
tacre might ba two sldes to the question. The
influence of Mr  Gladstone's financial policles
was 8o strong that no Liberal cabinet could
favor the larger use of siver through inter-
natlonal agreement.  With a Unlonigt Govern-
ment In power, the bimetalllst cause has been
greatly strengthened in officlal quarters. Lord
Salisbury hes not committed himself directly
upon this quesiton, but the bimetallists infer
that the nephew speaks for the uncle. They
assert that Mpr. Balfour would never have ven-
tured to advocate bimetalllsm and a new inter-
nat'onal agreement it Lord Sallabury had not ap-
proved that course. The relations between the
two men are very closs, and the younger would
not have taken advanced ground on the cure
rency question without eonsulting the older,

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach not long ago wrote a
letter which the bimetallists construe as favor-
able to thelr cause, 1f Mr. Chamberlain has
sald pothing in faver of an international confes
