REFORM IN NATURALIZATION.

The provision of the new Constitution of this
State, that no one can vote who has not been a
citizen for at least ninety days, works well. It
has been generally commended sinee the time
when It was proposed in the convention, but the
first experience of its operation greatly strength-

those who are eltizens are naturalized, but many
of them are not citizens at all. We do not be-
lieve in any discrimination between natural and
naturalized citizens, excepting such as the Con-
gtitution Itself makes. But Iif any should he
made, It surely must be in favor of the former,
And when the line Is drawn between American
citlzens and unnaturalized allens, there can be
no doubt as to the gide on which our sympathies
and our preferences should be,

These considerations will probably have no
welght with the clownish demagogue who at
present defiles the Executive Chair of Ilinois,
Or if they do, they will Incline him to the side
of violemee and dlsorder, which he loves, and
against true Americanism, which he hates. But
there are forces, even in Ilinols, more potent
than an Anarchist Governor, and more lasting.

THE HARLEM SHIP CANAL.

“Pxpecting all things in an hour” |8 generally
a mistake. Certainly it was and is in the case
of the so-called Harlem River Ship Canal.  Those
who thought that immediately upon the recent
formal opening of it that highway wonld be
thronged  with the eammereinl pavies of the
world are sorely disappointed.  Weeks have
passed, and there is little pereeptible change In
the navigation of the Harlem. A few more ves-
#iels come through from the Hudson than former-
Iy, but not enough to be especinlly notleed; anil
they are small ones, such as canal boats, sloops
anid gchooners, There has been a slight increase |
in volume, but the character of the teatfe has
not been changed.

That, however, s exactly what might have |
been expeeted. and donbtless was expected by
those most familiar with the subject. For, In
the fipst place, the eanal s by no means com-
pleted. It I8 as yet only 10 feet deep, and at
some points is uncomfortably narrow, Not until
1t is beond enough and deep enough to gecomimo-
date larger trattie safely will larger tratle seck
Its course, Moreover, some changes in the bridges
that span i are required, and must be made
before its full measure of usefulness can be at-
talned. There is a bridge at Fourth-ave. so low
that lts draw must be opened for every vessel
that wants to pass. Iat it is a temporary affair,
and very soon will give way to a new one, so
high that opening will not often be necessary.
At the junction with the Hudson there is another |
low hridge, with a draw only 45 feet wide.  Not
only must it he opened for every vessel, but the |
narrowness of the passige makes Ingress from
the udson Into the canal g delleate and pertlous
matter. A high-devel bridge, with an opening at
least twice as great as at present, Is needed at |
that point. .

Even when all these hmprovements are com-
pleted, the watorway will be a “ship canal” only
In name. The faet I, It never was intended to |
be a ship eanal. It would be folly to make It |
sucl,. No one wants to send Atlantle lners up |

ONE OF THE PROPHETS.

Mr. FEdward Atkinson gives the roinsg to his
jmagination in “The Fngineering Magazine,”
diseussing the signs of the times and the pros-
perity that I8 to come.  1is estimates are begutl-
ful, as dreams always should be, and are more
correct than most dreams, but it would hardly
answer to accept his figures as statistios. For
instapee, much of his reasoning is bassd on a
supposed consumption of 350 pounds of lron per
capita, for which he states that he has the au-
thorlty of Mr. Bwark. But Mr. Swank's own
officlal statement tells a diferent story.  The
production and the decrease of unsold stocks for
the year ending June 30 nmounted to 8082200
gross tons, or 18,104,000,000 pounds, and the
Importations in eleven months ending with May
added enough to make 18 777,000,000 pounds;
estimating Imports In June, we may ecall the
total  consumption 18,%42,000,000  pounds, or
27254 pounds per eaplta for the population of
January 1 ns stated by the Treasury, Mr. At
kinson Is quite right In disbelleving the census
of 1800, but If a larger population were as-
sumed, the consumption of {ron per capita would
be still less.

The first half of 1805, it Is true, has shown a
little larger consumption—ahout 282 pounds per
capita, It 1s also true that old lron remanufuet-
ured meets a fraction of the current demand,
but that does not in the least affect the consump-
tlon; whether a ton of lron Is rerolldd one thne
or twenty times it I8 after all only one ton of
fron consumed.  The estimate that 9,500,000
gross tons will be required this year I8 appar-
ently extravagant; the largest consumption ever
known iu any half year would not wake the ag-

alm of making Port Morris the commercial
eentre of New-York, Instead of the lower part of
Manhattan Island, Jersey Clty or Brooklyn. His
Iden was that ocean steamers could get to Port
Morrls by way of the Sound far more quickly
and more safely than they conld get to the Bat-
tory by way of Sandy Hook; that they wonld
there tind the best water-front and the best deep-
water harbor in the whole metropolitan distrlet,
amd that the vast teets from the Erle Canal and
the Hudson eonld meet them there far better by
way of the Harlem than by making the long
voyege around the Battery.

That was the plan at that time, and that, we
take i1, s the plan on which the work has thus
far been carrled toward completion. The vast
eargoes that now come down the Hudson, of
prialn and hay and bullding material and what
not, instead of golng miles down the North River
and around Into the Eust River, throngh waters
already  sorely  overerowded, are to be sent
throngh the canal to Port Morriz. The latter
will thus beeome the general distributing point
for such of the frefght as s intended for loeal
consumption, for which the place 18 admirably
designed. There 18 no reason why It shonld not
also become the point at which foreign-bound
freights will be transferred from the eanal boat
o the schooner to the Atlantie liner, and thus
shift the eommercial centre of the city to what |
is now nearly its geographical centre, and will
one day be also {18 centre of population, That
s the mission of the Harlem Ship Canal.
