TRUSTWORTHY RECEIVERS.

Coming bond sales cast their shadows before,
Many men find uo other interpretation when
they see exchange rates firmly held and gold
guing abroad., They polnt to the contract be
tween the syndieate and the Government last
February as conclusive proof that the long-head-
«d masters of Ainance, if they did not intend to
favor a second lssue of bonds this year, even
then foresaw conditions whieh wonld probably
cause it before October.  They eould already
foresee the great decrease in cotton acreage, for
wiilch associations and public meetings at the
South were preparing, and which was expected
to be greater than it has been. Some idea of
the Injury done to winter wheat conld even then
be formed. The long delay in reorganizations,
by which rallroad and coul Interests could be
placed on a better basls and Amerfean securitles
made more attractive to foreigners, might have
been expected, nor was it difficult to foresee that
the Government receipts from the new law
wonld leave a heavy defielt, though encouraging
| heavy importations and thus producing adverse
| bulaures if deercase in crops should restrict ex-
purts of products. All these elements were sure
to be taken into account by the able financlers
who made thele bargain with the President last
February. 1t Is now semi-officlally announced
from Washington that, if another bond lssue or
| an extra session of Congress becomes the al-
ternative, the Prasident will certainly choose the
jesiie of honds, But this was also expectoed, and
probally  considered in advance by masters
of fingnee, so that practical certainty may have
been attained regarding it.  They must have
known the indisposition of the President to enll
‘1 Republiean House together before the regular
| session. The very language of the contract im-
| plies a foreseen probability that the Adminis-
tration would prefer to issue more bonds rather
than to ask the next Congress for financlal re-
lef.

Suel are some of the considerations which lead
many to believe that the outgo of gold about this

| bus'ness, strongly though tentatively recovering
from extreme depression, was fn fact discussal
as the probable result of the elections last year
and the adjournment of the Democratle Con-
gress withont making more mischief. But sucha
recovery necessarily Involves more Interest than
nsual in the crops of the fall, and in the condition
| of the Treasury. To help the Government of
this great and rich Nation out of 1ts troubles
the second time In a single calendar year was
obvlonsly an achievement worthy the bestlald
plans of the ablest masters. It must have been
calenlated, also, that after the financial strength
shown last winter and the suceess of the syndi-
cate thus far, the bmsiness world would not be
greatly alarmod by an outgo of gold or a sinking
of reserve, but would rest In the conflding he-
lief that, with thoroughly competent receivers
in eharge of the Government, no great evil would
be permitted,

We are now at the middle of August, and the
movement of breadstuffs is barely as large as it
was last year, with exports of cotton naturally
emaller. It does not now seem probable that
exports of wheat will be large this year or will
hegin early, With the largest stocks of eotton
oyer known abroad at this geason, and the pros-
pect of a short ecop and advancing prices here,
it fe seareely probable that the ecotton movement
will become large until later than uvsual The
fmports still continue larger than last year, and
the conrse of foreign trade does not now promise
any material excess of exports for two months
I to come, while the imports themselves and the

THE ELEVATED ROAD ACCIDENT,

Ope of the most gerions aceldents In the his-
tory of the elevated rallroads occurred yester
| day at the City Hall station. The probability

that only one person will prove to bave been

unfairly, as an indication of the sufety of travel
on the lines of the Manhattan Company. Never-
| theless, yesterday's accldent was not a trifding
watter, for a score of passengers were in need
of wwore or less attentlon when they had been
helped to leave the train, and several of them
were taken to a hospital, The explanation that
the airbrakes would not work is suggestive of
a fur worse disaster than has yet been due to
that cause, or probably could occur at the point
where yesterday's aceldent happened. For al
though a fallure of the brakes near a terminus
Is pretty certaln to result Inoa “shakeup,” it
could not easily bave fatal consequences, We
have always thought that, If a bhorrible disaster
should ecenr at any polot on the elevated roads,
it would be at one of the sharp curves between
stutions, The speed of tralns must be dimin-
fshed a8 they approach these corves to Insure
safety, and if the alrbrakes should fail an ex-
tremely prompt use of the handbrakes would be
required.  Of course a traln might make the turn
without leaving the track, though running rapid-
Iy; but then It might not. If there is a danger-
I ous defect in the practieal operation of eleyvatad

trains it Is of this sort. What the rules explicitly

require we do not know, but engineers do not

always put on the alrbrakes In time 10 guarantee

CONTROLLER ROBERTS.

