There are about
4,000 acres of this tide marsh, fronting mestly on
Newark Iay, and If the track could be reclaimed
by Miling In or dyking It woud be valuable for
various purposes. Truck tarms could be eatablished
upon It which would yield good crops, with the
markets close by, and a large portion of it would
be utilized by rallroad companies and manufac.
turers. At the date of the last report on the sub-
ject of tidal and marsh lands by the mat-e Gealo-
glst, there were In the Ktate a total of 26,500 acres
of tide marsh, of which 34,304 acres had heen im-
proved or L embanked. The (mprovements are
mostly in Soutige Jersey. and what has been ré-
clatmed in Besex ant #ludson counties helongs to
raliroad corporations, The Lehigh Valley and
Pennayivania companies have bullt fmbnukmfnu
for their tracks crossing the meadows below New-
ark, nnd this has reclaimed several hundred acres.

After he had started the work
snd had had a gang of men on It for nine days, he
found out that he would lose money on the job, and
coneurrently with this dlscovery the other 8-
covery wos made that as a member of the Common
Councii he couid not do work for the city, and re-
fused to carry on the contract. At the special
meeting of the Board of Education on Wednesday
night it was found out that the next two lower
bilders had refused to do the work at the flgures
named by them, and the contract was awarded to
another bidder for 3855,

The eity engineer has at last figured up the hids
on the completion of the pewer system, the success-
ful bidders being Dowd & MoCarthy,  The prices
for all twelve-inch work on the blg storm sewer
reached the total of $83,19270, while for twelve-inch
arch and elght-inch invert the figures are §52,480 20,
