THE OCEAN BAYVIEW AT ROCKAWAY,
LONG ISLAND, DESTROYED.

GUESTSE LOSE NEARLY ALL THEIR VALUABLES-
SLEEPING CHILDREN CARRIED OUT IN
THEIR NIGHT-CLOTHES—-EXCITEMENT
AMONG THE WOMEN.

The Ocean Bayview Hotel, In Dodge-ave, near
the Hammell's Station, Rockaway, Long Island,
wag destroyed by fire last evening. The furniture
of the hotel and the effects of the guests on the
socon 1 ami third foors were lost. A portion of the
furnishings of the first floor were saved, but the
flames spread 80 quickly that the greater portion
of the heavler articles were burned, The fire
started through the exploding of a lamp In one of
the rosms on the third floor. The exploslon oe-
curred about 8:50, and In ten minutes the flames
had sproad through the floor and down Into the
rooms on the second, The windows were all open
at the time, and there was considerable wind
blowling, causing the fire to spread quickly.

The Fire Department was summoned, and the
englnes from Beaside, Hammell's and Oceanle
were soon at the fire. By that time, however,
the fames nad taken such a hold on the bulld-
Ing that it was impossible tn do more than pre-

the fire last night was the tiest really blg one
that demonsteated the valiue of the purchage,
The owner of the bullding and contents was 1.
Breamen, of Rockaway Beach. Willlam Plimmer
was ranager of the hotel,

There was considerables exeltement jJust after
the fre broke ot There were twenty-cight
roomis I the hotel, and seventy-flve guests were
resistorsd,  Many of these were children who
wore Lere with their parents, When the alnrm
was given mast of the small e ones and many of
the lirger oned were aslvep In thelr roams, The
RrOWn persong wers mostly on the porches, The
Chilldeen were careled from the burning bullding
In thelr nlght clothing, Several of the women
bectme hysterieal, and only ool quick work on
the part of the hotel peaple eleared the building,

Some persons on the second and third stories
of the hotel threw their valuables out of the
windows on the water slde and they fell into the
surf. Home things were recoversd, while others
were either rained or cardled out when the tide
i to recide, The guests, after the fire, took
kLo see what they hasd lost, Jeweley and
small artieles of value were for the most part
savedd but theclatiing and trunks of most of
the guests were devtroyed

The Florenve Hotel, which stood close to the
burned bullding, was in constant danger and
only hard work by the firemen saved it The
loss o the hotel oullding will ba about 4,000,
