TWENTY-FIVE LIVES LOST.

A DENVER HOTEL BLOWN UP.

THE RUINS TAKE FIRE AND GUESTS
AND EMPLOYES ARE CREMATED.

MAIMED VICTIMS RESCUED FROM THE WRECK—
TWO OPINIONE AS TO THE CAUSE OF THE
DISASTER-EX-GOVERNOR ROUTT BE-
LIEVER IT WAS DYNAMITE EX-

PLODED IN REVENGE.

Denver, Aug. 19.—Probatly twenty-five men,
women and children perished by an exploslon of
the boller n the Gumry Hotel, on Lawrence-st,
shortly after midnight this morning.  Half a
dozen othe=s are njured and at the hospital
Eight burned and crushed bodies are at the
Morgue. Ten more are known to be buried In
the ruins, but seventeen persons are repurted
missing altogether. With deafening sound and
terrifie foree the entire rear portion of the bulld-
ing was demollshed. The rear and side walls
erumbled llke a toyhouse, Soon afterward the
mars of timbers, brick and furniture caught fire,
cremating many of the vietims, who lay pinned
and helpless amid the blazing plle. Thelr pitecus
appeals for help could not he responded to be-
cause of the flames. The known killed, whaose
bodies have heen recovered, are as follows:

With the boller almost at white heat, he let
cold water into the tubular machinery, causing
an Immediate explosion. He escaped uninjured
and to-night was being hunted by the angry
people,

The hoy wha was in charge of the holler at
the time of the accident had attended a pienle
during the day, and was under the influence of
Nquor when he went on duty, as several persons
have testified. How he ever managed to turn
the injector cock and escape without Injury is a
myvstery. The bollers are sald to have been In
excallent condition.

Late to-night many telegrams came to Pollee
Headquarters from New-York, San Franclseo,
Chicage and other points Inquiring of prople
reglstered at hotels In Denver.

Ex-Governor Routt sald to a United Press re-
porter to-day: “In my opinion, the explosion
was caused by dynamite Instead of the boller. 1
think it was done to kill Mr. Gumry. You know
he Is Superintendent of Construetion at the Capi-
tol Building and lately discharged a number of
men, These men have been heard to threaten
his lite. I do not think a boller explosion would
have wrecked the bullding in the manner it did.”

Few other people than firemen, the hastily
summoned reseus corps and polleemen remained
near the seene to witness the recovery of the
horribly  burned and distorted  bodies M. FE.
Letson, who was the first llve man taken from
the ruins, slept on the third floor, and when
tound was Incased (n a conleal mass of mortar
and bricks that barely allowed freedom of
movement. Chief Roberts, of the Fire Depart-
ment, first dlseovered him and rapldly began
the removal of the tons of material that seemed
to rest directly upon his body. In heartrending
appeals he begged for something to end his life
The rescucrs worked with a will, and In two
hours had succesded in removing enough plas-
ter and bricks from the body to allow his re-
movial, Hig lower imbs were crushed, but he
will survive his terrible ordeal

About 10 ¢'clock a woman's hand protruded
from among a plle of bullding material. A space
was cleared around It, and when the form was
removed it was digscovered that she was dead.
Lying beside the body was the corpse of a child,
The firemen kept bravely at work. superintended
by Masor MeMurray and Police Commissioners
Hogle, Church and Wilson, In the afternoon
women voluntesrs came with refreshmente for
the worke:@ At 5 a. m. the body of an unknown
man was recovered and wiken to the Morgue. 1t
was thought to be that of F. J. MeCloskey. Half
an hour later the body of Conductor Burt was
discovered. Earller in tne morning were found
the hodles of Mr. and Mrs. R O#Crelner. clasped
In an embrace of death amid tons of wreckage,
They had undoubtedly died from suffocation.

Excltement in the elty to-night is at a high
piteh. Throngs of people crowd Pollee Head-
quarters and the Morgzue to sesrch for missing
friende.

Immediately after the exploslon occurred a boy
was heard walling in the corner of a room which
was pearly all fallen away. His parents had
gone down with the first crash. Afterward the
Iittle one's cries became weaker and weaker, and
when the flames shot up Into the skeleton of the
bullding his voice was sllenced

It In thought that almost the entire force of em-
ployes in the bullding have been killed, for they
were sleeping In the portion which fell, and the re-
malning walls toppled over upon them, burying
them from all hope of rescue. The force of the
explosion and the concussion of the falling walls
shattered the windows on both sudes of Law-
rence-st,, from Seventeenth-st. to Eighteenth,
and back of the hotel, on Larimer-st, the plate-
klass windows of all the business houses were
utterly wrecked, and belated pedestrians were
badly injured by the falling of glass and fying
débrix. Yhe fronts of many bulldings in the
vicinity were very badly wrecked. The hotel
structure for 100 feet along the alley and ex-
tending seventy-five feet toward the front was a
mass of wreckage. Brick and plagter were piled
in heaps twenty feat high, and from the rulne
could be heard the moans of the Injured and
dving. At 12:35 o'clock five Injured P"‘l-m'mu wire
dying.

BEvery engine 'n the clty was called to the scene,
hut the flames could not possibly be got under
eontrol hefors many of the Injured had been cre-
mated. As their chances of escape lessened the
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cties of the Imprisoned people increased, heart-
rending shrieks rislag from every portion of the
great muss of wreckage, Two injured women had
been almost extricated from the ruins wnen the
flames approached so close that the rescuers had
ty abandon them for thelr own safety. The
bodies of three women were also seen in the
back part of the hu'lding, but could not be
reached, The firemen worked with great hero-
ism. The heat was intense and the smoke blind-
ing. Electric light wires dangling in the alley
and walls threatening to fall increased the perils
of the gltuation. Once the men al t managed
to reach the Interlor, whence proceeded cries for
suceor, but ap they crossad the threshold the
walls In the rear fell and exposed to view the
inmates making frantic stiuggles to escape. The
firemen saw Mrs, Grelner, wife of the assistant
stperintendent of the State Capitol, appealing to
them from the back of a truss that pinloned her
to the floor of the ofMee, whence she had tried
!ll&!i'di!’.

Py the explosion everytking in the shape of a
record was destroyed, and there will be no means
of realizing the exact extent of the fatalities, even
after the building has beer razed to the ground,
for the bones are In the -entre of a furnace that
will destroy all traces of Identity.

The fAremen made a hrave effort to save a
woman caught in the wreck of the north corner
of the hotel, but were forced to abandon the at-
tempt.

“The Gumry Hotel was a five-story brick strue-
ture, with stone front, and was bulit about six
yoars agy. It was of the hetter kind of gecond-
“ass hotels, catering largely to transient family
patropage.  Thus many vomen and children
were among the guests. The bullding was bullt
as the Fden Muses hy the widow of Tom Thumb,
and was sa occupled, later belng remodelled for
use as a hotel, Gumry & Grelner have owned
the hotel for several years. Mr. Gumry was f
prominent eontractor and had done much of the
work durtng the building of the State Caplitol.
Mr. Grelpner acted in the capacity »nf manager.
The CGnmry has been destroyed by fire three
tmes. U'nder the management of Tom Thumb,
the Rden Musee was burned and the midget and
hiz wife were carrled out by the firemen. Agaln,
as a furniture factory, fire entered and swept the
block, killlng the watchman, who had fallen
aslesp at his post of duty. The property losa is
$75,000 -
