In
the first place, a careful topographical survey
i& to be ’nado of the 250 acres set apart for the
Garden In Bronx Park. This will furnish the
necessary basis for intelligent work In laying
out the Garden, and In connection with it the
character of the soll will be determined. A step
which will appeal strongly to large numbers of

people is the declslon to place substantial labels
on all the trees In the Garden plot, giving both
their common and hotanical names. Stll for-
ther, experiments are to be made at once with
the seeds of fowering prairic plants, to ascertain
their fitness for cultivation in Bronx Park.
| There are already signs of keen popular Interest
' in the Garden, and it I« eertaln to Increase with
every forward movement taken by the manage-

ment.

[.ess than six months ago a building In
Orchard-st. tumbled down, causing the death of
four workmen. The evidence taken at the Coro-
per's inquest showed that the construction of the
building was most faulty, that poor materinls
were used, and that numerons defects and evi-
dences of gross cardlessness existed, In due time
the matter wag bronght before the Grand Jory
and four men were indicted —the bullding Inspeet-
or who allowad such work to be done under his
eyes without protest or complaint, the contractors
and the owner. All this was done in Mareh, It
not one of these men has been put on trial. All are
at large on bail. It is the same old story: That
other cases had precedence of these, that the
court calendars have been full, that these men
cannot be tried until the autumn. Colonel Fel-
lows has told It a hundred times before, The
public are sick and tired of such excuses. To
be effective, the trlal and punishment of the men
respongible for crimes like those in Orchard-st.
and West Broadway must follow promptly upon
the exposure of their misdeeds.

trophy, There is not a citizen of the United
States fit to be such who doeg not hope that
every conrtesy will be shown, afloat and ashore,
to Lord Dunraven and his beautiful boat. He Is
a gallant, intrepid and persistent contestant for
the chief prize of international yachting, and his
determination te earry back the Amerlea’s Cuap
to England, 1t sclence and skill can accomplish
that long-defeated purpose, Is admirable and in-
spiriting. We sincerely trust that he may Jjust
fall again to nchieve his ambition, not by a
fluke, after a lstless and inconclusive competl-
tion, but after a glorfous struggle and by a nar-
row margin. Such a fallure would be only less
satisfactory than a triumph, and the thought of
it, we are sure, would bring him here again with
a still better boat, to meet, in all probability, a
still keener rival,

Nothing has oceurred of late to modify opin-
fons concerning the result of the great races,
Noboily doubts that the English yacht Is very
dangerous when the conditlons just suit her, and
it is generally surmised that she will glve an
extremely gowd account of herself, whether the
conditlons just sult her or not.  Her powers have
not been tested in sach a manoer as to prove her
quality beyond dispute: but she Is believed to
be satisfactory o her owners, and that means
a great deal. No one knows better than Lord
Dunraven how serlous a task he has ent out for
himself, and if he is really sanguine, Americans
have reason to fear him. Nor has the Defend-
or's eapaelty been so accurately defined by her
performances as to leave nothing open to con-
jecture.

eorn,  The good citizen Keeps this In mind, When
the rule of the mo ity seems appressive amd
the laws they make boar hand, o8 he thinks, npon

lis personal freedom, he peflects that after all |

e has duties to perform as well as righis to
assert, and that the highest of his  duties
under the soclal confract s 1o abey the law,
The cohesion of soclety as well as the perpetulty
of Governments depends upon universal rec
pition of the fact that civie rights are snbordi-
pate to vivie duties; that the duty of obediener
to the law is primal and transcendent, ond that
no rights under the law ean exist without it
Laws may be changed by due process and con-
stituted forms of procedure without disturhance.
This the good cltizen keeps in mind under what
he may conslder oppressive conditions, biding
in patience the time when the ruling majority
will amellorate them. Laws cannot be openly
violated and the offenders go unpunighed, no
matter what the provocation or temptation, with-
out bringing the Government fnto contempt & nd
disturbing the very foundations of society.
There has been a great deal of clamor of late
against the enforcement of laws which are gaid
to work Inconvenlence and hardship for a very
large class of cltizens. Democratic leaders, al-
ways alert to avail themselves of any symptom
of dissatistaction or discontent with Republican
administration, rather hastly took the ground

that the law of which complaint was madd ought

to be elther only half enforced or not enforeed
at all. Since the law was of thelr own making,
and the only cause of complaint was that a Re-
publican administration was simply discharging
its sworn duty m enforeing it, the issue thus
presented was  promptly and cheerfully met.
Republicans were more than willing to go to the
people upon the demand of the Demovratie party
to be restored to power In order that it might
give immunity to violators of lnw. They had
no hesitatlon fn meeting that question frankly
and squarely, Republicans have too much confi-
dence in the intelligence and honesty of the
votlng masses to doubt for o moment their ver-
diet upon the simple question whether this or
any other statute law shall be openly violated
with the eollusion and consent of the authorities
whom they have ¢hosen 1o enforee it. The Dem-
oeratie politiciuns, who measured the Importanee
of the demonstration against Jaw enforcement
Ly nolse rather than by numbers, have since
soon their mistake, and discovered that their po-
sition was nntenable.

