I8 LIKELY T0O DIE OF HIS WOUND, BUT
ETEADFASTLY HEFUSES TO TELL WHO
STAHRRED HIM

k driver of No. 183 Hudson-st,,
was stabbed in v gide  somewhere near Des-
brosses and Hu si£, about midnight Wednes-
day, by some persan whose jdentity he obstinately
refuses to divulge He may dle from internal
hemorrhiage at any moment, yet nelther to the sur-
geons of Hudgon Street Hospital, where he lles, to
the Corofier mor to the detectives of the Leonard-
st. station will he tell whe stabbed him or how,
when or where he recelved his wound.

May Is known as a stendy and Industrious fellow
around Hudson-st., and no one can understand how
he could get Into a quarrél which would result so
geriously to him He walked Into Murphy's saloon
at Hudson and Desbrosses sts, about 11:30 Wednes-
day night, and after taking a drink and chatting
with the bariender and John Lyons and Patrick
(Hourke, of No. 42 Beach-si., who were In the
saloon at the time, he went out ggain,

In less than half an hour he went back agaln,
pale, and called for another drink, Lyons, looking
curiously at him, saw blood dropping from the
bottom of his trousers, and examining him more
closely saw that May had a eut on the left thigh,

“That! Oh, it's nothing,' sald May In answer to
Lyon's exclamation. Nevertheless, Lyons called
gn ambulance, Dr. Kenneson, who examined him,
found that the {lac artery, which fecds the leg,
had been severed, and that the man was rapldy
bleeding to death. He was placed In one of the
wards and the blesding war stopped 1o some ex-
tent. The man's condition was mo serious, howe
ever, that a call was sent to Coroner (' Meagher to
take his ante-mortem statement. Word was also
sent to the Leonard-st. police station, and De-
tectives Taggart and Gargan were gent to the hos-
