THE ANNEXATION CASES.

HEARD BY THE COURT OF APPEALS IN
EXTRAORDINARY SESSION.

I8 THE NEW DISTRICT A PORTION OF NEW-TORE
COUNTY FOR THE PURPOSES OF BENATE, AS
SEMBLY AND JUDICIAL REPRESENTATION -
THE CONSTITUTIONALITY OF THE ACT
ASSAILED-ARGUMENTS BY WILLIAM
B HORNBLOWER, JUDOE WILLIAM
H. ROBERTSON, WILLIAM D
GUTHRIE AND  CORPORA-

TION C(OUNSEL SCOTT.

Albany, Bept. 17.—For the firat time In the hise
tory of the Court of Appeals it convened in age
traordinary session at the Capitol to-day. It met
for the purpose of determining the constitutionality
of the annexatlon of a portlon of Westchester
County ta New-York Clty. The appeal to be heard
arose out of the application of Augustus M. Fleld
tor & mandamus to compel the Board of Aldermea
of New-York City to reconvene and re-apportion the
Assembly districts of New-York County #o es to
include the annexed part of Westchester County,
added to New-York County by an act passed by
the Legislature this year. The constitutionality of
this act Is the most Important question to be con-
sidered. The Ge.eral Term decided that the an-
nexed portions of Weatchester County were not
constitutionally a portlon of New-York City propef.
There Is also an appeal from the decis of the
General Term in the Second Department, granting
an application of Henry (. Henderson for a man-
damus to compe! the Board of Supervisors of West-
chester County to apportion the unnexed territory
to one of the Assembly distriets of that county, and
also two appeals from declslons denying an appli-
eatlon for an Injunction agalnst the police authori-
ties of New-York City to restrain them from in-
terfering In the affalrs of the town of West Ches-
ter and the village of Whilamsbridge, a par: of the
annexed territory. The courts below have decided
that the act of annexation Is constitutional, so far
as it annexea the territory in questlon to the city
and county of New-York for munieipal and ad-
ministrative purposes, but that the territory still
remaina a part of Westchester County for the pur-
poses of Assembly, Senate and judiclal elections
THE GROUNDE OF APPEAL

The cltitzens of the annexcd territory, repre-
sented by Augustus M. Field, who brought the
mandamus proceedings against the Doard of Alder-
men, assert that the act is constitutional in every
respect; that the effect of the act was to trans-
fer this territory bodily from Westchester County
to New-York County, and that it was therehy taken
out of the XXI1d Senate District, which s de-
seribed In the Constitution as the County of West-
chester, and became a part of the XXIst Senate
Iistrict, which is described In the Constitution as
part of the clty and county of New-York. It is
further assertsd that, as this act went into effect
pefore the date fixed by the Constitution for the
apportlonment of Assembly districts by the Board
of Supervisors of Woestehester County and the
Hoard of Aldermen of New-York Clty, It was the
duty of those boards to recogniae the existing
state of aftairs, and that the territory in question
should have been apportioned to one of the As-
gembly districts of New-York County. 1t Is con-
tended that this would be in accordance with the
spirit of the Constitution, the Senate districts con-
tinuing thus to be hounded by ecounty lnes, in-
stead of being Intersected by the dividing line be-
twien Westchester and New-York countles

The number of inhatitants In the annexed terri-
tory Is about thirteen thousand. Adding these to
the XXIst Senate Distrlct and taking them from
the XXI1d would tend to equalize the districts and
to carry out the splrit of the constitutional appor-
vonment. Tt is urged further that (t will be an in-
justice to the citizens of this annexed distriet A
they are mergel with New-York County for gove
ernmental and municipal purposes and remain
tacked on to Westchester County for purposes of
Senate and Assembly representatlon,

These contentlons were the basis of the argu-
ment of Willlam H, Hornblower, who appeared for
Augustus M. Fleld, appellant. Mr. Hornblowar
cited numerous authorities In  s=upport of his

osition, Judge Willam H. Roberison, represents
ng the Hoard of Supervisors o Wesichester
County, and occupying a similar position to Mr.
Hornblower in the argument, wns pot present, but
he submitted his brist by mall

MR, GUTHRIE'S CONTENTION.

Willlam 1. Guthrie, of counsel for Henry C. Hen-
derson, the plalntift and appellant, and the town
authorities of Westechester and the authoritles of
the village of Willlamsbridge, argusi from the
assumption that the act In question (Chapter 84
of the Laws of 15%) was uneconstitutional in totu,
and that the Leglslature could not alter county
lines for any purpose untll the next apportionment,
in 146, More specifically Mr. Guthrie set forth

Third—It violates the provision of the Constitu-
tion inhibiting the alteration of the existing Judicial
districts, except In 185, and “once In every ten
years" thereafter.

Fourthi—1t violates the provision that the four
udlicial departments of the State shall be bounded
W county lines

Fifth—1f it be contended that some of the pro-
vistons of the prior acts of iA73 and 1874 were in-
tended by the ﬂ-uinhunre to be applicable, then it
violates the constitutional inhibition that the Legis-
lature shall not pass any act rpruv'a-i!::g that an
existing law or any part thereof ghall be applicable
to new leglalation, except by Insertng such old law
in the new act,

Mr. Guthrie held that the framers of the new
Constitution and the people who adopiesd it intended
to base the new apportionment permanently and
unalterubly upon the county system. Thit purpose
would be defeated by the act of 1885

FRANCIS M. BCQTT HEARD.

Corporation Counsel Francié M. Scott, for the
Board of Aldermen of .\‘-n:-\'nrk City, sald that, in
a judicial sense wnd 80 far ax the courts were con.
cerned with (1s application and construetion, the
authority of the Legisiature was absolute and un-
limited, except by the express restrictions of the
fundamental law. He did not understand the Hiate
Legislature to be restricted in lts powor any more
than the Britigh Parliament, etcn{nl by the State
and Federal Constitution.
