Ex-Senator George B. Sloan, of Oswego, second-
eod the nomination of Judge Willlams In an elo-
quent speech, and James W. Hawes, of New-York,
as eloguently, but with more terseness, seconded
Judge Martin's nomination.

General Stewart L. Woedford, of Brooklyn,
made the best nominating speech of the day in
placing the name of Jesse Johnson, of Kings Coun-
ty, before the conventlon, The name of Mr,
Johnson, who had the solld support of Kings
County's ninety-two delegates, and many dele-
gutes from other counties, was greeted with en-
thustastic cheers whenever mentloned. General
Woodford sald that his candidate was conesded-
Iy the head of the Kings County bar, and had
filled the ofMce of United States Disorier-Attor-
ney for the Southern Distriet of New-York with
wnusual ablilty. Brooklyn, with Ite 1,000,000 In-
hablitants, was unrepregented on the Court of Ap-
peals bench. He told how the vote of Kings
County had changed In recent vears from a
Democratie majority of 16,000 in 1881 to 4 Republl-
can majority of the same flgures In 1864, and
snld: “Kings County has no representative on
the State ticket and none on the Court of Ap-
peals. Give us this man, and we will roll up a
still greater majority In Kinks County this fall
and save the State of New-York." At the end of
