THE CONTESTS AT BRIGHTON BEACH.
HOREES AND BPECTATORS ALIKE OF POOR CLASKS.

More than fiftesn hundred persons witnessed the
races at Brighton Heach yesterday., The flelds
wera composed of horses of the class that Colonel
Willilam Beollay, the Kentuckian wit, said should be
raced under the following conditions: “The winner
to he shot, the second and third horses to be brand-
ed and never permitted to start agnn in & race’
There were some remarkable exhibitions of Jockey-
ship, and, on the whole, t was a typleal Brighton
Heach racing day.

In the first race a determined plunge was made
on Tom Harding. The fleld ran closely bunched
as the stretech was reached, and the race was In
doutt untll the last jump. Just then an unearth-
Iy shriek was heard which caused the mariners in
the bay to heave their vessels to and cast anchor,
while the echoes of the yell reverberated from the
Highlands of Navesink to Far Rockaway. The
seamen thought that dozens of steam sirens denot-
ing shoals and ledges were sounding a warnine.
The Frighton firemen, who were at the track, made
& rush for the gate, ax a steam whistle Is the signal
for fire around the sand dunes.
