Out of B9BM twenty pollcy-holders who came In re-

ggBMBBS to the iiotb-e there were few that thought
alike on the methods of procedure. A majorlty of

them artually favored the eompany's slde and It la

Bald warmly crltlrlaed the lawyer for looklng for
troubl.-.

Hugh Xestiit Cnmp, tlie well-known brokor, mlne
owner aad Inveetor, died anddealy yeaterday morn-

Ing at hla home, on Morria HatghtR from
heart fallure. I'p to a few months ago he en-

Joyed vlgorous health. While attending a meet-
Ing laat Jnne of the Chamber of Commerce, of
which h« araa a member, ba waa atrtcbaa with
dlaaloeaa. and rxperlenced dtfBculty ln apaech. m*
lllne.as was cauae.l by a clot of blood on the braln,
bul hla eondltlon was not consldon d crltlc.il. He
alao complained of a.-vere pulns ln the re^lon of the
h.-art. Hla physlclan a.lviae.l him to go to the

country for hia health. Thls advice he hceded,
apendlng aeveral areeba at Rlcbfletd rlprlngs ar.d
the Thousand lalanda. He returned to ihe city
Homewhat imprnvel. A few day. aK» he waa at
hia offlce, at No. R Liberty-at., mii tranaactad
aome bualneaa, Laat Frilay hla condltioti tcok a

turn for the worse, and he eank rapldly.
Mr. Camp was ever ready to help the poor. He

gave yearly Iarge stims of money to instlttitlona for
the poor aicl deroted much tlme to charltable
work. Racardlng his glfta to ebarlty, he was

alarajra yary retlcent, lt pleac<-d him greatly to bo

It. Mr. i'amp was best known as one of the lead-
ing real estate men of thls city. The wonderful
growth of the Tweniy-thlrd and Twenty-fourth
ararda an.l the desreloproenl af the Aaaexed l>is-
trlct were due ln great part to hls efforts. He
would bay UBlmproved land above ;he Harlom and
make lt ready for occupancy. Then he would ae!l
It. and ln thls way the Annexed Distrl.-t was qulek-
ly populated and l.uilt up. At the time of hls death
he was largely latereated ln property ln New-Jeraey
and on Washlngton Helghts. Hls knowledge of
the valuatlon of land was extonslvo. He was em-

ployed by the dty to appralse the property for the
new city parks In the Annexed Dtatrtct,
Although a stnnch RepabHcaUB nnd flrm advocnte

of protectlve policles, Mr. t'amp was not promlnent
in polltlcs. He mtght have held offl< e, but ho
chose rather to be a Rleat and earnest worker in
the ranks, dolng all ln hls power to Insure hls
party's nseoaaa,
Mr. C'amp was born In a vill.tg* about ten mile..

He .-ame fr.un Kood N-w-
Enguuid atocb, hla father belng Colonel Avery Mor¬
gan, of Colcheater, conn., nn offlcer in tbe war of
181J. Hla grandfather fought wlth honor in the War
of the Revolutlon, and he ls dlrectly deacended from
Jamea Morgan. one of the orlgtnai membera of the
Flrst General Court of the colony of Connectlcut, in
164. anl ..f Captaln James Avery, the Colonial sol-
di.-r wh<> commanded ratiantly in tha great awamp
flght In Klng PllUlp'a War.

\Ir \lor.an marrled early In Ilfe the daughter of
Captaln Henry Chun-hlll, of I'ortlnnd. Conn., by
whom he had tlve chlldren. Hls elde.st son, Henry
Churchlll Morgan, enter..1 the I'nlted Statea Army
at the leginning of the war, s«rvlng through..ut
wlth dlatlngulahed honor, and Is now on the retlred
llat of the Army aa brevet llputeriant-colonel.
