They handed him the Andings of fact and the con-
slusions of law, with a decision for his signature,
but the Court sald that thisx was noi the practice,
and that he had written xa opinion in the case.
Judge Peckman then sald that to-day he would
{ssue the peremptory writ of mandamus for reap-
portlonment, and that he woud adjourn the term
of the Extrarordipary Clreult until after the time
sot down for the Board to make the reappertion-
ment, and to make a return to the court. In his
opinion Judge Heekman says that the discrepeney

FARMERS FEAR TO FEED BARLET, AR IN FORMER

YRARS, OWING TO THE ACTIVITY OF
HEALT!! INSPEUTORS-CONDER-
BATION STOFFED AT

BOME FACTORIER.

There has heen a deeided falling off In the milk
supply at nrarly all of the twenty depats at which
the wholesalers In this clty recelve thelr supply
milk dnirles in New-York

from the farmers and
State. The cause of the pressnt decrease in the
milk supply, which the wholesalers estimate at

about one-third less thun thelr contracts call for,
8 found fn the fact that the continued drouth,
which has been especialiv felt In Putnam and
Orange counties, has drled up the pasture lands so
completoly that the cows have besn unable to fAnd
sufficlent fodder. Formercly, when a drouth has
made Itzelf felt so generally among the farmers,
they have fed harley to their cows, but this fadder
js productive of an inferfor quality ef milk, which
| the farmers fear to send to this elty Ia the present
erisis, owing to the vigilanece displayed by the Hoard
of Henlth’'s Inspeetors in their wholesale condemnn-
tion of impure milk.

1t was learned yesterday at the offices of the
New-York Condensed Milk Company, which Is one
of the largest milk concerns in the United Stales,
that there had been a declded falling off In the
supply of milk sent down from all their easicrn
factories, and that in some of their nearby fic-
torles they had bren compelied to stop the enn-
densation In order to secure sufficlent milk in the
fluld with which to supply thelr customers

FPrancls Lahey & BSons, who have a milk depot
on Fast Eighty-sixth-st., have been compelled to
stop thelr wholesale trade entirely, in order to meet
he demands of retall customers, and, thiugh they
have pecentiy contrgeted with three new dairies
in Dutchess County to supply them with milk, thelr
supply Is shorter by over four hundred quarts each
week than thelr contracts call for,

The effect of the drouth seems to be Flrlnrimll_v
falt by farmers along the Hulson River artunnta-
ly for private families, the dealers have been able
ta make up the greater part of the defleit by securs
ing milk from New-Jeraey farms and dalries,

A NUMBER OF CASES KEPT ERCRET HBY THE
BOARD OF HEALTH -NO DANGER FEOM
THE DIREASE NOW,

Many people will be gurprised to ieatn that in the
last two months there have been a number af cases
of diphtherta in this eity, and that the ca=es have
been kept secrét succesafully by the Board of
Health, The cases, all told some fifty In number,
have been confined to the New-York Juvenile
Asylum In One-hundred-and.seventy-sixth-st., near
Amsterdam-ave. Twenty-five of these Cases wers
consldered serlous enough to be removed to the
Wiilard Parker Hospital 'n Sixteentn-st. and East
River, 8o far ax can be learned not one death
has resulted from the disease. The trouble Legan
about the middle of July, and It was promptly re-
ported to the Ilenlth Department The patlents
who were not gent to the Willard Parker Hospital

wero treated Lo lsolated tents in the grosnds of the

asylum.

Dr. Charles 8, Benedlet, o he Health Board, sald
to a Tribune reporter y=sts jay: "It ls true that
we have endeavored to keep this matter quiet, for
we belleved that to be the best means of sup-
pressing the melady. Am s00n as we heard of It
we placed & strict l}"unmnt'.ne on the asylum, and all
of {ts approasches have been carcfully guarded by
our officers. You ean say that the danger of the
disease spreading Is now all over.”

“How about the other caser diphtheria ra-
ported In other paris of the olty?" nsked the re-
parter,

"1 (o mot belleve that there is anything llke a
prevalence of the disease In the city. In fact our
Etatistics show that thers is less of it in New-York
to-day than thers was ut the samo time lust yoar,
Last year sbout this time there were some thirty
cases of dlphtherla reported, and several of them
were of the must mallgnant types. At the present
time we hove only fourteen cases, and not one of
them 18 of & dangerous character.”
