This is sald to be the
first timo that the question whether real estate
bought with pension money Is subject to taxation
has ever come squarely before the courts of this
Btate

There seoms to be no recent gtatute on the
Ject, but the exemption is based on an old law. The
revised statutes sxempt all property which Is ex-
empt from execution, and the odde holds bounty
and penslon funds to be so  exempt The
Court of Appeals has held that properiy bought
with pension money I8 exempt from execution. Tie
elty Assessors hnve acted on this theory, hut some
af the towns have plaeed such property on
assessment rolle Judge Parker pays

The Cotrt holds that if all the money with wh
the janid was purchasedl was preciyval by the owner

THF, OLD BROBSES ON HAND,

The conventlon was Interesting, In spite of its
goneral dulness, the terrific heat and the lame way
in which its business was conductad, [ts contrast
with past conventions was striking. The prob
abilty of defeat was apparent ro all, and It was
hard work to Kesp up a show of lvely spirits The
hints that had been glven out of a possible rebel-
llon against the bosses utterly falled to be reals
fzed. Allan 1. MeDermontt was again in evidence,
and so were “Bills" Thampson,-the owner of the
