all parts of the country, come tidings of doors

opening to larger classes than ever before, of

Increased requirements for admission, of higher
standards and m<re extended ranges of scholar-

Ship, and of general progress and prosperity.
It cannot be said that there is any marked re¬

covery In the colleges from the hard times of the

last two years, becaOSe none was needed. That
Is true, at least, as far as attendance is con

(«ernod. and it is a fact of more than common

credit to the American people. College trustees

no doubt felt the hard times sorely, und so did
ma ay of the students and tledr families. Yet

the attendance rolls were kept up at most insti¬

tutions, so that Instead of showing a decline in

yean OÍ panic and depression they continued to

show almost If not «jfliie their normal Increase.
Nor was that because college stu«l«ants are as :t

rule .so wealthy as to be above the effects of hard

times. Thiay are not. The vast majority of
them come from families of moderate <>r even

slender means. The keeping up of college at¬

tendance In bard times, therefore, means that
Americana do not propose ¡o begin economies

and retrenchments at the head.
