alleged secret treaty between Russia and China,
it Is not doubted that some understanding exists
between the two countries which will result to
thelr mutual advantage. Recent BEuropean dis-
patches contalned the intelllgence that Russia
would guarantee the Chinese Indemnity of
80,000,000 taels which will be pald to Japan for
the latter's evacuatlon of the Liau-Tong penin-
sula. Thoee who are famillar with Russian state-
craft say that the Czar's Government, which is
noted for its clever Intriguing qualities, would not
fncur such an obligation without a proper quid
pro qua. For this reason, some importance is at-
tached to dispatches which state that Russia has
secured rights from China which will enable her
to build a line of rallway through the Liau-Tong
peninsula, connecting with the Russian trane-
continental rallway at Viadivostock, thus glving
to Russin her long-desired putler for this Hoe

From the beginning of the war between China
and Japan Russia, It was repeatedly =ald, was
endeavoring to effect some arrangement with
China or Japan which would give to her a proper
terminus for her great rallway. Vladivostock,
which Is now the eastern terminus of the road,
s In so northerly a latitude that the harbor is
filled with lce at least half of the year. Russia
{8 compelled, therefore, to find another terminus
which will be open to navigation uninterrupted-
ly. With this purpose in visw she tried a year
&g to secure Jipan's assent to the extenslon of
her Siberfan railway through Northern Corea
to Port Lazareff, on the Japanese Sea, This
project failing, it no& appears that Rusala,
whose frisndship for China has been demonstra-
tive, particularly since the cloge of the Japanese
war, has secured rallway and other privileges
through Chinese territory which wil give to her
the open-watep terminus she desires at Port
Arthur.

Additional ecolor is glven to the reported con-
cessions by China for an extension of Russia’s
transcontinental rafdway through Manchurin by
the experience of a representative of the Detrolt
Drydock Company, who has just returned from
& buglness trip to Russia. His errand thers was

to end r Into contract with the Russi.n Govern-
ment for the constraction of one or more lce
treakers, with which to keep open the harbor of
Viadivostock, then the proposed Pacific terminus
of the Trans-Siberjan Rallroad. The boats of the
Detrolt Drydock Company bad been selected hy
agents of the Rusgian Government as the bBest
of the kind to he found In the world, and the
company was invited to send a representative to
£t. Petersburg to negotiate for the construction
of the boats, After his arrival there, however,
he was Informed that it was the intention of |
the officlals to abandon the route
and extend the line tn the Pacifie coest through |

nate an Independent enunty ticket and In keep-
Ing that ticket in the field after the Fusion ticket

wis nominated,

In the call for the mesting It 1s gald that the
president acted by request of twenty-five mem-
bers, as provided by the constitution of the club,
and the object of the meeting is told thus: “The
purposs of the meeting s to consider the present
political situatlon In this clty, and to determine
what actlon, If any, ghall he taken by the club.
The business {8 8o Important that the presence of
every member Is especlally deslred, In order to
insure actlon In accordance with the views of the
majority of the members.” The call is slgned by
James W. Pryor, the sceretary of the club, who
{s the only pald official among the club members,

Members of the club who talked with a Tribune
reporter yesterday were not willing to admit that
there was much bitterness of feeling on account
of the split In the club over the Good Government
ticket, but they admitted that in all probability
there would be some warm words spoken at the
meeting on Monday evening. Trouble in the club
was Inevitable, they sald, when some of the mem-
bers wers the chiaf boomers of the Good Govern-
ment ticket and the other members were earnest
supporters of the Fuslon ticket.

James C, Carter, the president of the club, has
accepted an Invitation to preside at A mass-mest-
Ing In Cooper Unfon next veek under the manage-
ment of the Committee of Fifty. Among other
{nfluentlal members of the City Club who are
supporters of the Fuslon ticket are Wheeler H.
Peckham, Everstt P. Wheeler, J. Kennedy Tod, |
Willlam E. Dodge and John E. Parsons. Among |
the members who have been most actlve in keep-
ing the Good Government tlcket In the field are
Mr. Pryor, who recelves $5,000 a year from the club
for his services as secretary; Preble Tucker, R.
W, . Welling and R. Fulton Cutting  Mr. Pryor
and Mr. Welling were among the twenty-five
members who signed the request for the call for
the mesting on Mondey evening, and some of
their friends sald yesterday that thers was no
reason to supposs that an attempt would be made
to dlseipline them for thelr activity as supporters
of the Good Government tlcket.

An effort will doubtless be made at the meeting
to have the City Club take ground in favor of the

jo0d Government ticket, and it will be reslsted
by the more conservative members of the elub.
Judging by the talk among the club members
yesterday, it Is not unlikely that the club will
declare its preference for the Fuslon tickat. In
the event of a serlous disagreement, It s possible
that there may Le defectlons from the
club., Efforts are being made to have an un-
usually large attendance at the meeting.

THE DUTY OF GOOD CITIZENS-PROVISIONS OF
THE ELECTION LAW.

Now I8 the last opportunity to register!

To-day Is the |ast day of registration In this
city and in Brooklyn In preparation for the elec-
tion on November &

The reglsiry books are open to-day from 8 a
m. until 9 p, m.. and when they are cloged to-
nizht it will be too late for any vitlzen who has
not reglatered to quallify himsalf to vote, Bet-
ter late than never is a motto which should be
obeerved to-day by every friend of good govern-
ment who has not heen reglstered on previous
days of reglstration this fall.

A man must be reglstered each year in order
to vots, If he fmils to register this fall he can-
not vote. The blanket ballot w'il make voting
ensy and rapld this fall, and there will be an
honest electlon, In which each voter will be al-
lowed to vote only onse, and In which he can be
sure that his vote will be counted as It is cast,

To be entitled to register and vole a man must
be elther a natlve-born or naturalized cltlzen of
the United States at least twenly-one years old
on or before Eleetlon Day., He also must have
heen & resident of the State at least one year on
Hlaction Day, a resid:nt of the county at least
tour months, and have llved thirty days in the
election district where he offers nis vote,

If & young man who has never voted before
Ia to be twenty-one vears old on Election Day,
he has the right t9 rezglster to-day, even if to-day
he has not attalned his majority. No man who
has been convieted of an infamous crime has a
right to vote unless he has recejved a full pardon
and has been restored by that means to the
rights of citlzenship

It Tammany is to be defeated agaln on Novem-
ber 5 the Iepublicans and other opponents uf
corruption and blackmall must make sure of thelr
rght to vote. A very (ew voles mey turn the
geale this vear, but in any case the defeat of

Under the present election law it {8 the duty of
the |nspectors of election. acting as boards uf
registry, to write down a des.ription of each votir
reglstered, stating hls apparent age, Lelght, col-
or of hair and eyes, and any distingulshing
marks on his face.