It is suid by those who eluim to be in a posi-
fion to know that State Controller Roberts will
retire from office at the close of his term. Iis
decision to decline a renomination s due, ae-
cording to the statement of his friends, 1o the
Impaived condition of his physical health, and to
the convietion on lils part that he can be more
gseful to the party in private life than in the
pulilic service.

How trie these reports may he we do not pre-
tend to know. We hope that they are ineorreet,
In saying this we express the prevailing sentl-
ment of the Republican party and of reputable
citizens generally, rezardless of partisan lines,
Mr. Roberts 08 on- of the best Controllers the
State has ever had.  In the administeation of the
office he lus displayed an exceptionally hizh
order of exveutive ability, the most practical
methods, and an absolute fidefiy to the interests
of the State that has compelled him to displiy
on more than one oceasion @ robust power of
resistanee agalnst fraudolent claimants. Thort
oughly democratie in his manner and invariably
ensy of aceess, he has Ymparted a dignity to the
office sueh a8 15 not fonnd in some of the other
departments of the present State administra-
tiom. Muelh might be sald in a specitic way of
his aehievements, but It 12 unnecessary, e has
filled the office as i1 has not been filled In many
vears and as It Is not lkely to be if he declines
to sneceed himself, for, of course, his nomination
would be equivaleut to an election,

There {8 another reason, however, for Mr
Roberts's renomination even stronger than that
offered by his record as a Stafe officer. e has
filled and elevated the place to which he was
chosen; he has done more. e has thrown all
the weight of his personal and politieal influence
on the side of clean politics. 1le has ldentiied
himselt In the boldest and most vigorous manner
with the movement for the reformation of the
party. This he has done regardless of his own
politieal future, and at a thme when most publiz
officers were grovelling before the machine, The
lesson that he has thus furnished to the young
men of the State cannot easily be overestimated.
To Le a reformer when ont of offiee Is not ditti-
cnlt, but for a publie official with ambitions to
say what others only dura 1o think, or to do what
others only dare to say in publie life proves the
possession of the highest order of couraze and
nslght; and all this has been repeatedly shown
by James A. Roberts.

Health is a prime consideration with any man,
and the Controller Is perfectly justified In moak-
ing everything subordinate to It. But so far as
known there 18 no organle trouble In his case,
He has a robust constimtion, aml the effects of
overwork, from which he s suffering, will donbt-
less soon pass away. At all events, we urge
him, In the name of the party he has served so
falthfully, to conslder the matter most earefully
before Lie decldes to retire from publie Tife,

MR, RAINES AND HIS CONSTITUENTS.

Senator Italnes will probably be renominated
and rieclected to the sent which he did not fill
last winter to the satisfactlon of the people at
large, the Republican party in general or his
own distrlet In particular, His return to Albany
will doubtless bear the semblance of a personal
trivmph, but there have been various inclidents
in the eontest now apparently cloging in his favor
which cannot be set down to his credit and
which ought not to strengthen his eanvass,  His
sucecss has lnvolved a publle miscepresentiation
of Licutenant-Governor Saxton's sttimde with
respect to his candidacy and the barter of a
supreme Court judgeship.  Except for these
unsavory devices Mr. Platt's support would not
have availed, He could not have controlled the
county conventions and sceured n majority of
delegates In his Senate distriet. Knowledge of
these facts, It may be supposed, will not tend to
make Hepublican voters enthusinstie. We hope
that It may diminish the Senator’s personal sat-
isfaction.