WOLSELEY, COMMANDER IN-CHIEF,

Some time ago Mr, Punch represental Geperal
Lord Wolsgeley as saying, somewhat complain
ingly, to the Commander-in-Chief of Her Maj-
ealy's army, “1 have to retire In September”;
and the bluff old Duke of Cambridge as reply.
Ing, “Dear me! 1 havent! Sir John Tennlel
was probably not gifted, when he drew that ciar-
toon, with presclence of what would happen.
But no master of dramatic plots conld have de-
visml a more striking onteome of that sltuntion
than is to be seen toqday. The Duke of am-
bridge does have to retire from (he Commander-
ship-in<'hlef, and s succeeded by none other
than Lord Wolseley!

On the whole, the appointment Is probably as
good as any that could have been made. Not very
many years ago a cer'ain clique dublwd Lord -
then Rir Garnet—Waolseley “Englind's only Gen-
eral” That was absurd, He was not Englamd's
only General, and probably not her best Gon-
eral.  Nevertheless, he Is an able officer, with a
distingulshed career behind him, and with o
special fitness for administrative rather than for
field work. True, he has done much active cam

paigning, He was in Burmah in 1852, at 8 |

bastopol, at Lucknow and Alumbagh, in China
in 1860, an the Red River in 1867, in Ashantes,
in Zulnland, and finally on the Nile. The last of
these campalens was not one 1o be prowd of, but
in all the others he won and well deserved much
boour. It will be cbserved, however, that for

I eottun vron

the last twenty years he has heen chiefly engaged
in administeative dutles as commander of the
auxiliaries, adminlstrator of Natal, the Trans
vaal, Zulland and Cypros, Quartermaster-Gen-
oral, Adjutant-General, and Commander-in-Chief
of the Forees in Ireland. No other officer has
had more experience in such things as these lat-
ter, and that 18 exactly the experlence needed to
it him for the place of Commander-in-Chief.

It was a good gtroke of policy, too, to appoint
him. He is personally distasteful to Lord Salis-
bmry.  Had he been pagsed by, the whole Opposi-
tion wonld have aid that was the renson. Had
Lord Boberts heen appointed, there would have
hoen o wilil ery of “Jingolsm ™ as absurd as wild,
Hud Sie Redvers Buller been named, the Gov-
ernment wonlid ave heen blamed for passing hy
the foremost two generala In favor of n third
loss expert and less distinguished. i the
Duke of Connanght been chosen, the Ruadicals
wonll bave paged agalnst the “Rogalist job."
But against Lord Walseley's promotion no seri-
ons eriticism can be offered. He is well known
tir he o man of progressive tendencles, who will
give the military establishment the reforms it
s sorely needs and which, under the Duke of
Cambridge, have been impossible; and in that
work he will have no more loyal supporters than
the two generals who have been reckoned his
rlvals for the chief commanl.

RRIGHT DAYS AND DARK NEWS,

He must indecd be a pessimist of deepest dye
who would voluntarily ke a gloomy view of
life on such a day as yesterday. Fvery natural
environment, of earth and sen and sky, was full
of inspiration. To sail a boat, to ride a wheel,
to wander through woods and fields, to swing
in & hammock or lounge upon the sward, was
an experience of ghulness. Nor were they alto-
gother denied the blessings of the day who were
doomed to spend 11 at the offeeddesk or work-
beneh, There was that in the air which gave
to men new vigor, nmd made their beains clearer,
their arms stronger, thelr tasks easler, and thelr
achievements more satisfying. Amd yet, hy a
strange perversity of that which some eall Inek
and others fate, It was a day of disaster, and
the culminating day of a perlod of disaster.

Even the most enrsory reader of the daily jour-
nals must have been much fmpressed by the
number of serious casualties reported in the Iast
few days, These have been attributable to no
one eause or set of causes. They have been of all
kinds and in all parts of the workl, A passenger
steamer is run down af Hamburg and seventeen
lives are lost, and a dozen or more are Killed hy
fire In a hotel a1 Denver. Seviral persons are
killed by a storm at Pittsburg, and seven are
drowned at Ocean City, in shallow water and in
the calmest of weather, A gaus explosion in
PPennsylvania snuffs ont five lves, o eareless shot
in Waestchester County destroys another, a tor
pado wrecks a church with loss of life at De-
troit, several persons are drowned in the waters
of New-York Harbor, one is Killad in o New-
Jersey raflrond  wreck, another at a baseball
game, a bieyelist is killed by a streetear, a United
Srates Marshal 14« murdered In North Carolina,
a Nttle girl is drowned In Pelham Bay and a
young woman ln Hell Gate, and so the dreeadful
roll proceeds. These are only a4 few consplenons
ftems of less than three days’ news, in which
loss of 1ife |8 reported. OF fires and wrecks and
othier disasters not actually eausing death, the
number hias been legion,

A day or two ago comment was mide, and
truly made, upon the general good lealth of the
world: npon mans present freedowm, that s,
from plague and pestilenee. As a mocking an-
swer, on <ome of the brightest days of all the
vear, come these multitudinous reports of evil,
sotiie from the elements, some from man himself
aml from his works, A more striking exemplifi-
catton eould not be made of the uncertainty of
Buman affales, or o more convinelng application
of the wellworn truth, “In the midst of life we
wre inodeath,”