Mr. Raines has undoubted eapacity for useful
gervice to the State, His earcer at Albany has
proved 1t. For pught we know to the contrary
he wonld naturally prefer to do his whole duty
In the best way, instead of dolng a part of his
duty In an inferfor way. It Is true that he kept
his voting record pretty nearly steajght lnst win-
ter, but he steadily offset his votes for wise meas-
ures by his preliminary operations agafnst them.
He will make a great mistake If he regards a
renomination as a vindieation of his eourse. His
constituents will not so interpret it, and if they
gond Lim back to the Senate they will wateh
him elosely.

CARELESS TRUCKMEN.

Ordinary care on the part of the ¢ltizen
on foot 18 no protection against this engine,
Where it will strike 1s impossible of ealeulation
when o deiver suddenly tukes It Into bis e
to turn a corner at a trot. A man may start to
cross a4 street in the full confidence that there
1% nothing bearing down on the crosswalk he s
taking when he Is confronted by a trock swing-
Ing in from u slde strect and paying not the
slightest attention to what might be in s way
around the corner,

RECONSIDERING LORD ROSEBERY'S FALL.

The Unionist Government In Groat Britain s
showing that it has the conrage of its convietlons
in ut least one jmportant matter. The Rosebery
Aindstey, it will be remembered, fell becanse of
an adverse vote on i detail of military adminis-
teation. The polnt was radsed that Mr. Camp-
bellBannerman, then  Secretary of  State for
war lad negleeted 1o Keep on lnnd a suthelent
supply of ammuuition for small arms. On that
AMe Campbell-Bannerman practically demandid
4 vote of eonfidenee. He was beaten, he re-
siened, and the whole Government went ont
with him. It was then sald by the Radicals that
thie fssue had been raised Insineerely, that It wis
a4 mere trlek of party tacties, and that there was
actually no scarcity of ammunition, as the ['nion-
{=ts themselves very well kuew,

Now the new Government promptly takes up
the matter and shows that the attack upon the
military adminlstration had some basis in fuct;
or at least that the Unlonists believed such to
be the ease. An investigation has been made
into the state of military supplics, which is =aid
1o have shown that the shortage complained of
qotually exists, and that the eriticisms of Mr.
Campbell-Bannerman  made by Mr, Brodrick
were fully justiiable. Accondinzly, an addition
of $300,000 to the military estimates Is to he
proposed by the Government, to supply the dei-
cleney of smallarm ampiunition. As the lute
secretary for War, now Sir Henry Camphell-
Bannerman, has been returned to the present
House of Commons, he will have an opportunity
of disenssing the matter, and a lively and Inter-
esting debate may be expected upon it

THUNDER AND LIGHTNING.

The latter part of the present summer threat-
ons to achieve at least a nine days' fame for fts
pumerous thunderstorms,  Earller In the sea-
<o such phenowena were not unusually eonsple-
wons, and the month of July was, on the whole,
falrly free from them, and temperately ecool, to
Iwrirt. But with the advent of August the
colostinl batteries beeama Intensely active, Day
after day, or night after night, drenching show-
ers accompauied by severe lightning and thun-
der prevadled, often doing much damage to prop-
erty and sometimes to limb and life. The cli-
max to dote was reachied on Sunday night last
or enrly Monday morning. There were then a
vorltable deluge of rain, and for an honr such a
violont and incessant blaze of lightning amd
erash of thunder as seldom have been known In
this part of the world. The storm was uncom-
monly destructive, too, the country being dotted
with wrecks and fires and more than one hn-
man lfe being lost under the seathing clectrle
volleys.

These appalling manifestations of Nature's
furious energles arouse anew, though to little
present purpose, the old wonderment as to their
canse and natare, We say to little present pur-
pose, beeanse with all that has been learned and
wained by modern scelence, eloctricity remnins
ehlefly o mystery. The last two or three decales
have bheen notable for nothing more than for the
prozress made In electrie seienee ~in the appli-
eatlon, that 18, of electrielty to the serviee of
man. It would take a library to tell what has
peen accomplished In that direction. A few
pages, perhaps a few lines, would tell all that has
been learned of the origin and nature of this
mysterjons force. In regaml to electricity in
summer storms, what do we know to-day more
than Frankling or at any rate than Rejchmann,
knew? Little, indeed.  We have learned, per-
haps, that a lightning-bolt Is not merely an ex-
haustive dischurge of clectrielty from an over
laden elowl in which it had In sowe way been
acenmulated, We know, perhaps, that the heat
of the lower air and the eold of the upper, the
mulsture, the wind, and the surface of the earth
freelf, all form o gleantie eleciric machine, In
which the subtle fluid is continuously generated
aud discharged from the negative upper into the
positive lower cloud, and thence Into the nega-
tive earth, But how little, after all, that is to
know, in aetnal practice!

A few years ago certain eminent German sl
ontists, after long and close obse ratlon, pro-
pounded certain  theorles regarding  thunder-
storms,  They said that such storms were rapids
ly inercasing in frequency- fivefold, they de-
olared, between 1884 and 1887, This was due
to the changes produesd upon the earth’s sur-
face by the march of civilization, especially to
the growth of cities and manufacturing cantres,
The vast volumes of smoke and dust and steam
sent up from these places generited electrielty
by frictlon upon the air. This latter part of
thelr theory was not new; nor s 1t to be taken
as troe. I it were true, thunderstorms would
rage most and be most destructive over amld
pear large clties,  As a matter of fact the
contrary is the case. Statisties prove that the
proportion of buillings struck In the country to
those in the clty 1s as two to one. So far as we
know, thunderstorms are as frequent and as
furious In the wilderness as in the most demsely
populated land. Civilizatlon, with all its works,
has had lttle perceptible effectfnpon them,

Nelther, we are inclined to belleve, Is the Ger-
man sclentists’ theory that thunderstorms oare
fnereasing In frequency to be neeepted as e,
Porhaps there wis some Inerease in the years
they moentioned. It could searcely have hien
fivefold, Certainly oo such ratlo of Increase hins
sinee been malntainal,  If 1t had, half the bulld-
fngs In the workd would have been struek by this
time, It is doubtful, Indeed, whether there be
any real Increase. People will say that there
have heen more thunderstorms In this month of
August than ever before In such a time, That
will seareely be true. And when they come to
take the whole summer of 1805 together, they
will find it not above the average for thunder
and lghtning. To many people the thing that
now 18 surpnsses all that went before, The pres-
ent hot wave Is the hottest that ever was, The
present thnnderstorm 15 the most severe.  Dut
when, In the Hght of acenrate statistios, we sur-
vey @ whole year, or a serles of years, we find

that such & not the case, Thunderstorms, ke
the general vuinfall, may here and there have
heen affeeted by the destruetion of forests and
the elenring and tllling of the lan

good light, good air and thorongh ventilation.
Such sites will cost large sus of wmoney, hut uo
money that the eity spends is more wisely spent
than i sopplying commodious and  abundant
sehools, They are an absolute necessity, The
recent sefiool eensus showed that there 18 an
hnmense nnmber of children who do not artend
schoal, while existing school houses are over-
crowded, By all means room must be provided
for them,

The policy of the Board of Edueatlon, as now
constituted, was recently outlined In oan ad-
mirable way by Prosident Maclay. 1t tiest duty,
Lie sald, was to take every chilid oat of the strects
and put It In sehool—not only  the children
who are kept vt of school beeause there 18 no
voom for them, but those who purposely stay
away, clther to enter business or as roants,
In the seeond place, Mr. Maclay Iusists that the
Bourd should secure bona fde schiool houses for
the puplls, e rightly says that “such make-
“ahifts ax factorles, tenement houses amd alan-
“qoned churches are a disgrace to the richest
ceity I the United States”  Before the end of
his admindstration he hopes to see every ehild
in the ety provided with school accommoda-
tions and every schoolhouse put In frst-class con-
dition, not only In resneet of light and ventila-
tion, but also in regard to all the appliances for
glving ehildren a first-cluss edueation. This is
a4 noble ldeal, in the attalnment of which M,
Maelay Is entitled to the cordinl eo-operation of
his fellow School Commissioners and to gen-
erons pulilie support.
